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KEY-NOTE ADDRESS 

 

The title of the seminar “Culture Conflict in Literature and Humanities” is very relevant in the 

context of current situations, as culture and its attributes are the major concerns beingthoroughly 

discussed under the aegis of anthropological studies. The term “culture “was initially used by Ancient 

Roman orator Cicero as an agricultural metaphor-cultivation of philosophical soul to attain the highest 

goodness of mankind. It refers to all the ways in which human beings keep away their original barbarism 

and become fully cultivated humans. In Indian context, too, the term culture stands for “Sanskriti” derived 

from Sanskrit language, „Sam‟ prefix and‘Kri’ root means well refined, cultivated and crystallized 

thoughts and practices percolating from the years of experience of seasoned human beings to promote 

goodness and welfare of entire mankind.It is the social behaviour and norms transmitted through social 

learning in human societies. It appears to be an ideal situation in principle, but in practice, communities 

across the globeare oriented into various social norms and beliefs generating cultural confrontations, 

disagreements and conflicts. In light of this, certain key concepts need to be discussed to understand the 

theory of cultural conflicts. For instance, Ethnocentrism is a concept which judges the culture of others by 

value and and standard of its own culture, giving rise to cultural conflicts.

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Cultural Conflict In Jhumpa Lahiri‟s The Namesake 
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Abstract: 

In the present global era, migration is inevitable part of human life. Although the first generation of 

immigrants settles down in the foreign land, their heart is always with the homeland. They long to go back to the 

homeland but it is not possible. They are mentally with their native land. Hence they find sense of belongingness 

in celebrating their native festivals and cultures. They do not accept the foreign culture wholeheartedly; they 

want to be in touch with the motherland. Therefore they suffer from cultural conflict, isolation, loss, nostalgia 

and depression in an alien culture. The second generation of immigrants, on the contrary, accepts the culture of 

their birth land and feels sense of non-belongingness to parents‟ culture. To them their parents‟ culture is 

foreign culture. So they also suffer from cultural alienation. 

In Jhumpa Lahiri‟s The Namesake, the first generation of immigrants Ashoke and Ashima attempt to 

impose their homeland culture on their children. The second generations of immigrants Gogol, Sonia and 

Moushami have no intimacy and attachment to their parental land and its culture. They are well embedded in 

the culture of their birth land. They are in dilemma; they have to be Indian at home and at the outside they are 

American. They are caught in conflict of their cultural identity of their parental land and their birth land. They 

are neither here nor there. Therefore, they suffer from non-belongingness and cultural conflict.

             Booker prize awardee Jhumpa Lahiri explores the suffering of the first generation of 

immigrants, Ashoke and Ashima and the second generation of immigrants Gogol, Sonia and 

Moushami. Both Ashoke and Ashima migrate to the United States of America from India. Though 

Ashima physically in the United States of America, she is mentally in her native land India. Her sense 

of being at home is connected with India. However Gogol, Sonia and Moushami feel sense of being at 

home in their birth place, the United States of America. The struggle between the first generation of 

immigrants and second generation of immigrants is focused in the novel.The first generation of 

immigrant Ashima feels sense of belonging in Indian traditions and rituals so she celebrates Indian 

festivals. She is culturally alienated with American culture. Her love for the motherland and its culture 

leads to imposing the native culture on the second generation of immigrants Sonia and Gogol.Ashima 

makes an unsuccessful attempt to impart to Gogol and Sonia the Indian tradition by introducing them 

with Bengali rhyme, names of God and Goddesses and Indian music.Ashima often becomes nostalgic. 

The feeling of nostalgia is more intense when she is about to give birth to Gogol. She reminds of 

Indian culture and customs.

“……women go to their parents to give birth, away from husbands and in-laws and household 

cares……” ( Lahiri 4) 

Culturally alienated Ashima fears of raising a child in the foreign land in an alien culture. Therefore 

she requests her husband after Gogol‟s birth. 

“ I‟m sating I don‟t want to raise Gogol alone in this country. It‟s not right. I want to go back.” (Lahiri 

33) 

She suffers from isolation and aloofness on account of alienation from American culture. She 

fails to accept American culture wholeheartedly. She adjusts herself in an alien country for the sake of 

the family. However her homeland is still alive in her heart. She always longs for her native land and 

its culture. So she organizes Gogol‟s Annaprasan ceremony that is the typical symbol of Bengali 

culture. All their Indian friends from America are invited to celebrate the function. Celebrations of 

such native functions articulate cultural identity of immigrants. An attempt is made by the first 

generation of immigrants to keep themselves in touch with their native culture by celebrating such 

functions that  bring sense of being at home in the foreign land. It also strengths their connection with 

the homeland culture. As a true representative of the first generation of immigrants Ashoke and 

Ashima find pleasure in Indian dress, books, music and foods. 

The second generation of immigrants Gogol, Sonia and Moushami prefer American cuisine 

and dressing style. Their choice of dressing style, food habits and preference to American culture 

show their association with the birth land rather than parental land. They are in dilemma; they have to 

be Indian at home and at the outside they are American. There is constant struggle of cultural identity 

among the second generation of immigrants.  

“Being the second generation of immigrants Jhumpa Lahiri faces a greater problem with a fixity in 

space hardly possible, and identity which seems elusive with attempts to transcend marginalization by 

bridging the gap between the center and margin.” ( Nityanandan11) 

For second generation of immigrants Gogol, Sonia and Moushami their parental land is a 

foreign land, they are alienated with the parental culture and feel sense of non-belonging with the 

Indian traditions and cultures. They develop sense of belonging to American culture. However their 

attempt to be an American fails since their citizenship does not guarantee their identity as an 

American. They are other in America as individuals are identified on the basis of their roots rather 

than country where they live. They do not any cultural association with the parental land; they are 

attached with their birth land. But they are not accepted wholeheartedly by Americans because of 

their Indian roots. So the second generation of immigrants is in dilemma of cultural and national 

identity. They suffer from identity crisis. 

  A name of person plays a vital role in determining his or her cultural and national identity. In 

Indian culture, privilege of choosing name of new born baby is given to elderly members of the 

family. In case of Gogol, Ashoke and Ashima fail to follow the tradition so they are forced to give 

name to their new born baby before leaving the hospitals. The name Gogol, given after the name of 

famous Russian writer, creates confusion in his mind as such name is not common in American 

society. His name has no association with either India or America. Though Gogol considers himself 

American, he is treated as „other‟ or „outsider‟ since his name represents Russian identity. Similarly, 

Sonia and Moushamiare culturally associated with America but their identity as an American is not 

accepted because of their Indian roots and names. Therefore the second generations of immigrants are 

caught between dual identity of their parental homeland and their birth land. 

Gogol lives in dilemma of past and present. In order to overcome this dilemma he denounces 

his cultural roots and changes his name from Gogol to Nikhil. However, he is always known by his 

old name so his attempt to get rid of his past and roots becomes unsuccessful. British born off-spring 

of Indian parents, Moushami is an epitome of transnationalism. She keeps moving from one country 

to another and it results in developing no sense of belonging to any country. She finds herself isolated 
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in Bengali gatherings organised by her parents and their Bengali friends. She rejects the marriage 

proposals from Indian family. But she is forced to marry to Gogol. She is attracted towards French 

literature, culture and food habits. She feels being at home in Paris whereas Gogol feels alienated in 

Paris among her friend circle. Her attraction for French culture develops in an extra-marital affair with 

her French friend Dimitri. It results in the divorce between her and her husband Gogol. Moushami 

does not belong to any particular culture but multiple cultures. 

              The first generation of immigrants has strong desire for their homeland; they are in touch 

with their homeland through the feeling of nostalgia. Moreover they often oraganise family gatherings 

to celebrate various native festivals and rituals that bring sense of being at home in an alien country. 

In this way they are attached with their homeland land and its culture. On the other hand, the second 

generation of immigrants has no intimacy and attachment to their parental land and its culture. They 

are well embedded in the culture of their birth land. The first generation of immigrants Ashoke and 

Ashima attempt to introduce their Indian culture on their children. The second generation immigrants 

Gogol, Sonia and Moushami are caught in dilemma of their cultural identity of their parental land and 

the birth land. They are neither here nor there. Therefore, they suffer from cultural conflict and non-

belongingness.  
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Introduction: 

Translation is an act of rendering a text from a source language to a target language for a 

specific purpose. It warrants serious commitment from a translator, who deals with two different 

languages and cultures. Even though Literature is a classical discipline, it reforms its dimensions 

regularly owing to changes occurred in the society. Conferring the prestigious Nobel Prize to the 

American singer, Bob Dylan in 2016 strongly indicates that even songs are also the part and parcel of 

literature. Tamil, one of the active classical languages, has its own literature, culture and richness. 

This language is being spoken in different forms in the regions in Tamilnadu, despite same alphabetic 

system. In recent years, the contemporary Tamil writers are fond of penning their writings in the 

dialects with a view to exposing the unique culture and customs of a particular region or society. 

Likewise, Bama Faustina Soosairaj, popularly known as Bama has written Karukku  in the spoken 

language rather than written language.  

Bama‟s Karukku, widely acclaimed autobiographical novel, has become a trend setter in the 

history of Tamil Dalit writings. It stands as the first of its kind in Tamil especially for its language, its 

narration of events and for its brilliant use of certain caste codes and signs with an aim to revealing 

the deep- rooted caste system in Tamil society. She has used a local Tamil dialect in her work which 

is oral in nature. This Tamil, as Lakshmi Holmstrom, the translator of Karukku says, is a “Dalit style 

of language” which aims at subverting the given/built “decorum and aesthetics of received upper-

class, upper-caste Tamil” which Bama also approves.  

In this context, this paper is to deal with some of the lexical equivalences used in the English 

translation of the novel.  

 

Equivalences in Translation:  

The primary purpose of translating a text is to transform the content of the source text to the 

target text faithfully and to attract the foreign readers or non-native readers. In every translation, 

selection of amicable equivalences will be a herculean task for the translator. Unless the translator has 

sound knowledge in two languages and cultures, a good translation is questionable. Eugene A. Nida 

categories two types of equivalences like dynamic equivalence and formal equivalence. Formal 

equivalence tends to emphasize fidelity to the lexical details and grammatical structure of the original 

language, whereas dynamic equivalence tends to employ a more natural rendering but with less literal 

accuracy.  

Bama‟s Karukku was rendered into English by a well known translator, Lakshmi Holmstrom 

in 2000. This novel narrates the story of the author, who is a protagonist. This work was able to 

receive overwhelming response from across the world because of its English translation.  The present 

writer has come across the equivalences used in the translation and made an attempt to critically 

analyse their faithfulness to the source text.  
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The following examples have been collected from the Tamil and English version of Bama‟s Karukku:

It could be understood from the above list that the some of the words and sentences in Tamil 

have not been completely rendered into English. Let us discuss the equivalences briefly! 

 

Lexical Equivalence:  

(1) The word saatisanam is a general term which means kith and kin of somebody. The translator 

used castes and communities as equivalence in English.  The translator has misunderstood 

that the word saatisanam spoke about the novelist‟s Christian community.  

(2) For ooruni, tank was used as counterpart in English. Generally Ooruni means a pond which 

gives potable water in a village. The word tank denotes cemented storage water. Hence, tank 

could not be a substitute of pond.  

(3) Then, the word rod is used as counterpart for thoontilkattai. The rod is an ambiguous word 

here. According to the story, a wood stick is used for fishing in a pond or lake. The contextual 

meaning for thoontilkattai  is  fishing rod. If the purpose of the material was understood, the 

translation should have been faithful.  

(4) Karuvaaiyan is a nick name of a character in the novel. Actually, this name was given to a 

character, who is black in colour. This name was translated as Black-mouth without 

understanding the background of the name. Since Karuvaaiyan is a proper noun, it must be 

retained in lieu of translation.  

(5) The phrase tharmaaspatri was also translated as free hospital. Tarma means helping for poor. 

The rural folk used to say tharmaaspatri for government hospitals/ dispensary where the 

treatments are being given at free of cost. So, government hospital  is the suitable term for 

source text. 
 

The above descriptions vividly expose that word for word translations were made in the novel 

that could not give the contextual meanings.  
 

(6) In the sentence moonu naala kizha irangaama vitiya vitiya cycil atikkum aalu was translated 

as the cyclist who had not got off his bike for three days. Here the contextual meaning is 

varied:  A cyclist rides a cycle is meaningful. A cyclist rides a bike is illogical. 

(7) Likewise, naalu kaasu vachchukittamna, athukkaaka ippati manusathanma illaamalaa 

natakkanum? was transformed as “because they had scraped four coins together, did  that 

mean  they must lose all human feelings?”. The phrase naalu kassu means somebody is fair 

wealthy. But it was converted into English  as four coins. The context is missing here. 

(8) The English translation has borrowed native words like appa, ayya, cholam or kambu, pey, 

kodukka, silebi kenda, kenda. The translator has borrowed native natives as the target 

language does not have similar culture. When a foreign word is used in the text, that word 

should be italicized and the meaning of the word has to be given in the parenthesis or foot 

notes. This was lacking in the target text. The readers of translation could not be able to 

understand the real meaning of the borrowing words. 
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Conclusion:  

The loyalty of translation is duly based on the selection of equivalent terms in the target 

language. The translator must be familiar with culture of the source text for rendering the dynamic 

equivalences in all aspects. As regards the translation Bama‟s Karukku, culture and context of the 

source text are yet to be rendered into English seriously.     
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Abstract 

The main topic of deliberation of the present national conference is „Cultural Conflict.‟ This research 

paper aims to point out one of such issues by referring to Joseph Conrad‟s novel „Heart of the Darkness.‟ We 

all know that colonization is a threat to the socio- cultural existence of the colonized.

Demand of the 

right to self determination is at the centre. They don‟t get economic & political upliftment. They can‟t 

afford access to the 1st world standards of living.

  Cultural conflict is reflected through the novels of many writers from 20th century. Joseph 

Conrad is the main among these novelists. This paper aims to throw light upon the view that how 

Conrad through his novels deals with the presentation of the plight of the Africans. His famous novel 

„Heart of the Darkness‟ is referred to highlight the issue of how whites dehumanized the Africans 

living in the Congo basement. Plot outline of this novel, its structure, thematic aspect, symbols used in 

the novel-all this presents cultural conflict of the Africans. It is presented through following ideas- 

character Vs character, character Vs self, character Vs society…etc. Also, Conrad has tried to present 

it through  following different themes- White man‟s entry into dark country making natives‟ life 

miserable, unfruitful efforts to civilize the blacks and the lesson that the white community must learn 

from all this. 

  In 1890, Conrad sailed to river Congo on a Belgian steamship. He sailed through the ivory 

trading stations which were established by the imperialist whites. He noticed that the agents were 

collecting ivory & exporting it to Belgium & further it was sold to various European nations for 

making ornaments & other articles. Conrad observed deteriorating conditions of the black natives. His 

own experiences of the dark continent-Africa have explored through this novel. It shows inner depths 

of the human mind & the darkness hidden in human mind. It presents Marlow & Kurtz as the main 

characters. Both are from white community& for different purposes they entered the dark continent of 
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the Congo basement. The chief accountant, manager, brick maker, the Russian, black natives are the 

minor characters in this novel. Story of this novel begins on the deck of „Nellie.‟ Marlow tells others 

that Britain, now civilized was a dark country. Civilized Romans invaded & conquered Britain many 

centuries ago. Marlow got appointment as a captain of the steamship & his mission was to sail to the 

inner station of the company in the Congo basement & to bring back ailing Kurtz to company‟s office. 

After his physical & mental checkup, he signed the contract & got appointment. He traveled by a 

French steamer to Congo & took charge of a steamboat. As the journey began, he saw many shocking 

things & witnessed horrifying conditions of the black natives. Then he started his journey to the outer 

station of the ivory trading company. Marlow‟s observations, experiences &exploration of the Congo 

basement are presented through the three sections of the novel. They present his visit to the outer, 

central & inner station. 

 Whites colonized the powerless, helpless black Africans. One‟s power is other‟s weakness. 

This principle was followed everywhere. To Marlow, colonization is nothing but robbery with 

violence, murder on large scale & total darkness for the colonized. After laborious journey, Marlow 

reached the outer station of the ivory trading company. He saw machinery lying useless in thick grass. 

Some men busy in rock with gunpowder. It was useless effort. He also saw black native men, each 

with iron collar round his neck linked by chains. They were treated like beasts & not as human beings. 

Marlow thought that he entered the gloomy circle. He saw a skeleton that is starving small black boy 

with white cotton round his neck. He saw black shapes lying on the ground dying slowly due to 

starvation& disease. All this shows malnutrition, starvation, exploitation, colonization. 

 After this, Marlow reached the central station. He met the manager who had no intelligence & 

manners. He told Marlow about company‟s motives. Marlow saw a painting of blind folded woman 

carrying a torch. It was painted by Mr. Kurtz. He was the member of the „New Gang of Virtue.‟ It is 

said that the whites like Kurtz entered the heart of the darkness that is Congo basement to civilize the 

black natives but actually they became the part of that society & turned themselves as members of 

uncivilized society. 

 Marlow‟s visit & stay at central station shows manager‟s rivalry against Kurtz & his innate 

cruelty against the black. These blacks showed more restraint & self control than the whites. At last 

Marlow reached to the inner station established by the ivory trading company. Third section of the 

novel presents Marlow‟s visit to this station. Here, he tries to complete his mission. He had to face 

many difficulties in reaching to this station. He saw Kurtz was ailing& was on the death bed. Black 

natives were opposing Marlow. They supposed Kurtz as the image of God. They attacked Marlow‟s 

crew. At last Kurtz died with the last words on his lips, „Horror! Horror!‟ His dead body was buried in 

muddy hole. What man has done to man? End of the novel presents merciless beating of the blacks, 

their poor living conditions, starvation, chaining & hard work, their exploitation by the whites 

……etc. Manager has rightly said to Marlow, „The white ivory that matters and not the lives of the 

black natives.‟ It shows the cultural conflict. 

 Conrad reflected it by making use of characters, their actions, dialogues & things as symbols. 

Kurtz‟s character is much symbolic. It clearly shows how uncivilized society affects lives of people. 

He was a man of „Universal Genius.‟ He entered the Dark Continent to civilize the black natives. But, 

instead of civilizing them, he himself almost became a savage. Novel presents that he was 

degenerated from civilized to uncivilized, from cultured to uncultured (savage) and at last traveled 

from light to the total darkness. Manager at the central station & accountant at the outer station 

represent typical white civilization – practical, selfish, materialistic & above all their exploiting, 

colonizing & dehumanizing nature is presented.  Always they maintained difference between white & 

black. Evil in that Dark Continent had centered in the form of white trading agents. It shows that not 

the black but the white symbolizes the evil. Conrad through this novel shows that cultured are not 

cultured but, uncivilized present culture. What Conrad did was to find out & to throw light on the evil 
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hidden the human mind. Exploration of the evil is at centre of this novel. Marlow refers to the city of 

Brussels as, „White Sepulcher‟- it means a place outwardly pleasant but inwardly corrupt & evil. It is 

imperialism & colonial exploitation of the ignorant natives by the whites.

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Religious Ambiguity and Syncretism in „A House of Mr. Biswas‟ by V.S.Naipaul 
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Abstract: 

„A House of Mr. Biswas‟ deals with a second generation Indian immigrant‟s search for identity in the 

multi-racial society of Trinidad. It not only forms the basis of the narrative structure of the novel but is also 

responsible for its hero‟s difficulty of adjustment in his relationship with his wife‟s family. V.S. Naipaul chose 

to write novels about the Hindu Community of Trinidad as he knew it more intimately than he did the English 

community of London. Naipaul himself hovers between condemnations of both the old and new systems. The 

paper will deal with study of interest in the social change of his society and highlight on how the expatriate 

Hindu society in Trinidad loses its traditional customs and beliefs under the impact of the West- oriented Creole 

culture of the island.

Introduction: 

Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul is one of the foremost English writers of modern times, but his 

experience of life as a third generation. West Indian of East Indian descent has charged his writings 

with a feeling of rootlessness or insecurity which is expressed in a satiric or sardonic manner. From a 

very early stage V.S.Naipaul displayed a distate not only for the traditional Hindu way of life 

followed by his ancestors but also for the slave society of Trinidad which remained under British rule 

till 1962. 

Having been born and brought up in the slave society of colonial Trinidad, V.S.Naipaul felt 

lonely in metropolitan London. He lived in London bedsitters and he wrote: “All mythical lands 

faded, and in the big city I was confined to a smaller world than I had ever known. I became my flat, 

my desk, my name.” Often, nodding off with the electric heater on, he would wake to a nightmare that 

he was in tropical Trinidad. Though living mainly in London, he has travelled frequently in the West 

Indies, North and South America, India and Africa. However, he has found every country to be a 

nightmare for an uprooted man like himself. 

V.S.Naipaul chose to write novels about Hindu Community of Trinidad because he knew it 

more intimately than he did the English community of London. He found himself in an odd, 

suspicious situation, an Indian writer writing in English for an English audience about Non – English 

characters who talk their own sort of English. Yet, there were writers in his position who had 

overcome public indifference. He had studied them closely and found that, apart, of course, from plain 

merit, there were three devices he could employ to succeed as a writer. The first was sex, but he could 

not write on sex on account of the lack of skill or the wide experience needed for doing so. Besides, 

he would be embarrassed even at the moment of writing as his friends would laugh and his mother 

would be shocked to read his works. Another device was to introduce an English or American 

character and write the story around him. This was the device used by British film- makers who put 

American characters in the most English setting. It was a good business but bad art. Then there was 

Race. Books about racial discrimination were very popular as they gave a sadistic pleasure to their 

readers by dramatizing the conflict between the oppressors and the oppressed changed very quickly. 

Those were the three devices open to V.S.Naipaul when he intended to write novels, and he rejected 

all of them. Some of his well - wishers suggested that he should cease being a regional writer as he 
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could write about the English people in London who kept indoors most of the time on account of the 

cold climate. Consequently, he decided to write about the expatriate‟s search for identity in an alien 

environment. 

V.S. Naipaul published A House of Mr. Biswas in 1961. It is one of the finest novels written 

by a West Indian novel written by a West Indian novelist in English as it traces with humour, pathos 

and universal implications- an ordinary man‟s struggle to establish himself in the imitative, transient 

and colonial society of Trinidad during the first half of the twentieth century. The Westernized Creole 

culture of Trinidadian society corrodes the Hindu customs and beliefs of the expatriate Indian 

community so as to produce religious ambiguity and syncretism. Hinduism is not destroyed but 

succumbs to the seepage from the surrounding society. The Tulsis celebrate Christmas in good Creole 

style, with English apples, cakes and ice- cream, and Portugese cherry brandy. Likewise the Catholic- 

influenced Creole custom of eating salmon on Good Friday finds unquestioning acceptance in 

Tulsidom. The two household gods of the Tulsi family, Shekhar and Owad, wear crucifixes while 

doing Hindu puja, attend the Roman Catholic College in Port of Spain and marry Westernized 

Presbyterian girls like Dorothy and her cousin. Govinds wife, Chinta, uses Hindu incantations in 

combination with a candle and a crucifix to find out who has stolen eighty dollars from her purse. 

When sickness strikes the Tulsis, Hindu prayers, Indian and African superstition and Western 

medicine are all called upon to contribute their complimentary offices. The Hindu rituals are still 

performed but the meaning has gone out of them. The young Mr. Biswas consecrates idols at Pundit 

Jairam‟s house and copies Sanskrit verses in strips of cardboard without understanding their meaning. 

When the family priest, Pundit Hari dies, Anand attempts to perform rituals he does not understand. 

Rituals are part of a game that is played occasionally played. Finally, Hanuman House, symbol of the  

last fortress of orthodox Hinduism, breaks apart as the inhabitants lose the cohesive force of their 

religion and try to claim part of the alien land as their own. Mrs. Tulsi discards Hindu puja for 

Catholic practices during the last days of her life in Port of Spain and Mr. Biswas sends his own 

children to the Sunday school despite dismissing Christianity as a recent superstition which is being 

exported to savages all over the world.  

This sort of religious ambiguity and syncretism, or even neglect of traditional religion, is one 

of the earliest aspects of cultural clash with which Naipaul deals in the novel. And he progressively 

shows the sometimes subtle, sometimes obvious way, in which the forces of Westernization and 

Urbanization unsettle the moorings of Hinduism in Trinidad, and the shifting of attitudes and 

psychological bewilderment it produces.

She reflected inner voices of women and conflicted 

conditions of innocent people from religious prejudices.

This quality of woman is endowed with beauty, creativity, tenderness, love, 

pity, pleasure, lust, compassion,happiness, capriciousness, arbitrariness.Rege is not attracted by the 

metaphysical and abstract beauty of a woman. He was enchanted by the physical beauty of woman. In doing so, 

he made woman a new myth.

Purushottam Shivram Rege (1910 - 1978) was one of the most famous Marathi poets of the 

twentieth century. He was the president of 'Marathi Sahitya Sammelan' in 1969 at Wardha. His literary 

works include critique (Marmabhed, Chhandsi), autobiography (Eka Pidhiche Atmakathan), novels 

(Matruka, Awalokita, Sawitri, Rennu), play (Ranga Panchalik), collections of poems (Sadhana Ani 

Itar Kavita, Himasek, Priyal, Dola, Dusara Pakshi, Suhrudgatha, Aniha, Fulora, Gandharekha, 

Pushkala ) Pu. Shi. Rege's poems like Pushkala, Shewaga, Lilychi Fule, Lampat Ole, Zaadala Pane 

Yetat, always attract and fascinate the minds of reader. There are various forms of a power of a 

woman in Rege's poems.  The sensitive mind of the poet notices easy mannerism of a woman and 

beauty, creative power, and innocence. Rege's poetry descry the mind and body of a woman with 

physical sensations like touch, sound, smell, shape, form, taste. There is a conflict between love and 

lust. The alliteration of the word 'Pushkala' expresses an attraction of man towards woman and 

gratefulness towards a woman's lavish offerings. 

Every poet is different from other poets in respect of his empirical, emotional, and 

temperamental world. P. S. Rege's empirical world is egocentric.The empirical world of Rege deals 

with creative power in human life and desire to live full blooded life. Rege's poetry has this 

background. His poetry has this creative consciousness.For Rege, creative power is in woman. 

Woman is a source of creative power. So varieties of woman images appear in Rege's poems. Poetic 

genius of Rege is always engaged in expression of various incarnation of creativity from woman 

body.He sees creativity in woman's body having sublimity and attractiveness, capricious and 

arbitrariness, original and mysterious in form. She attracts, invites, and deceives men in various forms 

of beauty.Men are always eager and long for union with her.His poems like 'Shahanaaj', 'Shewga', 

'Zaade Jenvha...', are important in this respect.

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The power of woman appeared in Rege's poems in various forms like maiden, beloved, wife, 

mother.This quality of woman is expressed in her beauty, creativity, tenderness, love, lust, 

compassion, happiness, arbitrariness. The subject of Rege's poems is woman and experience of 

woman.His genius explores the images of woman in his poems.Sometimes Rege goes in Indian myths 

and explores the mystery of Urvashi's beauty.Sometimes, he contemplates the beauty of woman 

before him. So Parvate writes, “The special characteristic of his poems is his absolute surrender to the 

physical and biological charms and lure of the human female….The poet only betrays his sensual and 

exploitative attitude towards the fair sex stamping it as inferior and humiliating it.” (Parvate, 

1971:156) 

According to Rege, woman is not for satisfying the physical lust. She is woman. Man in his 

poems experiences and approaches woman's physical beauty not only on moral considerations but 

beyond moral considerations.Man in Rege's poems always respects woman for her beauty, love, lust, 

gratification, happiness and compassion.However, woman for him is incomprehensible, mysterious, 

and strange.Man, in his poems, at one hand is attracted towards woman and at another hand he thinks 

a woman's mind mysterious, unknown, unconscious.A woman breaks away all the false and deceptive 

relations of the world and comes to meet him. Man sees various forms in woman like timid deer, 

silent robber, a strange teenager.Man, in Rege‟s poems sometimes experiences her, sometimes tries to 

understand her.His mind is always obsessed with her thoughts. A woman takes various new forms for 

attracting her lover in the poem 'Shahanaaj'.The archetypal image of a woman has been attracting the 

attention of a man. 

A woman becomes pregnant after the union of man and woman.When she becomes pregnant, 

her physical charm is excellent.P. S. Rege concentrates his attention on her physical charm which 

inspires his creative powers. He tries to portray the picture of the beautiful pregnant woman. 

P.S. Rege's poetic work shows that he has no multifarious world of experiences. 'Passion for 

life' is at the centre of his world of experiences. For him a creative power means „passion for life‟. 

Passion for life means lust to live life. He writes about the subjects of his poetry, "There is only pity, 

and the second is death. At present, my tendency is closer to the first subject." (Chandashi, 140) 

However, P. S. Rege is not attracted by the metaphysical and abstract beauty of woman. He was 

enchanted by the physical beauty of woman. He is allured by the ever new beauty of woman which is 

incarnated the nature by colour, smell, touch, taste, sound. Rege has a revelation of mystery and 

grandeur in tender, delicate, intoxicating, fascinated sweetness of a woman.   

Sensous beauty of a woman attracts Rege's mind. His poetic imagination is fired by the 

tender, delicate and intoxicating beauty of a woman. The beauty of a woman always calls forth poetic 

sensibility and poetic creativity. The beauty and power of a woman is the principal inspiration of 

Rege's poetry. In his poetry, power of woman is appeared in various forms like – innocent girl, 

teenager girl, young girl, beloved, wife, mother, and she is endowed with beauty, creativity, love, lust, 

tenderness, pity, pleasure, capriciousness. The poetic genius of Rege noticed various characteristics of 

body and mind of a woman. In doing so, he made woman a new myth. 

For Rege, a woman is not for satisfying physical lust, moreover, he does not perceive woman 

as pure, ideal, glorious object. His outlook towards woman is not moral or immoral.A man in his 

poems looks at a woman as a 'woman'. He experiences a mind and a body of a woman in a moral way. 

A man in Rege's poems experiences body and mind of a woman of having beauty, love, lust, pleasure 

and pity. Still it is mysterious and strange for him.At one hand, a man attracts towards a woman while 

on the other she is incomprehensible and mysterious for him. Rege has portrayed the pictures of 

woman and her beauty, attraction, love and lust. 

Beauty and Lust: The beauty and mind of woman is essentially different from that of man. 

The beauty of woman has certain characteristics of womanliness.Rege tries to portray the the beautiful 

physique of woman.Rege's sensibility concentrates its attention on her beauty. In his 'Khuna' (Marks) 
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he writes, “And the sky-colour of her thigh has / faint pink marks behind the cloud.” This short poem 

is a beautiful poetic image. The poet has portrayed the physical beauty of woman by showing 

combination of faint pink colour of cloud and blue colour of sky. The poet experiences beautiful 

colour of woman's thigh. Her thigh means a blue-pink shining sculpture. In this way, the poet 

experiences the physical beauty of woman in the poems like 'Sathebaj' (Hoarder), 'Pahile na Pahile' 

(Sneak a Look), 'Laajwanti' (Bashful), 'Swash‟ (Breath), Pushkala, Lal Tuza Angawatha. Rege 

portrays the physical beauty of woman and various organs by using vivid images. Even though, he 

portrays the physical beauty objectively, his desire also reflects in these poems. In this way, poet 

achieved the impersonal subjectivity. Lust in Rege's poetry is typical. Its first characteristic feature is, 

it appears as a lust for life. Its second characteristic feature is, it has ancient traditional artistic eye for 

beauty. 

A Feeling of Love: The first phase of Rege‟s poems shows the impact of idea of pure love. 

The poem 'Sadhana' 76 (Penance) shows the idea of pure love. In this poem, poet tells all the major 

stages of pure love from its beginning to the salvation. However, the pure love is expressed through 

the abstract thoughts and conceptions. This feeling for pure love is charged with unity or oneness of 

spirituality and it has no experience of self-fulfillment. The poems like „Apurtata‟ (Incompleteness), 

„Aasha‟ (Hope), „Pritiche Mardav‟ (Delicacy of Love), „Vinavani‟ (Request) in this phase express this 

concept of pure love. Afterwards, in „Fulora‟, the collection of poems, poet gradually goes away from 

abstract concept of love. This pure love is replaced by the simple, easy experience of love. The 

concrete concept of love started to appear in innovative images in poems like „Abhisarika‟, „Lylychi 

Fule.‟(Flowers of Lyly) 

Love is essentially a natural human tendency. This tendency is manifested through various 

walks of life. The pictures and postures of love have been manifested from ancient times in literature, 

poetry, pictures, stories, myths and sculptures. The lovers in Rege‟s poems then start to show mental 

and physical reciprocal attraction. They give response to each other and understand each other and 

love each other. Poems like „Tridha Radha‟ (Confused Radha), „Shahanaj‟ show lust, love and 

knowledge. A woman is eternally attracted towards a man and he also accommodated her in himself. 

Radha takes suitable incarnation for Krushna. Radha is a prototype image of woman. She is a creative 

power and force in nature. 

The love story of Radha and Krushna is a prototype of all the love stories. Radha is a symbol 

of devotional love of a woman. Radha is a symbol of womanhood. Krushna is a symbol of a complete 

man. The love image of Radha-Krushna has acquired a archetypal importance. This archetype 

suggests love, romance, pleasure, pity and creativity. Rege, as per his requirement and necessity 

receives some of the elements in his poems. Then he artistically projects and makes innovations in his 

love poems like „Radha-Tridha‟(Confused Radha), „Bunthi‟, „Sang‟, „Bhan‟, „Champeyachi Pivali 

Pavalan‟, „Dwariket Radha‟(Radha in Dwaraka), „Hone Zale Kasetari‟(Anyhow its Done) 

Archetypal Image of Woman: Rege‟s sensitivity experiences image of woman in many forms 

and relations like girl, beloved, wife, pregnant woman, mother, etc. In the same way, Rege 

imaginatively experiences woman in the form of mother goddess. He experiences the image of 

woman in poems like „Chetakin Tu‟(You Witch), „Tu Nahi Mala Pahile‟(You Have not Seen Me), 

„Urvashi‟, „Mastani‟, „Lavlav‟, „Shahanaj‟, „Sastang‟, „Hiran‟(Deer). He has given a special 

importance to prototype of mother in his poems. 

There is an extraordinary importance and meaning for the mother-son relations and its 

experience in the development of human life and civilization.An infant experiences woman 

immediately after its birth. But this woman meets in the form of a mother. As Eugene Monick    

writes, “In a world, the woman first exists as a mother and the man first exists as a son.” (Monick, 51) 

First of all, the mother-son relationship establishes between man-and-woman. Then his consciousness 

expanses and he experiences many relations. He gives importance to mother, because she loves him, 
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takes care of him, rears him up, and the most of all he depends on her for many of his requirements. 

Erich Neumann says, “The child, for example, first experiences in his mother the archetype of the 

Great Mother, that is, the reality of an all-powerful numinous woman, on whom he is dependent in all 

things, and not the objective reality of his personal mother.” (Neumann,15) In this way, man 

experiences archetype of mother in his own mother. As a result, an archetype of mother exists and 

rules on the collective unconsciousness of human culture. This is another image of woman in Rege‟s 

poems. He experiences all physical gratification in a woman (wife) as well as he experiences a 

motherly love in wife. As a result, he goes away from real mother.  So it is not fair to admit what 

Parvate argues, “He is incapable of viewing the female as the mother of the human race that is to be 

adored and venerated or the sister to be admired and cared for or the daughter to be looked after and 

made over for the perpetuation of the human race.” (Parvate, 1971:156)  

The poetic imagery of Rege is influenced by sentiments of archetype of a woman. Images 

related to the body of a woman are working in two ways in his poetry. Some poems like „Khuna‟ 

(Marks), „Pahile n Pahile‟ (Sneak a Look), „Swash‟ (Breath) present imaginative dream picture of 

woman‟s mind and body. Rege tries to present womanliness by describing minimum organs of 

woman in minimum words. Normally, he presents woman‟s mind and body by describing eyes, lips, 

and breast. But in some poems like „Mastani‟, „Sastang‟, „Shahanaj‟, the images of woman‟s body 

acquire symbolic meaning of archetypal woman. Moreover, in these poems conventional images like 

„day-night‟, „light-darkness‟, „sky-earth‟ also acquire new symbolic meaning. Both, the archetypal 

mother and archetypal Radha (beloved) are images of archetypal feminine.  

Rege has created many images of woman out of his experiences of woman. The woman in 

Rege‟s poetry is completely silent, satisfied, happy, merciful and creative.       
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Abstract 

 Rama Mehta‟s „Inside the Haveli‟ (1977) presents the story of the protagonist Geeta‟s quest for her 

identity. In both the traditional world and In Indian patriarchal society of the Haveli, all the women characters 

are marginalized by other male as well as female characters. The Women are not treated equal to men and are 

obstructed from rights, opportunities and resources that are normally available to members of society. 

 The present paper  explores how Geeta, the protagonist of the novel, after entering the world of the 

marginalized community of women, faces many problems which are unexpected and how she is confused 

between her modern views and the traditional  values of the Haveli. The novel depicts Geeta‟s war with the 

patriarchal and conventional society.  

 Being a modern woman, she feels as an outsider in the Haveli. She finds it very difficult to be fitted in 

the most orthodox family of Udaipur and mould herself according to the Haveli. The paper explores Geeta‟s 

attempt to create woman-space in the male-dominated society and establish her own identity.

Inside the Haveli presents the story of the protagonist Geeta‟s identity–crisis in the cross–

cultural content. Brought up in Bombay, Geeta the independent young woman struggles to maintain 

her modern identity in a traditional world of the haveli of Udaipur, where she is married. Therefore, 

the novel projects a journey to find woman space in the society and to search one‟s own authentic 

identity. 

The novel presents mind-boggling variety of theme as well as style. Geeta displays a 

disgruntled self which is at war with the patriarchal and conventional society. Geeta tried to speak in a 

distinctively personal voice, among the collective voice, asserting the autonomy of women. 

Inside the Haveli explores a journey the protagonist undergoes to overcome her search for 

identity at the mental, social and physical level. Her journey starts in Physical manner when she 

moves to Udaipur by train after getting married to Ajay, an educated science Professor having 

aristocratic norms. There is also a movement from present to past and past to present which occurs in 

the mind of Geeta. She often feels nostalgic about her past, as being modern, she feels herself an 

outsider, unable to adjust her. 

In accordance with the taboos and norms of conventionally webbed society around her, The 

narrator‟s description highlights: “Two years ago when she (Geeta) left her parents‟ home in Bombay, 

she did not know that she was leaving behind a way of life in which there was a free mingling of men 

and women”. 

Inside the Haveli presents an intimate picture of a system which existed since feudal times 

and is a revelation of attitudes towards women and their status in a certain section of Indian society. It 

is a presentation of life behind purdah in Udaipur and focuses on how Geeta arranges to be fitted in 

the most orthodox family of Udaipur and in the haveli as well as it is the study of metamorphosis 

brought to the haveli by her advent.  

Geeta, though an educated but being an idealized Indian wife, was unable to reveal her 

opposition to her husband‟s idea, remains mum “the dream of leaving Udaipur died in her heart. She 

realized that her husband was too rooted in the traditions of Udaipur. At last, she was sure that her life 

was to be in the  haveli” (54). Geeta, too, had changed. She had lost much of her girlish impetuosity; 

her temper was subdued.She had gradually forgotten her own carefree girlhood, in which there had 

been uninhibited laughter and freedom. 
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Geeta had become more and more involved in the routine of the house hold; she accepted the 

discipline of the haveli without protest. But there were many times when she felt the crushing weight 

of the walls that shut off the outside of the walls. Trying to search her inner self, her true identity, she 

sinks to her past, thinking something. Mehta has deftly explained her psychological state:  

Geeta sat on a mat, a shawl wrapped round her shoulders; her hands were spread over the 

crackling twigs. She stared at the little flames that erupted each time a twig has added to the fire. The 

flames lit her face but her eyes were remote as if she was somewhere else, and there was weariness in 

her expression.(88)  

Geeta is fickle–minded. She is in conflict with her own inner self. Geeta was pricked by her 

own fluctuating ideas at Vijay‟s marriage: “the violence of her thoughts sent shafts of pain through 

her head” (164). After winning permission for classes from Bhagwat Singh ji, she thought that she 

had taken the wrong decision. But her decision won appraisal from the women of the haveli later on 

as Sita being educated, got suitable match for her marriage. Manju, her Bua sa appreciates: “I am glad 

you are bringing new ideas into the haveli” (115). Geeta found the woman of the haveli shared a 

common past. 

It is an excellent novel about a young, college-educated girl of free culture in Bombay who 

marries the son of an ex-prime minister of Mewar and comes to her husband's traditional haveli in 

Udaipur. 

The moment she steps out of the train, however, Geeta gets the biggest shock of her life, for 

not only is her face instantaneously covered by her women relatives and maid-servants who take 

complete charge of her, but she also immediately finds herself engulfed in a pattern of life which is 

totally alien to her modern upbringing in Bombay. 

 As soon as she reaches "home", she is further shocked by the realization that the men and 

women live in different parts of the huge haveli, without any contact with each other. Indeed, life 

inside the haveli is governed by an impossibly rigid etiquette of dos and don'ts, and for her, as for all 

the other women; there is no life outside the haveli's high walls. 

The youthful Geeta finds herself unable to reconcile with the idea of spending the rest of her 

life in purdah. But at the same time she sees no escape from this out-dated way of life, for her 

husband is too deeply rooted in his traditions and too deeply attached to his parents to take up a job in 

some other city. 

 Moreover, she gradually comes to realize that, in spite of their exacting demands of 

conformity with the family tradition, her parents-in-law are essentially warmhearted and generous. 

Slowly and painfully, therefore, and almost in spite of herself, Geeta finds herself adjusting 

with the life in the haveli and with the thought of merging her identity of her children in the tradition 

of her husband's ancient family. But in the process she succeeds in initiating some reforms for the 

women of these ancient havelis by starting literacy classes for them and by sending the female 

children to school. 

Her women relatives, of course, oppose her plans, but her father-in-law, realizing that with 

the end of the princely era, the old pattern of life could not possibly continue for long, supports 

Geeta's attempt to make the women less dependent on the havelis. 

 The novel portrays the educated heroine‟s journey from modernity back into the traditional 

world behind the veil, where the severe restrictions of etiquette and subservience dominate life. Thus, 

Geeta is transformed into the mistress of the haveli and is entrusted with the duty of continuance of its 

traditions. When Rama Mehta wrote this book, the society itself was passing through the birth pangs 

of transition from tradition to modernity. The ethos of the novel is neither the victory nor the defeat 

but of harmony and understanding between the two opposing ideas of modernity and tradition. The 

novel also brings attention to the aristocratic feudal system of Rajasthan. 
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 Inside the Haveli also depicts a cultural upheaval in Geeta‟s life. She breaks the silence of the 

haveli by the steps taken towards her emancipation in the stringent and traditional customs of the 

haveli. The haveli represents the silence of women in the Rajasthan where this haveli is a symbol of 

this oppression. The haveli has no violence on the ladies. Though there may be other havelis which 

are depicted bigger than this haveli, “Sangram Singhji's haveli is the biggest in the lane, although it is 

not the biggest in the old city .The haveli has been described outwardly shapeless but inwardly well-

planned that is symbolic of the social boundaries of women under the strict and sturdy rules like stone 

of the haveli. 

Geeta finds the environment of haveli congenial for men as all of their wished were fulfilled 

easily, “In the haveli the men were regarded with awe as if they were gods. They were the masters and 

their slightest wish was a command; women kept in their shadow and followed their instructions with 

meticulous care” (Mehta 21).Geeta‟ s mother was different from the other women. She had a 

dominating role in the family and kept all the servants up and going from morning till night. Men 

were free from all domestic worries. Another adjustment problem with Geeta is that she, being an 

educated girl thinks herself different from the other dominant members in the house. She spent a life 

like an uneducated domestic wife, everything would have been in her favour, but now she fails to 

adjust herself in that environment. When Geeta came to the haveli everybody is ready to find fault 

with her. She finds none in the home she can trust. Only her husband helps her but he is with her but 

only at night. Her husband, Ajay understands her feelings and tries to enter for a short while on any 

pretence in the women cell during day also, Ajay realizes her need and occasionally comes upstairs on 

some excuse or the other but these visits were short and hurried.Geeta was embarrassed by them.   
 

Conclusions 

 Rama Mehta focuses on Mewari customs, taboos of Udaipur in her novel, Inside the Haveli. 

The novel appears classic and universal, revealing the condition of tradition-bounded women in India. 

Geeta knows that identity and self-assertion make her life more meaningful but she, now, realizes that 

this should not be at the cost of one„s values and the best of one„s traditions. She takes over the charge 

of the haveli to continue its age long tradition but not before bringing into it new concepts. She carves 

out her own identity as a New Woman living within the ambit of tradition. She neither shatters the 

ancestral dignity nor gives up essentials of modernity through education.  

 The novel also invites feminist critique‟s attention as it portrays the sufferings and 

disappointments of its protagonist and hidden issues. It is also important from Marxist point of view 

as we find class distinction: masters and servants in the novel. It is the story of Geeta who is trying to 

come out of her psychological conflict. However, it is a truth universally acknowledged that women 

have been denied existence as complete human beings though they are mentally and physically 

equipped to perform with men.  
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                               Cultural Clash in „A Passage to India‟ 
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Introduction: 

 The novel entitled A Passage to India is written in 1913 but published in 1924. It was nothing 

but the presentation of E.M. Forster‟s own experiences as resident of India. As Boris said : „Forster, 

representing the finest and most human in the liberal spirit, began in “A Passage to India” the tradition 

of using Indian life as an image of personal experiences.‟(Boris: 1983:319). It consists of a lot of 

symbols such as of places and characters, religions traditions etc. It is a mystical text of the 

documentation of the attitudes of British colonial officials in India. The place where the most of the 

part of the novel takes place is Chandrapore, along the river Ganga, but mainly popular and notable 

for the Marbar Caves.  

E.M.Forster described the various attitudes of elite Britishers, rulers of India, toward the 

Indian population. He points out the superiority complex in the behavior of Englishman. It can be 

noted as an exploration of Anglo-Indian friendship. But, throughout the novel we see a barrier of 

culture, race, and religion in their friendship.  

„A Passage to India‟, is a fine example of how different cultures, when forced to intermix, 

misunderstand each other, and what consequences stern from those misunderstandings. The novel 

ends without giving any positive answer to this problem. It concludes with the British would be well 

served India with kind and sympathetic behavior; he does not raise the question about the right of the 

British Empire to rule India. 

Forster not only talks about the differences between Englishman and Indians but points out 

the different religions, castes, and traditions itself in India. „A Passage to India‟ deals with the failure 

of human being able to communicate and maintain relations with other human being without any 

prejudice, so throughout the novel readers do not find any satisfactory relationship between them, 

though they are Indians. 

E.M.Forster stressed upon the „religion‟, and shows how religion is the most important factor 

of Indians living. So there are conflicts between Hinduism, Christianity and Islam. Forster‟s 

characterization also makes it clear that, prof.Godbole, Mrs. Moore, and Dr. Aziz are the protagonists 

of their own religions. Particularly most of the British characters such as mrs.Moore, Miss Adella 

Quested, Mr.Ronny seems themselves as the elite English colonials and treat all native Indians 

without giving any respect. 

 Actually culture is the main point of all these differences. English people‟s behavior, 

manners and etiquettes are totally different from the Indians, thus cultural clash is also one of the 

major themes of the novel. Due to this cultural difference one can points out the clear-cut 

classifications of Christians, Hindus, and Muslims. 

As Dr. Aziz says, “It is useless discussing Hindus with me .Living with them teaches me no 

more, when I think I annoy them, I do not. When I think I don‟t annoy them, I do.” 

E. M. Forster shows cultural misunderstandings and demonstrates how these 

misunderstandings become hardened into cultural stereotypes and are often used to justify the 

uselessness of attempts to bridge the cultural gulfs. At that same time amazingly he shows Dr. Aziz 

becomes a good friend of British peoples (Mrs.Moore) than of Indian Hindus. When he meets Mrs. 

Moore for the first time in a Mosque, he attracted towards her by seeing that, she is observing the 

same rules of Islam. She removes her shoes before entering in the Mosque, and her only act becomes 

the strong bond between Dr.Aziz and her friendship. With this short scene Dr.Aziz, develops 
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friendship with Mrs. Moore easily, but cannot behave with the Hindus with such ease. Though they 

both are from different countries and cultures they found common similarities in their behavior, reveal 

their souls. Here Forster himself makes his own hypothesis false. If a Muslim can found the common 

things in a Christian then how cannot he found some similarities in Indian Hindus?  

Cyril Fielding is also an important character of the novel. He is also an Englishman working 

in Chandrapore. He is most associated with Forster. Fielding is one of the most successful at 

developing relationships with native Indians. He does not believe or follow the racial or cultural 

distinctions between him as an elite Christian and native Indians of both religions. By creating such 

character Forster gives a positive answer to his own question which rose from the starting till the end 

of the novel, „whether it is possible for a human being to be friend of other human being?‟ 

Friendship between Dr. Aziz, Mrs. Moore and Mr. Fielding, represents them as models of 

liberal humanism. Forster tries to suggest that British rule in India could be successful if only English 

and Indians treated each other as these three characters treat each other –as worthy individuals who 

connect through frankness and good will.  

Adela Quested, an Englishwomen is an educated and a liberal thinker. She just likes Mrs. 

Moore raised the question of standard behavior of the English toward the Indians. Mrs. Moore and 

Adela both wants to see the „real India‟ rather than an arranged tour. She visited local places and 

make communication with the common Indian population. She could understand the India and Indians 

after one to one meeting and communication with them; as a result she decided not to marry Ronny. 

Ronny, a typical Englishman does not have any love or affection for India and Indians. Adela doesn‟t 

like Ronny‟s tastes, opinions, and behavior which was totally like older, and so called wiser British 

Officials. Her refusal causes clashes between them.  

The Marbar caves scene represents the inner crisis of rationalism against spiritualism of 

Adela. After such crisis Adela comes at a conclusion that her assault and the echo are representatives 

of the scope of her rational comprehension. She is pained by her inability to articulate her experience 

.She is filled with the realization of the damage she has done to Dr. Aziz. Mr. Fielding is become her 

friend and sees her as a brave woman rather than a traitor to her race. 

Adela and Mrs. Moore are developed in parallel to each other. Both have the liberal 

humanistic approach for Indians and hope to see the „real India‟. 

 However, where as Mrs. Moore has a genuine interest and affection for Indians, Adela want 

to see the „real India‟ only on intellectual ground. So she puts her mind to the task but not the heart 

and therefore never connects with the native Indians. 

After the Marbar caves scene the action of every character changes in such a interesting way , 

which is correctly described in Longman dictionary as, “The only British who believe Dr. Aziz 

innocent are fielding, who has long been his friend and Mrs. Moore who leaves for England before the 

trial and dies at the sea. As Adela recovers, she has doubts about her charge and considers the 

possibility of hallucination. At the stormy trail. While giving evidence, she endeavors to re construct 

the critical day‟s happenings as in a vision that she declares in the court: „I have made a mistake… Dr. 

never followed me into the cave‟. The novel is essentially a tragedy of racial tensions and antagonism 

in which the case of Dr.Aziz is symbolic episode” (Longman, 2000:410) 

Doubt and ambiguity surround are the two key incidents in the novel which occurs at the 

Marbar caves. On a literal level, Adele does not know, if she has really been in the cave or is she has 

only imagines this incident. There is larger ambiguity about what really did take place. An even more 

metaphorical ambiguity surrounds Mrs. Moore‟s experience at the caves. While she is inside one of 

the caves, she hears an echo and suddenly feels that everything including her religious faith is 

meaningless in the „A Passage to India‟ have also a symbolical importance they represents the 

different religions in east and west. India is seen as a meeting place of 3 religions: Christianity, Islam 

and Hinduism. They represented by the „caves‟, „Mosque‟, „temple‟ through out the novel. Mrs. 
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Moore, Dr. Aziz, Prof. Godbole are the representatives of these 3 religions respectively. Aziz lives 

with the Muslim heritage, Mrs. Moore have faith in Christianity which teaches charity love and 

forgiveness while for Prof. Godbole Hinduism is “completeness, not reconstruction”. 

Symbols are objects, characters, figures or even colors used to represent abstract ideas in the 

novel. The „Marbar‟ caves represent all that is alien about nature. The „green bird‟ symbolizes the 

unidentifiable quality of India or it symbolizes the muddle of India. The „wasp‟ is appears several 

times in the novel, usually depicted as the lowest creature the Hindus incorporate into their vision of 

universal unity. 

 

Conclusion: 

„A Passage to India‟ is full of culture clash it is in between two fundamentally different 

cultures those of east and west. Forster have differently presented his views than other writers of his 

age , “ He rejected from the first any idea of being a solid chronicler of a society , of filling with 

realistic detail a broad of canvas, of making his narrative, acceptable and convincing by accumulating 

representative characters and events. He works in brilliant flashes, sudden revelations of character, 

glimpses of heights and depths, action that is not realistic and typical but symbolic. Loading 

everything in a scene with meaning, this evocative method, closer to poetic creation than to ordinary 

prose narrative makes unusual demands upon a novelist.” (Priestley, 1960:355) 

Though the novel ends with the reconciliation of Aziz and Fielding, the final line of novel is 

pessimistic. It seems that without directly quoting `Rudyard Kipling‟s, “East is east and west is west 

and never the twain shall meet”, Forster adopts this as a central theme of culture clash in a Passage to 

India.   
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Abstract  

The present paper investigates the untouchability in Arundhati Roy‟s „The God of Small Things.‟ The 

objective of this study is to focus on the untouchability as reflected in the novel, “The God of Small Things.” 

The researcher has attempted to analyze the untouchability, the major issues of rigid caste system in Arundhati 

Roy‟s “The God of Small Things” in terms of its over happening effects on social system. 

The study uses socio political criticism which emphasis its analysis on the socio-political context of the 

novel itself.  Arundhati Roy‟s “Man of Booker Prize” winning novel, “The God of Small Things” (1997) is 

amazing its capability to co-currently deals with so many array of thoughts that regards the personal family 

relationship, social conventions ethnicity, political beliefs and most worldwide human emotions and deeds.   

The God of Small Things reflects the real condition of the political, situation, caste system, religion and 

family in Indian structure in twentieth century. This novel depicts the glimpse of the untouchability; minority 

and the Hindu code of untouchability, the orthodoxy‟s brutality, cast based politics, politics of transgression, 

aspiration of the lower caste men representation of communism, portrayal of gender description.

The word social realism is used by Arundhati Roy in a very profound and vivid manner. In 

many incidents and situations we feel as such things are just happening before us “The God of Small 

Things” has it all: the echoes, calls and the cries of the Earth. This is not just an extraordinary novel, 

but an uncoiling spring of human foreboding and inevitability. In “The God of Small Things”, Roy 

creates a microcosm that encompasses wife battling in fidelity, molestation, emotion insecurity, 

untouchability, pride and death within one family in the southern Indian state of Kerala. Class 

conflict, Gender discrimination, corrupt police administration, problems, & clashes of culture etc are 

the best examples of social realism 

In the democratic India, at the end of the 20
th
 century, still the untouchability is existing, this 

truth Arundhati Roy brought before the world. “The God of Small Things”, the prestigious “A Man 

Booker Prize awarded novel depicts the untouchability and the cross class conflict. As a matter of fact 

cast and sub-caste based social divisions we find in the Hindu society since long. Untouchables are 

only found in the Hindu religious works, not in Islam or in Christainity. Christanity is world wide 

known for universal “brotherhood and humanism” but here, in the novel Arundhati Roy has described 

the intense cross class conflict, the conflict is not taking place between touchable Hindus and 

Untouchables, its between Syrian Christians and Untouchables. In this cross caste love affair, Ammu 

was not entrapped by Velutha Willingly she had submitted herself, but Hindu dominated Indian 

society would not allow the affair. Both of them had paid the highest price for that Velutha was killed 

and Ammu‟s family was scattered. Thus untouchables are sandwiched between the Hindu majority 

and other religious minority.  

 The Indian society, particularly Hindu orthodox, had imposed certain laws “Whom to Love”. 

When we glance in the ancient literature of India, there are plenty evidences of that. According to the 

ban the untouchables were /are not allowed to love or marry upper caste women, while other Varna‟s 

allowed to defile the untouchable women. Actually the intercaste relationship was thus banned in the 

Matsya Puran, one of the old Puranas. 
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“If a low caste man wants to marry a high caste girl and does 

so, would be punished with death. Similarly high caste women 

marrying a low caste man should punish with death”.  

     (CCXXVI 131 II) 

 Though the ban was preached in the past but even today is practiced strictly in rural India. 

The deeply rooted hate for untouchable is still practiced. It is only orthodox Hindu religion 

community but other religious communities also accept it. The rest of other religious minority 

practices the Hindu social code of untouchability only to flatter the Hindu majority. But Ammu and 

Velutha, both had overthrown the imposed law. Here in this novel lust kindled from both sides no one 

had trapped any one. And her seven years obilivision lifted off. An untouchable affair with touchable 

women is not granted in rural India in any community. Even untouchable would not dare to do so 

such things because they know the consequences. Veluth‟s father knew the consequences so he rushed 

to inform about his son‟s affair with view to punish him the lady of the house spat on his face.  

  In the god of Small Things, Arundhati Roy writes about the love laws, “The law that 

lay down who should be loved, and how. And how much”. These love laws are in a way another word 

for social boundaries. In the novel, Roy writes about love laws as something that has always existed 

that probably will always be there. She claims it came before Marxism arrived to Kerala, before the 

British, the Duch and the Portuguese, and that they even existed there before Christianity came to 

Kerala.  

 Ammu and Velutha have already transgressed several boundaries on their own. The negative 

picture people now have of them is untouchable; they can do nothing to erase it. Several relationships 

are described in The God of Small Things,” but as Nirmala C Prakash (1999) writes in her article 

“Man women relationship in The God of Small Things” this relationship between Ammu and Velutha 

is: 

“………The only one which germinate from the innermost care 

of two human hearts” which actual grows to……“The perfect 

kind of man-woman relationship and the only one which is 

illustrated with scenes resonant with love, sex and feelings of 

mutual fulfillment.”  

This couple does not let the rules about how men and women are supposed to be stop them; 

nor do they let the fact that they are from different castes be in a way for their love. They always seem 

to act according to what they themselves think is best. Both of them are rebels against the social 

norms, they do not cross a lot of individual boundaries, most of the time; they decide to transgress 

societal boundaries so that they will be spared from transgressing their individual boundaries. The 

social norms in the novel are called love laws.  

 The novelist has portrayed the social realism of democratic India, where still one community 

is becoming the victim of brutality of the majority and the flatters of the majority. “The God of Small 

Things” is a story about love and brutality (B. Urvashi, 1997), the brutality against the Dalits. On the 

other hand the Human Rights and values are globally, seriously considered on the other hand, and in 

rural India this sort of atrocity against Dalits are going on. The Ayemenem incident of killing Velutha 

is the microscopic vision of the orthodox‟s brutality against Dalits.  

 In India plenty legal protections are provided to remove the atrocity against Dalits but they 

are only on the papers. It would not change until the social attitude would change. If the Indian 

society would accept them, they would not remain untouchable, socially and culturally. They would 

merge in the main stream. Then more Veluthas would not die. 

 The hatred towards untouchable cannot be removed until the society would accept them as the 

fellow human beings. In Kerala, the communists were in power; still it is the powerful political party. 

They have accepted human Liberty, Equality and Fraternity. But in the case of untouchables they 
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change their policy. Velutha was a card holder party member. When the Christian family knew his 

love affair, Velutha immediately rushed to the party leader Mr. Pillai to solve the issue. But Mr. Pillai 

had shrewd rejected his request by saying; “Party was not constituted to support workers” (287). 

 The major way Ammu crosses boundaries is by acting against the gender roles in her society. 

The Indian Syrian Christian family she is a part of does not accept any behavior that in their society is 

seen as “Morally Wrong” from women. And Ammu‟s actions are the total opposite from other things. 

 One way to see the difference between women‟s and men‟s roles by comparing the way 

Ammu is treated by society, and especially her own family, with the way her brother Chacko is 

treated.  All in all, Ammu and Chacko act very similarity through their lives; however, because of 

their sexes, they get treated very differently for their actions.  

 Chacko marries a British women, has a child with her and latter gets divorced. When he 

returns to Ayemenem, without his family he is still welcomed with open arms and continues to be the 

rightful inheritor of the family fortune as well keeping an important place in the family. Ammu‟s life 

on the other hand is not as easy to live. The things she dose in her life are very similar to the actions 

of Chacko; she marries someone outside her community, has children with him, divorces him and 

returns to her parent‟s home. Although Chacko does the some, none of things Ammu does seem to be 

accepted by her society or her family. She married the wrong man. But Chacko, the man can make the 

some mistakes, ten times worse, and still get away with it. 

 The ruling British class shapes the society of India in Arundhati Roy‟s novel, “The God of 

Small Things”. Due to the strict confines of their society the main characters in the novel struggle to 

conform. Through the analysis of the four main characters, Ammu, Estha, Rahel, and Sophie Mol, the 

idea of belonging in Roy‟s novel is expressed with their expulsion from being a part of the group. 

Ammu is the mother of the two egg twins in the novel. She seems to make an effort through her entire 

life not to fit with her culture.  

.  The novel is full of butt end jokes aimed at the Communist Government of Kerala. 

History and politics is dominant theme of the novel. Roy criticizes the reality of the caste based 

politics. One night Pillai is taking his supper when Velutha approaches him for some help regarding 

the allegation of rape and abduction. It was time of sexual enjoyment for Pillai therefore he like 

corrupt Politician remarks;  

“You should know that party was not constituted to support 

workers indiscipline in their private life” (287) 
 

Pillai a communist leader has no good character in private and political life. He has no right 

abuse a loyal party worker Velutha because he is a leading dalit leader in his political party. Almost 

all characters in the novel except Velutha are guilty of cast prejudice. Despite being a convert from 

Hindusm to another religion which does not divide people on the basis of caste, Pillai, the communist 

who is a supporter of the rights of the working class and teaches them “Caste is class” (281) has not 

been able to free himself from untouchability. His attainment to party is only a show but in a real 

sense he is selfish and a follower of caste system. Thus, the major characters in the novel attempt to 

project themselves in ways which are quite different from their real life.  

 As an alternative to party politics, Arundhati Roy offers erotic transgression as a political Act, 

making her main feminine character (Ammu) fall in love with an untouchable Velutha. Falling for an 

untouchable lover like Velutha implies willingness to break with stern social codes, which determine, 

who can be loved (That is who fits one‟s cast and family) and how much. (Untouchables are not 

supposed to be desired or loved by high caste women). It is because of unquestionable status of these 

social codes that breaking any these laws amounts to more than a particular emotion, erotic issue.  

 Arundhati Roy‟s passionate disavowal of caste prejudice and untouchable status amounts to a 

strong argument in favor of desire, affection and greater respect between social groups. This sort of 
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change of mentalities and behaviours does not rely on party politics but rather on political awareness 

and more individual freedom. This is the direction of change is suggested by the novel. 

Results of this study indicate that untouchables are not only suffering and torturing from 

Hindus but also from other religious communities in the democratic India. Roy reflects the convincing 

picture of the contemporary Dalit class and their community. She implies that in spite of Education 

and opportunities Dalit are victims of domestic injustice and custom of our society. Arundhati Roy 

writes a nation by provoking liberation of individual identities which will cause indirectly a shift in 

the mentalities that organize such regression across classes in the Indian society.

V.S. Naipaul is one of the most controversial post- colonial writers, who had courted 

controversy for being the mouthpiece of a Eurocentric view. He is blamed and even hated for having 

no loyalty to his home country and his ethnicity. It is claimed that he doesn‟t seem to show sympathy 

for the oppressed, as he generally looks at them with contempt and criticize them in a severe 

language.He is regarded as a famous author of displacement and rootlessness by the critics and 

scholars of the field. Born in the West Indian Trinidad to a family descended from the East India, 

educated, worried, and mostly resided in England Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul is considered as an 

Indian in the West Indies, a West Indian in England, and a nomadic intellectual in a post-colonial 

world. His famous works include A House for Mr. Biswas (1961), The Mystic Masseur (1957), The 

Mimic Man (1967), Half a Life (2001), Magic Seeds (2004), A Flag on the Island (1967): collection of 

short - stories, Finding the Centre (1954), an autobiographical narrative, Miguel Street (1959): 

childhood experience, An Area of Darkness(1964), The Enigma of Arrival, and A Way in the World 

etc.  

The present article shows a grim reality of India in light of his separateness in An Area of 

Darkness which is a novel in which he describes the India as a darkness area. He thinks that Third 

World countries are such the place where people suffer from humiliation and tyranny; there is no 

human rights, no equality between men and women. His ironic view on India implies to the decay that 

society suffers from. The story abounds with descriptions of the extreme poverty of India. He says 

India as „ the poorest country in the world‟ The Indians defecate everywhere but fail to face up to this 

fact according to Naipaul. He analyzes in a very logical way the reasons why he thinks poverty exists 

in such a real way in India. He mentions at one stage how “divorce of the intellect from body of labor 

has made us the most resource less and the most exploited nation on earth.” The concluding section 

abounds in grim and rather depressing images of poverty. When Naipaul pays a trip to the village and 
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meets the emaciated Ramchandra who is surrounded in dire poverty he is appalled and simply wants 

to leave the country at once.  

According to V.S. Naipaul, “India is the poorest country in the world”. As Naipaul highlights, 

beggary has its special position in India and cannot be judged from a European perspectives. Beggars 

have a secure position within the society. It is an inseparable element of India. Beggary has its 

„function‟ because every act of „giving to the beggar‟ is seen as „the automatic act of charity, which is 

an automatic reverence to God. Poverty is seen as a self-defeating and destructive reality in this 

country. The most striking to the eye of Naipaul, before he could penetrate into the psyche of India, 

was its visual aspect. He sees the country full of dust, dirt, starved and sick people and poor beggars. 

Indian poverty, commented on throughout the travelogue, is for Naipaul and enormously painful 

experience. His vivid descriptions of people squatting in the streets and in dirt, decrepit beggars 

craving for aims create a typical picture of Indian environment. Beggary becomes almost ritual in 

India he says. People walk in the streets full of excrements they do not notice, or even see. Although 

latrines and toilets are still not commonplace in India, the only reason for this situation is that Indians 

prefer defecating in an open air. He has become their daily routine and habit. For the westerners it is 

altogether incomprehensible. He says ahead, Indians defecate everywhere. They defecate, mostly, 

beside the railway tracks. But they also defecate on the beaches, they defecate on the hills; they 

defecate on the river banks, on the streets, they never look for cover. They are never written about, 

they are not mentioned in the novels or stories... they do not appear in feature films or 

documentaries... the truth is that Indians do not see these squatters and might even, with complete 

sincerity, deny that they exist. 

Naipaul gives the reader on vivid insight into the various sects and cultural systems 

dominating this country. Colonial India in the twentieth century forms the cultural context of this 

novel. In the second part of novel Naipaul analyzes the whole colonial process. There are copious 

references to Hinduism and Muslims and Buddhism and he paints some vivid pictures of various 

customs, which these people engage in. His impressions of his first visit to India as recorded in this 

novel are journalistic and lack depth in some areas of observation. Firstly, he aimed to discover his 

Indian identity. It has always been significant for a writer to establish a district identity, especially 

when he or she is an outsider or wants to be considered one. This leaves a mark on his writings. He 

first visited Bombay and found that it was not what he had expected. He hated being part of a crowd 

at Church gate station and craved for preferential treatment, something that he had always got in 

Trinidad and England. But here in India he found no special attention from Indians. He kept himself 

seeing the film poster that seemed to divine from a cooler and luscious world. His observation is 

based on his assessment of the Indian characters as romantic, emotional and exotic, which is a typical 

Western orient list bravura. His comments on most social-political were peripheral. Throughout the 

novel there is a sense of humiliation, of a personal frustration that the India of his secret imagination 

and longings, of his imagined origins, in another oriental Third world country despite its size and 

ancient history. He is angry at the dirt, decay, incompetence, corruption, passivity, the humiliation by 

the threatening Chinese army. Like many other nationalists, Naipaul wants a modern, Western 

efficient industrialized state, and he wants a revitalized native, traditional, authentic culture. For many 

Indian critics, Naipaul denies the optimistic side of India, despite making some strong valid points; 

Naipaul almost never touches optimistic side. He realizes that his image of India is not adequate and 

feels a certain separateness and distance from the country. This novel is not only about the failure of 

India, but also about the failure of the myth of Naipaul‟s childhood. His identity is strongly connected 

to his imaginary world. 

Naipaul has his opinions about railways. He speaks about how he befriended a Sikh while 

traveling by train in the south of India. For him India remains an area of darkness. He has learned over 

the years his separateness his contentment with being a colonial without a past and without ancestors. 
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At the conclusion of the novel he tells us about his encounter with an emaciated man called 

Ramchandra who wants help to start litigation and get some land, which formerly belonged to 

Naipaul‟s grandfather. Naipaul is disgusted at this incident and leaves in a mood of self-reproach. He 

admits that the journey to India should not have been made as it broke life in two.  

The third part of the novel deals with how the British possessed the country completely. Their 

withdrawal was irrevocable. He speaks about English ray, how they swaggered and had mannerisms 

and spoke a jargon. 

In this way, he plays a crucial role in the trilogy. He remains detached from the country of his 

grandfather though he grew up in a Hindu community in Trinidad. The long distance induced the 

main difference between the Indians in Trinidad and the Indians in India. The real India is completely 

different from what the author dreamt of as being his homeland. He becomes shocked when he 

realized that the real India has nothing in common with the India of his imagination, is crucial for the 

overall mood of this book. 

At the end of the novel, the feeling of separateness and disillusion of Naipaul leads nearly to a 

complete negation of India.

Introduction- 

Geography is a systematic study of earth surface and various physical features. The study of 

traditional geography was quite descriptive in nature and mainly associated with cartography or map 

making and name of places.

According to Ellsworth Huntington, human geography studies nature and distribution 

of the relationship between geographical environment, human activities and qualities. According to 

him, supreme achievements of any civilization in any region were always bound up with a particular 

type of climate and variation in climate. 

The word culture is derived from Latin word „cult or cultus‟ meaning tilling, or cultivation or 

refining and worship (Satpathy B). It can be defined as a total way of life of a specific social group. 

According to the E.B.Taylor, “Culture is that complex whole which includes knowledge, belief, arts, 

morals, law, customs and any other capabilities and habits acquired by a man as a member of society” 

It reflects in our thinking, mode of living, arts, literature, religion and language etc. It is a particular 

way of life of a specific social groups and Ralph termed it as “Social heredity”. Many sociologist, 

historians and human geographers have attempted to study the man environment relationship. In 

geography, environmentalism is of the philosophical concepts which stress the influence of 

environment on man and his activities and treats man as subordinates to environment or nature. 

Hippocrates stated and contrasted the easy-going Asiatic endowed by nature with favorable 

environmental conditions with the Europeans living under harsh environmental conditions.       
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The land ,climate, soils, natural vegetation, occupations of the people, their way of the life 

differ from one part of the country to the other and greatly affected by geographical conditions of that 

particular region. Many scholars have attempted to study this diversity. Risley, Haddon and Guha 

have suggested racial classification of the population of India on the basis of their racial traits (Singh 

S 2010). 

Objective of study –Major objective of the present research work is to study the influence of 

geographical factors on culture in India

Indian culture realm– 

A continuous geographical area characterized by a cultural homogeneity is called as cultural 

region. A culture area in geographic terms constitutes a “region”. It forms definable spatial unit, 

characterized by relative internal homogeneity. India is a land of great socio-cultural diversity. Its 

culture is among the world‟s oldest and the history of its oldest civilizations goes back up to 4500 

years ago. Invaders, settlers and traders have found their way over the high and desolate passes 

through the Himalaya into northern India and through ocean routes, while Indians have carried their 

commerce and culture beyond her frontiers by the same route (Khullar D 2001). Later invasions and 

commercial contacts added new elements to the Indian culture by adoption and adaption. 

The Indian cultural realm is one of the major realms of oriental culture world. It occupies 

unique place in terms of religious, linguistic and ethnic diversities but unifying cultural unit (Singh L-

Impact of geography on Indian culture- Geography and its elements are seems to have played 

significant role in shaping Indian culture. India‟s geographical location and physiographic divisions 

helped the Indian culture quite different from the other. Today, people living in different parts of the 

India vary greatly in several aspects including food habits, customs, traditions, dressing styles, fairs 

and festivals, occupations etc. which are totally affected by the natural or physical environment in 

which they live. Primitive man was heavily dependent on physical nature to satisfy his basic needs 

including food, shelter and clothing. His economic activities like farming, hunting, fishing, herding, 

mining etc. were totally dependent on his natural surroundings. Climate, temperature, rainfall, wind, 

humidity etc are some of the important elements of climate of particular regions.

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India has clearly marked out as geographical entity by Himalayas in north and seas to west 

and east. India is predominantly an agrarian country. Agricultural practices in India are totally 

depends upon geographical factors like, climate, precipitation, soil and topography. In India, 

geographical factors particularly climate determines the period through which food grows and 

planting seasons of the year. India has vast agricultural land and experiences different weather 

conditions. Different cultures in the same climatic conditions found divers food habit. Climate also 

influences physical properties of soil, which ultimately determined the cropping patterns, on which 

depends dietary habits. Population in the coastal regions prefers mainly rice and fish in their daily 

diet, as climate in coastal regions is very much supportive for rice cultivation and sea provides fish 

resources. On the other hand people staying away from the coastal parts use mainly cereals as staple 

food. Mac Carrison stated that in India, superior diet rich with proteins is the major reason behind the 

greater stature, strong constitution and superior physical resistance of Sikhs over rest of the people of 

south India. Khasis of the plateau of Meghalaya have poor physique because they lack in healthy 

protein intake and also humid weather throughout the year creates breathing problems to habitants of 

this region.     

Fairs and festivals in Indian culture are also connected with natural elements like rivers, 

oceans, soil etc. The Himalaya in the north and oceans to the other sides has made great impact on 

Indian climate. Himalaya is the major source of huge and sacred rivers like Sindhu, Ganga, and 

Bramhaputra etc. in North India which has made northern plains most fertile for cultivation. Most of 

the festivals in India are celebrated as affection to these elements. In northwestern parts of India, 

„Baisakhi‟ in the month of April, is one of the major festival which marks the new year and 

celebrating the spring harvest. It also marks the sacredness of the rivers which are the major source of 

water for the people and agriculture. Makar Sankranti is celebrated every year in the month of January 

according to solar cycles marking the end of winter solstice and increase in duration of day. This 

festival is dedicated to the Sun. Monsoon winds are seasonal winds which travels from Indian ocean 

and gives rainfall to the Indian sub continent.  In the coastal regions of south India, particularly in 

Maharashtra and Kerala, fishermen or fishing community celebrate Narali Pornima in Shravan to 

appease the sea god. Fishing is the primary economic activity of the population. They perform the 

pooja to the sea to protect them from natural calamities as during monsoon period the winds are very 

strong.  
 

Conclusion- Indian culture is one of the ancient cultures of the world. Although India‟s geographic 

barriers have contributed to its insular conception, and later on invaded by Mongols, Arabs, 

Portuguese, and British who tried to rule but India has survived from their depredations and has 

developed its own unique culture.

Due to inferior thinking and 

discriminating tendency in regard of all kinds of social, economic, literacy, employment, health, 

cleanliness, average life, house etc., the people of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes were largely 

very much backward in average of other classes.

 Demographer said that the working population consists of only those persons who could 

participate in economically gainful activities in other words, man power of a nation consists of those 

persons who are fit enough to produce goods and render services and are actually engaged 

economically gainful activities. The part of population which is engaged in gainful activities is called 

„economically active‟. 

 Economically inactive – on the other hand some families are engaged in household duties in 

their own house or at the place for the relations, retired persons, students and those living on royalties. 

Economically active part of the districts population is also known as its working force. The study of 

working force is of immense significance for planning and development particularly for Yeotmal 

District.  

India is a vast country. It has a number of constituents in the construction of her culture and 

society. It is said to be the confluence of many cultures, castes and races says R. N. Tagore a great 

philosopher and poet of India.Ancient India was divided into Brahmins, Kshatriyas, Vaisyas and 

Surdas. It was based on principle of Karma but the principle was changed into caste system with the 

passage of time. There are a number of caste and tribes in the society that are far backward 

economically and socially.  

India as assumed is the cluster of races. Surdas were considered as untouchables and were 

placed at the lowest in the society. They rung served the other castes. Thus, we see that several factors 

have been responsible for the development of Indian culture and society. As a results of which the 

people of different thoughts, life style here. It is resistant in its way to protect the country. 

Untouchability has been the root cause of many ills of the Hindu community. Both in the past and at 

the present. Many social practice, tried to introduce reforms in the Hindu community. But it could not 

be abolished completely.  

For instance Swami Dayan and the Arya Samaj movement tried a lot to mitigate the evil 

effects of untouchability. Although it brought about a partial change in the thinking of the Hindu 

community.

As it is rightly said “Old habits die hard” the ill-conceived socio-religious 

practices take place and they have undergone change in life style. 

In 1931 according to round table conference, the untouchables were separated from Hindu 

religion. In 1932 Mahatma Gandhi started an agitation against this and went on indefinite hunger 
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strike. The result was that in the same year there was a compromise and these untouchables were 

treated on per with the Hindu. After this compromise Gandhiji paid special attention to untouchable 

and changed their names as “Harijans” according to 1935 Act.Harijans were kept in a schedule for 

providing special privileges since then they are called scheduled caste.The schedule castes and 

scheduled tribes two of the principal groups comprising the backward section of the Indian 

community have been specified by 15 presidential orders issued under the provisions of article 341 

and 342 of the constitution. 

 Sample provision has been made in the constitution to safeguard the rights of these classes 

and to prevent discrimination against them in any shape or form.These safeguards may be put under 

three heads:- 1) General 2) Legislative   3) Administrative 

 The figure relating to the tehsil level decadal variation of male-female SC and ST population 

from 2001 to 2011.The study reveals that the male-female SC and ST ratio show the relationship 

between the two and it also indicates.The degree of variation in male SC/ST and female SC/ST 

population at different places at different points of time i.e. 2001-2011.The distributional aspect of 

rural and urban Scheduled Caste&Scheduled Tribes ratio in Yeotmal district.Has been studied and an 

attempt has been made to know the decadal variation in rural and urban Scheduled Caste/ Scheduled  

Tribes population and its growth rate have been studied in the present study.

1.1 Occupational Structure: 

 Each person in the population is a consumer of goods and services that are available, only 

some proportion of the population participants in their production. It is obvious that the very young, 

the very old as well as physically and mentally incapacitated persons are not useful for economic 

activity. It is therefore, only those who can produce goods and services constitute the manpower of 

any nation. The economically active population is that part of manpower which actually takes part or 

tries to take part in the production of goods and services(Shryock, Henery 1971, p.38). 

 The economic and social development of a nation is associated with the number of persons 

who are economically active, the quality of their work and the regularity of their employment. The 

size of labor force varies spatially and temporally. Therefore it is influenced by age composition, life 

expectancy, availability of work and literacy levels. Proportion and quality of economically active 

population influences the nature and volume of production. 
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Occupational data is an important quality of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, it is 

important to study working class of these people. Yeotmal district provides background for 

formulating the pattern of socio-economic and working system. In 2001 to 2011 for socio-economic 

development the size of labour force and sex wise participation in different economic activities reveal 

the natural resource base socio-cultural urbanization, stage of civilization and development of 

Yeotmal district.

The scheduled castes labour people in 2001 to 2011. Considering the above period accounts, 

their working participation rate of total main workers was 42.99% and the total marginal workers 

were 8.52%, in rural areas 48.40% were the main workers, 9.82% were rural marginal workers. And 

the main urban workers were 31.29% and the marginal urban workers were 4.61% in 2001. 

 Comparatively of the above workers, the district average workers participating qualify or rate 

was recorded total main workers was 33.17% and the total marginal workers were 10.44%, in rural 

areas 35.37% were the main workers, 11.31% were rural marginal workers. And the main urban 

workers were 25.76% and the marginal urban workers were 5.58% in 2011. 

 The total working population studied in Yeotmal district, it was found that the scheduled 

castes main workers are low in rate and the marginal workers are high. As per the 2011 reports, that 

period give the above information. 

 If we consider Table No. 1.1, it is seen that the scheduled caste main workers percentage 

decreased in 2011 year. There were remarkable ups and downs in the scheduled caste main workers 

population. The growth rate sharply declined during 2001 to 2011 the rate decreased by many tahsils 

of Yeotmal district but overall average of the district it is increase in total, rural and urban i.e. 33.17%, 

35.37% and 25.76% respectively.  

 While considering rural areas of the district Darwhatahsil occupied the first rank 54.81% and 

Kelapurtahsil occupied the last rank 39.72% in respect of main workers participants rate. The 

proportion of main worker in rural areas was above the district rural average 43.70%, Darwha 

54.81%, Digras 51.87%, Wani 50.20%, Ghatanji 50.12%, Pusad 49.27%, Yeotmal 47.55%, 

Umarkhed 47.20%, Babhulgaon 46.72% and Arni 44.73%. There is disparity between the main 
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workers in proportion and ratio. Among the rural and males were high and females were low. It was 

less in urban areas of tahsils and high in rural areas.  

 Considering the participation of main workers through urban areas in district the scheduled 

castes was 31.29% in 2001 as against the district average was 25.76% in 2011 compared to the total 

district average. The proportion in all tahsils are below the district urban average of main workers and 

high proportion in 2001 of  Ner, Babhulgaon, Darwha, Digras, Pusad, Umarkhed, Ghatanji, Kelapur, 

Maregaon, ZariJamani and Wanitahsils.  

 The females in rural areas were economically more active than that in urban areas. Generally, 

rural areas offer more opportunities for men and women to work in the sphere of primary activities 

like agriculture, animal husbandry etc. and mechanization has not made significant use in the rural 

agricultural economy. The per capita income is comparatively low in view of the labour intensive 

nature of the women were required to operations, like sowing, harvesting which were to be carried out 

in short span of time covering large area in each tahsils.  

 Accordingly in the period of 2011 the scheduled castes main workers participation was 

33.17%, in rural areas 35.37% and in urban areas 25.76%. Comparatively, district average work 

participation total rate was low in this year.  

 The average of main workers had become less as compared to total district average work 

participation rate. It was also observed that in the rural areas high work participation rate was 

Umarkhedtahsil 41.49% and the lowest work participation rate was in Maregaontahsil 32.01% as per 

the 2011. In urban areas the work participation rate was high in Wanitahsil 34.02% and the lowest 

work participation rate of main workers was at Ralegaontahsil 20.54%.In Yeotmal district it was 

found that main workers ratio was high through the rural areas as well as it was found low in urban 

area. One more important issue was that where the companies, factories as well as textile mills, 

industries are available there the proportion developed a lot. On the contrary where the land was 

fertile, good yielding, there also some working class settled so as to earn for their livelihood and for 

their children expenses about education and so as to make both ends meet. So the proportion of this 

class, it was high in rural areas due to local facilities.  In this way later on the working class among 

scheduled castes, who were engaged in traditional bound work, they themselves participated in all 

round activities or in all the fields of job, employment as well as tried to enjoy government schemes. 

Compared to 2001 this percentage of main workers increased at the time of 2011. 
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The total scheduled castes main workers participation rate was negative i.e. -13.03% in rural 

areas, -5.53% in urban areas as compared to district average total work participation rate was low in 

this year. In this survey it was found that as compared to the total district average, the proportion of 

main workers become low.  

The Map No. 1.1 A and B clearly shows that the above 10% negative change was found in 

Babhulgaon, Yeotmal, Darwha, Digras, Pusad, Mahagaon, Arni, Ghatanji, Kelapur and Wanitahsils 

whereas 5 to 10% negative change was observed in Ner, Umarkhed, Ralegaon, Maregaon and Zari 

Jamanitahsils. Below 5% negative change was noticed in only Kalambtahsil. This percentage of low 

and high found in rural as well as urban areas.  

In the following table tahsilwise change in SC marginal workers percentage in Yeotmal

Conclusion 

To solve this problem the workers should be given half salary during the off season period. 

The rate of their salaries should be increased so that they can maintain their standard of living very 

well. Nearly 55 percent workers told that their job is seasonal and they are getting very low wages in 

which they can‟t fulfill their all needs. Some workers are getting only 2000 per month salary. During 

the period of rainy season or off season they have to search another job. Therefore, it is necessary to 

give full salary to the workers in the period of crushing season and half salary in off season period. 

They are exploited by other sections of society people are not getting together even SC and some 

people of higher castes tried to divide them. The people from interior and rural area don‟t have 

knowledge of Govt. schemes and facilities. People age given the opportunity of reservation but its all 

powers are in the hands of higher classes in the society. 

 In ancient times the direct casteism was observed. Now in this recent period people made 

conspiracy that the people should not develop in the society. In the name of s scheduled castes and 

scheduled tribes some other people enjoy some of the schemes granted by Govt. this benefit is not 

achieved by weaker sections.  

Scheduled caste and scheduled tribes live in different economic situations because of their division in 

this manner; they have been physically, economically and socially divided considering the 

occupational structure. 
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Yoga in Western Culture

This 

generated much interest and laid the grounds for the welcoming of many other Yogis and Swamis from 

India in the year that followed.  

“Yoga is a path to undo the root of all types of misery through the direct experience of deep, 

clear, open awareness.” – Richard Freeman   

During the latter part of the 20th Century, western civilization made a major impact on Indian 

society. Today it appears that the impact of India‟s culture and philosophy has in turn, influenced 

much of western culture, How does India‟s philosophy, particularly the sense of well-being, influence 

western society into living a more conscious filled life?   

Over the past few decades, the Eastern movement form of yoga has become increasingly 

more prevalent in the Western world. Approximately 14.9 million Americans and half a million 

Britons are estimated to incorporate some form of this practice into their lives. Given that yoga is now 

widely available, from being offered in yoga centers to shopping malls, this should come as no 

surprise. Perhaps what is more remarkable is the dissemination of this Eastern practice in legitimate 

socio-cultural Western environments, such as businesses, hospitals, and schools. Moreover, the end of 

the 20
th
 century saw the advent of yoga as a commercialized multimillion dollar business, with 

postures, sequences, and styles being patented by companies and used to advertise a plethora of 

commodities, ranging from yoghurt to mobile phones. In fact, recent data has suggested that 

American yoga practitioners expend up to 5.7 billion dollars per annum on yoga classes, products, and 

retreats. Such observations led Campbell to postulate: Paradoxically, it is possible that just at the point 

when the rest of the world seems intent on imitating the Western way of life; the West itself is 

actually turning away from its own historic roots and embracing an Eastern outlook  . 

 

Western yoga for physical fitness and therapy 

In particular, the Western manifestation of this Eastern practice appears to focus primarily on 

the physical forms of yoga. Endorsing this view, Singleton argues that yoga in Western society is 

synonymous with the practice of asana (posture), and such asana-centred yoga sessions are easily 

accessible in almost every city in the West. Supporting this claim, in the majority of British contexts, 

yoga appears to be practised as part of a physical fitness regime, with the knowledge that asana 

improves flexibility and strength. For example, yoga was classified as a „keep fit‟ lifestyle practice, 

alongside dance exercise and aerobics, in the UK‟s “2002 General Household Survey” ; this category

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of leisure activities was rated as third most popular, and most regularly practised, after walking and 

swimming . Further epitomising the physical nature of Western yoga practice is the accreditation of 

the British Wheel of Yoga (the UK governing body for yoga) by the UK Sports Council. 

Whilst some practitioners consider asana to constitute an alternative form of exercise, others 

are drawn to this postural yoga as they believe it to offer an effective form of physical therapy to „fix‟ 

illnesses, injuries, and remedial conditions. Nurturing these beliefs, promotional leaflets which are 

distributed by local clubs often describe yoga as a practice which “can be helpful to correct muscular 

skeletal imbalances, develop core strength and flexibility, improve breathing patterns, release stress 

and tension, increase energy and vitality...”In order to evaluate such body-mind transformational 

proposals, clinical trials have recently attempted to measure the effectiveness of yoga in treating a 

vast array of psychological and medical conditions, varying from reforming juvenile offenders to 

relieving back pain  

Although such research has been useful in elucidating the effectiveness of yoga as a physical 

fitness and therapeutic intervention technique, it has limited the definition of this Eastern form to a 

discrete sequence of postures and movements.    This allows for yoga practice to be interpreted as a 

means of physical therapy. However, Moliver et al. argue that, for the most part, yoga was not 

traditionally practised for the purpose of curing defined pathologies but rather to boost lifelong 

spiritual and physical wellbeing. 

 

Transformation of intentions from initial to continued practice 

Although yoga is undoubtedly practiced as an enhanced physical fitness activity amongst 

many of its practitioners in the West, this study has provided some pertinent findings regarding the 

way in which yoga practice can transform over time. Firstly, it was found that practitioners‟ spiritual 

intentions become more salient from when they first begin practice to when their practice becomes 

more established, indicating that after individuals take up the practice of yoga they embark on a 

journey of spiritual development. This supports Shapiro‟s work on intentions, which suggests that as 

individuals invest more time and effort into regular practice, their motivations for doing so will shift 

from a focus on physiological and emotional regulation to a desire to achieve Samadhi. Thus, 

Shapiro‟s theory of intentions shifting along a continuum can be extended beyond the specific 

practice of meditation to the wider practice of yoga. This is the blossoming of spiritual intentions over 

time. One of the study‟s limitations is the fact that it was not measured how long it took practitioners 

to shift from one intention to another. This could be an interesting avenue for future research. 

Whilst practitioners‟ spiritual intentions evolved over time, the current study revealed that 

there was no significant difference between their physical intentions from when they first began yoga 

to their current practice of it. Although physical intentions do not decrease, they remain constant; this 

also strengthens our understanding of Shapiro‟s work, suggesting that practitioners become more 

focused on their spiritual journey as their practice progresses, abandoning any growth of interest in 

their physical intentions. 

 

Theoretical insight into the debate: How yoga is practiced in the west 

As suggested by Kabat-Zinn intentions provide a benchmark for one‟s potential, and tend to 

correlate with the outcomes of practice. Thus, the implications of this intention research are 

widespread in the domain of yoga literature, specifically regarding the debate of how yoga is 

practiced in the Western world . 

The result that individuals‟ intentions to practice yoga are more physical in nature both when 

they begin and continue with their practice suggests that Singleton was correct in stating that yoga 

practice in the West is synonymous with the practice of asana. According to this study, the rise of 

asana practice appears to be accounted for by practitioners‟ enthusiasm towards the notion that

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postures and poses result in greater levels of stretching, flexibility, and physical strength. The 

implication is that practitioners are genuinely more driven by the aesthetic benefits of yoga, such as 

developing a slim waistline and building stomach muscles, as a practitioner in Lewis‟ study reported. 

Such ideas suggest that there are indeed striking disparities between the conceptualisation of yoga 

practice in the West and the historically Indian tradition of yoga, as conceived and practised by rishis 

over 5,000 years ago. 

However, revelations regarding the transformation of intentions over time offer a somewhat 

divergent approach to this debate. Whilst practitioners are undeniably enticed by the physical 

attributes of yoga, once their practice becomes more grounded their spiritual involvement strengthens. 

This shows that Western yoga, like classical Indian yoga, cultivates the opportunity for spiritual 

growth. In suggesting this, the present study also provides credibility to studies conducted by Büssing 

et al. and Wilson and Spencer who demonstrated that Western yoga can promote transformational 

processes of spirituality and transcendence amongst its practitioners. Furthermore, the fact that 

physical regulation does not become a more prominent intention with time suggests that even in 

Western yoga practice it is the spiritual experience that is growing and evolving, and not the physical 

one. 

Thus, whilst Singleton may have been correct in predicting practitioners‟ initial motivations 

for taking to the mat, his claim that Western yoga is primarily asana-centred does not account for the 

increased salience of spirituality as practice becomes more established. Instead, this result is better 

fitted with the opposing argument of this debate, in which authors such as Gannon and Life have 

shown that Western yoga practice, like the original Eastern yoga tradition, can cultivate states of 

spirituality. This suggests that Singleton‟s account of asana practice in Western culture is, to some 

extent, a reductionist one that does not capture the full meaning of the practice which is experienced 

by its practitioners. Moreover, the significant role of time in transforming practitioners‟ intentions 

shows that the debate is more complex than initially posited. 

Finally, this debate should take into account the question of different types of yoga. As 

discussed in the introduction, certain types of yoga are more aligned with the original spiritual 

intention of the yogic practice. The contemporary Jivamuktiy yoga is one example while Kundalini 

yoga is another. Other types of yoga might be more focused on the physical aspect of the practice; 

Bikram yoga as an example. Might it be that certain types of yoga encourage certain changes in the 

practitioner while other types lead to a different kind of transformation? Or perhaps the practitioner‟s 

intention leads to the choice of particular yoga types? These questions are outside the scope of this 

paper and yet we found them important to raise for future research in the area. 

 

Yoga practice and psychological wellbeing 

Whilst on one hand, we have seen that variables such as time appear to significantly impact 

practitioners‟ intentions and thus the outcome of their practice; on the other hand, there are variables 

which are influenced by yoga practice itself. One such variable which has repeatedly presented in the 

literature is practitioners‟ psychological wellbeing. Here, wellbeing does not encompass the absence 

of difficulties in one‟s life, but rather the presence of positive qualities experienced throughout one‟s 

life, including happiness, meaning, vitality, and self actualization.This positive psychological wellness 

is comprised of both eudemonic and hedonic entities, both of which have been strongly linked to the 

practice of yoga whilst eudemonia is built on ideas of growth and meaning in life, hedonia reflects the 

idea of subjective wellbeing, which includes concepts of elevated positive affect and satisfaction with 

life. 

A number of studies have indicated that yoga-based interventions are successful in enhancing 

various aspects of hedonic wellbeing in young adults. More specifically, whilst some have revealed 

that yoga practice correlates with high levels of life satisfaction others have highlighted the effects of 
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yoga in boosting vitality and enjoyment levels. In terms of eudemonic wellbeing, research appears to 

support the notion that yoga practice can promote significant increases in meaning in life. For 

example, a study by Ivtzan and Papantoniou reported that there is a significant positive association 

between how experienced yoga practitioners are and their reported meaning in life. Furthermore, 

Hasselle-Newcombe‟s showed that 85% of the respondents ascribed an enhanced sense of meaning in 

their lives to their yoga practice. Many practitioners in this study also offered qualitative reflections 

on their personal experiences of eudemonic wellbeing, encompassing ideas such as yoga giving their 

life a rootedness and sense of purpose, and yoga forming part of their self-identity. 

Yet, whilst these scholars have reported respondents‟ enhanced levels of wellbeing as a result 

of their yoga experience, there has been no systematic attempt made to explore how different 

intentions to practice yoga affect practitioners‟ psychological wellbeing. On one hand, the notion that 

meaning is a fundamental expression of spiritual development suggests that, relative to practitioners 

who are driven by physical fitness aesthetics, individuals who practice yoga with spiritual intentions 

have a clearer sense of meaning and purpose in their lives. On the other hand, although the underlying 

mechanisms are yet to be elucidated it has also been suggested that physical fitness and exercise 

promote psychological wellbeing.Thus, whilst both spirituality and physical exercise appear to 

promote positive wellness, it appears ambiguous, at present, as to how those who practice yoga with 

physical fitness intentions and those who practice with spiritual intentions would vary in terms of the 

psychological benefits they experience. 

However, this is a valuable avenue of research when considering how yoga is perceived and 

practiced in Western society. If practitioners who are motivated by spiritual development have a 

greater level of psychological wellbeing relative to those who are driven to practise yoga as an 

alternative form of exercise, or vice versa, this would have strong implications for the way in which 

yoga should be practiced in Western society; that is, whether the West should continue to practise 

yoga as a primarily postural practice, or whether a greater emphasis should be placed on the 

traditional, spiritual experiences of yoga, as exemplified by Jivamukti yoga In order to provide a 

greater insight into these implications, this study also examined whether there are marked differences 

in psychological wellbeing levels between Westerners who practise yoga with spiritual intentions and 

those who practice with physical fitness intentions. 
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Introduction

Education raises literacy levels, increases income and wealth creation, reduces unemployment 

and corruption, promotes healthier lives, empowers women, imparts development of technical 

skills for creating employment opportunities in fields such as agriculture, construction, 

technologies and transportation thereby boosting economic growth of the country. 

 Social values progress - The opposition to caste exploitation and casteism and in favor of 

caste equality and giving special privileges to depressed and underprivileged caste people has 

significantly impacted the Indian society. Feminist movements for women empowerment, and 

awareness of women rights has resulted in diminution of patriarchy.   

 Culturalization – Culturalization facilitates the adaption of behaviors and values of the 

members in the society. From a broader perspective, it also includes adaption of imposed 

culture of other nations or people in the same nation. In the olden times, lower society 

members chose to imbibe the culture and practices followed by the upper society and thus the 

culture from the upper class infiltrated the lower class. 

 Westernization– Westernization has helped the society in adopting western culture in terms 

of industry, technology, law, politics, economies and lifestyles, clothing, language, and so on. 

The Indian culture is a very old culture and is 

staying the same however, now the western culture is changing it to become more modern.  
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 Modernization–Modernization resulted as a consequence of westernization in India. It has 

benefited to the social, cultural, economic, and educational development in the country.

 Modernization led to the dismissal of untouchability and other such casteism and social evils. 

 Marriage came to be regarded as a contract and not entirely a ritual or a formality.

 The impact of western literature on Indian literature and religion took art to a different 

dimension.

 Modern values such as humanism, egalitarianism, secularism have entered Indian value 

systems.

Many political and cultural 

movements emerged such as movement for eradication of caste, sati, and upliftment for the 

deprived ones. 

 The concept of welfare state was introduced and thus governmental activities of welfare 

measures have expanded. Far reaching reforms in Hindu society through social reform 

movements such as the Brahmo samaj under inspiration from the Western educated middle 

class in India.  

 Spread of mass education. Emergence of an educated middle class as the frontline of the 

freedom movement.  

 Affected caste, joint family,marriage and other social structures. 
 

Overlaps between modernity and westernization 

The terms, Modernity and Westernization, are used interchangeably. The western nations are 

modern than our India. However, the rich and developed societies are not always the most modern 

people. In India, North-East India or Kerala is can be referred as more modern than many western 

countries.

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Introduction  

Academic achievement is an attained or degree of competence in collage task, usually 

measured by standardized  tests and expressed in grades or units based on norms derive form  a vide 

sampling of student‟s performance. Studies reveal that even or moderate levels of stress can interfere 

with task performance. Cognitive reaction or stress result in the inability to concentrate.  

 Yoga, which is a way of life, is characterized by balance, health, harmony, and bliss. 

Meditation, being part of yoga, which is the seventh limb of Ashtanga Yoga- state of alert rest as 

stated by Maharishi Mahesh Yogi, who founded a new technique of meditation,  

Popularly  known  as transcendental meditation. By practicing yoga, a person is supposed to 

reach a state of mental equanimity, where responses to favourable or unfavourable external events are 

well under the individual‟s control, and responses are moderate in intensity. The science of yoga is a 

powerful stream of knowledge, which enables the practitioners to achieve radiant physical health, 

serene mind, continues spiritual uplift, and creates the ability for harmonious social living.  

 Hatha yoga practices, like asanas  (I.e., postures), pranayama (i.e., breathing practice intended 

to influence vital forces), kriyas  (cleaning processes), mudras (i.e., certain interval attitudes), and 

bandhans  (i.e., neuromuscular locks) are mostly taught as physical practices. While various 

meditational techniques work at the mental level, all these practices are intended to develop a certain 

type of awareness within oneself, which in turn brings about a change in emotional and visceral 

function, and through them, a  change in intellectual and somatic functions of the individual takes Six 

months of yogic practise (meditation, asanas, and pranayama) brings a feeling of well-being a 

reduction in body weight, increased  vital capacity, acceleration in endocrinal functions and 

improvement in memory. There months  practice of Savasana has demonstrated an improvement in 86 

patients, who had problem of headache, insomnia, and nervousness. Udupa et al;] revealed that yoga 

has the potential to influence the stress disorder and it helps the sufferer to achieve physical and 

metabolic stability. Sahasi et al. has demonstrated the effectiveness of yogic techniques in the 

management of anxiety and reported increased attention/concentration. 

 Yoga through its techniques of meditation asanas, and pranayama yields a positive effect in 

the management of stress in adolescents.The processing of sensory information at the thalamic level is 

facilitated during the practice of pranayama and meditation. These two practices along with physical 

postures (asanas), cleansing practices, devotional sessions, and lectures on the theory and philosophy 

of yoga were focused to bring about an improvement in the steadiness of school students following 10 

days of practice. This improvement was believed to be due to improved eye-hand coordination, 

attention, concentration, and relaxation.  

 In one study, it is found that a 4-week program of yogasanas and meditation lowers the 

aggressive behaviour of students. Another study has reported that meditation (a) reduced problems 

related to maladaptive behaviours, (b) increased emotional and physical health and  

Psychological well- being, (c) reduced the frequency of thought, (d ) reduced substance abuse, and (e) 

generally improved the quality of life. 
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Transcendental meditation reduces stress, and improves academic performance. Chanting “Om‟‟ 

mentally causes increased alertness, and the practice of yoga brings improvement competitive 

performance.  

The research done by Mind/Body Institute, Harvard Medical School, and Bruce D‟ Hara and 

his team at the University of Kentucky in Lexington, U.S., revealed a positive influence of meditation 

on brain functioning and performance . 

 

The yoga boom in western society  

Over the few decades, the Eastern movement form of yoga has become increasingly more 

prevalent in the Western world. Approximate 14.9 million American and half a million Britons are 

estimated to incorporate some form of this practice into their lives. Given that yoga is now widely 

available, form being offered in yoga centres to shopping malls, this should come as no surprise. 

Perhaps what is more remarkable is the dissemination of this Eastern practice in legitimate socio-

cultural Western environment, such as businesses, hospitals, and school. Moreover, the end of the 20
th
 

century saw the advent of yoga as a commercialised multimillion dollar business, with postures, 

sequence, and styles being patented by companies and used to advertise a plethora of commodities, 

ranging from yoghurt to mobile phones.  

 

Western yoga for physical fitness and therapy  

In particular, the Western manifestation of this Eastern practice appears to focus primarily on 

the physical forms of yoga. Endorsing this view, singleton argues that yoga in Western society is 

synonymous with the practice of asana (posture), and such asana-centred yoga sessions are easily 

accessible in almost every city in the West. Supporting this claim, in the majority of British contexts, 

yoga appears to be practice as part of a physical fitness regime, with the knowledge that asana 

improves flexibility and strength. For example, yoga was classified as a „keep fit‟ lifestyle practice, 

alongside dance exercise and aerobics, in the UK‟s“2002  General Household Survey”; this category 

of leisure activities was rated as third most popular, and most regularly practised, after walking and 

swimming.  

 

Spiritual differences between western and eastern yoga practices  

Yoga, as it originated over five thousand years ago on the Indian subcontinent, can be described as a 

contemplative discipline which integrates both mental and physical practices with the ultimate goal of 

attaining paramatman (pure consciousness) [12,13]. This ancient Indian practice was first conceived 

by rishis (sages) who were in search of a blissful state; this became known as “yoga”, embodying the 

concept of unity between the body, mind and spirit [14]. The rishis were able to experience yoga and 

attain Samadhi (enlightenment ) by altering their identification from the mind and body towards the

So it is suggested that yoga  module 

should become a regular feature in the schools and colleges.  
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Abstract 

The present paper attempts to study mother-daughter conflict in Alice Munro‟s three short stories from 

her anthology Run Away (2004). Nobel laureate Alice Munro is a Canadian short story writer who has always 

portrayed complexities of human nature and conflicts in relationships. The three stories selected for the study 

are known as Juliet trilogy and reflect on the journey of the protagonist Juliet from a daughter, wife and 

mother. The stories particularly focus on the estranged relationship of Juliet with her mother and daughter. 

Munro presents psychological conflict among three generations. The present paper studies how Juliet, her 

mother, and her daughter have the emotional conflict and react differently in the similar situation.  

Key Words:  Complexities of Human relationship,  estranged relationship, psychological conflict.  

 

Alice Munro, the most celebrated short story writer of Canada, is the recipient of innumerable 

prestigious prizes and honours such as Nobel Prize for literature of 2013 and Man Booker Prize of 

2009. Munro has a long writing career of more than 60 years and has been writing since 1950. So far 

she has published 14 original short story anthologies and a few compilations. She has exclusively 

written short stories and is hailed as the finest living short story writer of the world.   

 Conflict could be defined as a strong disagreement or lack of harmony. In literature it is 

inherent incompatibility between two characters. Conflict could be external or internal. It could be 

situational or psychological. Alice Munro is a superb master who always focused on the complexities 

of human relationships and her stories depict internal and psychological conflict which is always 

pertinent in human relationships. The most prominent relationship that recurs in Alice Munro‟s stories 

is mother-daughter relationship. The present paper studies the conflict in the mother-daughter 

relationship in the Juliet Trilogy in Alice Munro‟s 11
th
 Short Story collection Run Away (2004). It is 

an anthology of 8 stories and was awarded Gillar Prize of the year. Three stories in this anthology viz. 

Chance, Soon and Silence are called as Juliet trilogy as they are about a single character named Juliet 

Henderson.  In this trilogy Munro depicts the conflicting relationship between Juliet and her mother 

Sara and Juliet and her daughter Penelope.   

 Juliet  in Chance is a girl of twenty years who has completed M.A. in Classics. She is 

working on her Ph. D thesis and teaching Latin in a private school in Vancouver.  Her father is a 

school teacher and mother Sara is a house wife. One day Juliet receives a letter from an unknown 

person. He has written that he was father of her student and he always thinks of her.  He was a 

fisherman named Eric Porteous who lives far away in the wilderness of west coast. After receiving 

this letter Juliet leaves everything behind and sets for the remote place where he lives. When she 

reaches there she hears about death of Eric‟s sick wife and his relationship with his ex-wife.  But 

nothing deters Juliet from taking a chance. Even though Eric‟s world is totally different from her 

world, Juliet leaves her career and  lives with Eric without marrying him. She prefers a different sort 

of life in wilderness, against the wish of her parents and far away from them.. 

 Her mother Sara is very much disappointed over Juliet‟s decision.  Sara is a demanding 

mother.  She had many aspirations for Juliet. She wanted Juliet “to be popular, and to that end had 

urged her to learn to skate and to play the piano” (RA. 53).  But Juliet has never taken her mother 

seriously. She has some bondage with her father but is quite detached from her mother though there is 

not open conflict between them.

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 In the next story Soon Juliet is a mother of 13 months daughter named Penelope.  Her father 

has retired from his school master‟s job, mother Sara is suffering from heart trouble and  live a sort of 

isolated life on their farm. They are cut off from the rest of the world mainly because of Juliet‟s 

relationship with Eric.  

 Juliet visits her parents with 13 months Penelope.  Sara is sick and too weak and fragile due to 

her long heart trouble. She is almost invalid.  Sara‟s sickness does not demand any extra work from 

Juliet, neither for Sara nor for household. She only wants her daughter‟s love but even though Sara‟s 

demands from Juliet are so less, Juliet fails to come up to the expectations of her mother.   

 One day a local minister comes to see Sara. He is Sara‟s friend. This visit and the argument 

between him and Juliet focus on the relationship between Juliet and her mother.  The conversation 

drifts on the topic of Faith and both of them had a hot argument over it. Juliet is totally against any 

faith and the local minister is an advocate of faith. Sick Sara listens to them without a word and then 

talks about her faith as: 

My faith is not so simple ... But it is all I can say – it is something. 

It‟s a wonderful something when it gets really bad for me… I think – 

Soon.  Soon I will see Juliet. (RA, 124) 

 For the sick mother, her daughter is her faith, her world, her life. Sara expects some positive 

reply from Juliet.  But instead of comforting her mother Juliet finds it difficult to reply. Instead she 

prefers to remain silent. Munro writes: 

She had turned away, she had carried the tray to the kitchen, and 

there she washed and dried the cups and also the glasses of … she 

had put everything away. (125)   

 The above statement shows Juliet‟s detachment from Sara for whom Juliet was her world.  

Later on Juliet wonders: 

Why it should be so difficult to say simply „yes‟.  It would have 

troubled nothing to Juliet but it would have meant a lot to Sara.  

(126) 

But Juliet denies this much comfort to her sick and dying mother. 

 Though Juliet stayed with her parents for a few days she is not happy there and she writes to 

Eric about it.  She does not want to stay with her parents.  Munro writes that Juliet has forgotten 

where her name was “not at Whale Bay with Eric.  But back where it had been before, all her life 

before” (126). Later on Juliet once again comes back to her house, but it was for Sara‟s funeral.  She 

ponders over her act of not saying „yes‟ to Sara at that time and now feels guilty that: 

Could it not have been managed? Why should it have been so 

difficult? Just to say yes. (125) 

But for Munrovian daughters it is always difficult to say „yes‟ to their mothers. 

 In Silence, the last story in the trilogy, the same pattern of rejection of a mother by daughter 

repeats.  Here it is rejection of Juliet by her daughter Penelope who is now in her youth.  In Soon 

mother-daughter conflict comes from daughter‟s point of view, in Silence it is from mother‟s point of 

view. 

  Eric is dead in an accident. Juliet has raised her daughter without introducing her to any 

religious faith. Penelope, just before the 21
st
 birthday, enrolls herself in a Spiritual Balance Center for 

six months, without any consultation with her mother.  She has not even informed Juliet about it. She 

just goes away. Meanwhile she writes a letter to Juliet and invites her there but goes away from the 

center without meeting Juliet. 

 The story focuses on the silence on the part of Penelope and Juliet‟s frantic efforts to find her 

out.  Now Juliet compares her own behavior with her parents.  She does not understand the cause of 

Penelope‟s behavior. She tries hard to find out Penelope. Even she does not dare to change her house 
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because she thinks, if Penelope wants to return, how she will get the new address.  She is afraid that 

“then there would be no place where her daughter could find her” (187). 

 Juliet keeps on worrying about why Penelope joined the religious group when she (Juliet) 

tried to keep her away from any sort of church of faith.  Now she repents that she neglected 

Penelope‟s spiritual training.  She should have sent her to Sunday Schools and taught her to say 

prayers. But now she had to just keep on waiting hopelessly for Penelope or her letter.  For five years 

she received unnamed birthday cards and later on they stopped coming.  Rather they were there just to 

tell Juliet that Penelope was alive.  Later on Juliet also moves on in her life.  She gets a job on T.V. 

and becomes famous as an interviewer. She leaves her house and moves to a small flat.   One day she 

knows from Penelope‟s friend that Penelope has married a doctor living in mountains, had children 

and comes to the town occasionally.  Juliet used to think that Penelope might have become a mystic 

and spends her life in contemplation.  But in fact Penelope is living a prosperous life but had never 

tried to contact Juliet.  

 Now Juliet realizes that there is nothing to worry about Juliet or hold her own life in wait. “It 

is clear that Penelope has detached herself from Juliet and very likely from the memory of Juliet and 

Juliet could not do better than to detach herself in turn” (RA, 157). She accepts that “Penelope did not 

exist.  The Penelope Juliet sought was gone” (167). She leaves her T.V. job and returns back to her 

classical studies, leaves her flat and moves to a bachelor‟s apartment.  She no more pines for Penelope 

and is ready to tell her new boyfriend: 

My daughter went away without telling good-bye. In fact she 

probably did not know then that she was going … Then gradually, I 

believe, it dawned on her how much she wanted to stay away.  … I 

think the reason may be something not so easily dug out … Penelope 

does not have a use for me.  May be she can‟t stand me. It‟s possible. 

( 157-158) 

 Juliet keeps on living her life. “She keeps on hoping for a word from Penelope, but not in any 

strenuous way” (158). The life goes on without Penelope.  

 In this trilogy, in the first two stories Juliet is a daughter who rejects her mother.  In the last 

story she is a mother who is rejected by her daughter.  In Juliet‟s mind as a daughter, there is guilt for 

being so callous to her mother. The pattern of a daughter rejecting her mother repeats in Munro‟s 

fiction. All other stories where Alice Munro has presented the mother-daughter conflict themes are 

from the point of view of daughter.  But in Silence Munro has not written a word about what Penelope 

feels and neither given any logical reason of her extreme silence.  In words of Deborah Heller: 

The trilogy deliberately refuses to provide a context for 

understanding Penelope‟s silence as an act of cosmic justice, instead, 

the three stories demonstrate a carefully constructed, ineluctable 

poetic justice, in which daughter‟s rejection of her mother is no 

longer explained, justified, rationalized even condemned, as it has 

been in earlier stories, but it is simply pushed as by some iron law of 

retribution. (Daughters and Mothers, 42) 

 It is worth noting that for Sara, her daughter Juliet is her world. She tries to fulfill her 

aspirations through her daughter and daughter‟s detachment pains her. In Silence mother (Juliet) does 

not severely pine for her daughter. She is living her life. She keeps on hoping for a word from 

Penelope, but not in any strenuous way. “She hopes as people who know better hope for underserved 

blessings, spontaneous remissions, things of that sort” (158). Juliet detaches herself from her mother 

Sara but somewhere feels guilty about it and for Sara Juliet is her life. When Penelope detaches 

herself from her mother, she does not feel guilty nor her mother pines for her. For both of them the 
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life goes on without one another. This is the conflict arising due to generation gap as well as the 

estranged relationships.  Thus the trilogy focuses on the complexities of human relationships. 
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Abstract:   

Rama Mehta‟s novel „Inside the Haveli‟ was published in 1977 and received Sahitya Academy Award 

in 1979. The novel portrays the helplessness of the protagonist, Geeta. She is a modern girl from Bombay, 

having modern concepts and ideas about life. Her life before marriage and life after marriage stand contrast to 

each other. She was a free bird but after marriage she becomes a prisoner in the Haveli, Jeevan Nivas. Here the 

conflict between traditional and modern Indian culture begins. 

This paper focuses on the „Conflict between Traditional and Modern Indian Culture‟ in the Haveli, 

Jeevan Nivas. In the beginning Geeta feels trapped inside the walls of Haveli but finally she becomes the willing 

prisoner of the Haveli. Geeta struggles to maintain her modern identity in the traditional world of the Haveli. 

Traditional indian customs and practices stand contrary to modern indian customs and practices. The conflict is 

between traditional habits and modern habits, traditional practices and modern practices, traditional lifestyle 

and modern lifestyle, traditional ideas and modern ideas, traditional concepts and modern concepts, traditional 

thoughts and modern thoughts, traditional values and modern values, the illiterate and the literate, the rich and 

the poor.

Introduction: 

                 Rama Mehta in her novel „Inside the Haveli ‟depicts how Geeta, a city girl of Bombay has 

to marry a young man in Udaipur and finds herself in an atmosphere where men and women are 

segregated, where customs and traditions dominated the life . She is not happy with such life in 

Purdah. She tries to introduce some changes in the Haveli. She struggles to maintain her own identity 

in the men dominating world. „Inside the Haveli‟ (1977) is a social novel which depicts the life of the 

Haveli where purdah system is observed by women. The lives, habits and values in the haveli 

represent traditional Indian culture and the protagonist, Geeta represents modern Indian culture. Geeta 

is a girl born and brought up in Bombay. She comes to Udaipur as the nineteen year old bride of Ajay 

Singh, a professor of physics. It is a cultural shock for an educated girl like Geeta to adjust and adapt 

to the traditional ways of the Haveli. The moment she lands in Udaipur , she is chastised for being 

bare faced and made to realize that she is an outsider even by the maids of the Haveli, who had come 

to the railway station to receive Geeta. One of them came forward, pulled her sari over her face and 

exclaimed in horror, “Where do you come from that you show your face to the world?” (P.17).After 

marriage Geeta becomes aware of the traditions and customs in the Haveli. Another factor Geeta 

encounters that there are different apartments for the males and females. The servants have their 

separate quarters. The males conduct their business from their separste apartments. Even after two 

years of her marriage, Geeta has seen neither her father-in-law nor her grandfather-in-law. All the 

activities of the Haveli are motivated to keep the males satisfied. In the Haveli the men are regarded 

as if they are Gods. Geeta feels lonely in the Haveli. The maids try to teach her the way and the 

tradition of the three hundred years old Haveli. She becomes a matter of curiosity for the women in 

the Haveli. 

                 Education for a servant girl is a very bold decision by Geeta. All the members in the Haveli 

oppose and criticize her whereas her father-in-law gives her a strong support. The Haveli culture 

requires total and unquestioned submission to its rules and traditions. The world of the women is 

enclosed within the walls of the Haveli. Geeta feels disgusted when she finds the women lamenting 
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over their fate. The oldest maid of the Haveli, Pariji once recounts her childhood memories.“The 

mistress was shrewd, I was not allowed to play like other girls of my age. It was not considered proper 

for a widow to be gay and carefree.”(P.24). It seems to Geeta that they were waiting for the day when 

they would be free from their confinement. But on the surface they showed no dissatisfaction. Thus 

Geeta becomes successful in sending Sita school. The attitude of the maids and the Haveli women 

changes as the time passes. She starts classes for the Haveli maids and their children. Ajay praises her 

work. But Geeta‟s mother-in-law confides in Pari, “Let Binniji amuse herself. Her enthusiasm won‟t 

last long.”(P.161). Geeta continues her efforts to educate the servants. Her cousin-in-law , Manji Bua 

Sa opposes her decision, also. The change that Geeta is trying to bring about is neither welcomed nor 

accepted by the women who find social security in the old culture and traditions of the Haveli. 

Despite all odds, Geeta continues her classes. Some of the maids are forced to leave the class. 

                Sita could complete her education due to the support of Geeta. Her efforts are praised when 

Sita marries an educated boy. As the time passes Geeta becomes the willing prisoner in the Haveli. 

She tries to bring harmony between the traditional world of the Haveli and the modern world around. 

The major crisis that Geeta faces in her fifteen years stay in the Haveli is the marriage proposal for her 

thirteen year old daughter, Vijay. The proposal is of Vir Singh from Daulat Singhji‟s family, who 

have been the richest people in Udaipur. Geeta rejects the proposal. She says that whatever happens, 

Vijay can‟t get engaged at this age. This was the first time that Geeta had spoken in a raised voice to 

her mother-in-law. 

                After marriage Geeta could not accept the rules and traditions of the Haveli as they are. She 

tried to bring harmony in them. Being a Hindu girl, who has been taught by her mother at the time of 

her marriage, “Keep your head covered, never argue with your elders, respect your mother-in-law and 

do as she tells you. Don‟t talk too much.”(P.16). Thus Geeta makes her maximum efforts to adjust and 

adapt to the new Haveli and it‟s culture. 

                 Rama Mehta portrays the journey of Geeta in the Haveli, Jeevan Nivas. Geeta succeeds 

partly in bringing about certain changes in the Haveli as well as she herself undergoes through certain 

necessary changes. She felt suffocated in her purdah and would like to throw it away. But this mood 

did not last and we see her enjoying the feeling of security in the veil. In the beginning of the novel, 

the purdah is a symbol of the imprisonment. She feels like a bird in a cage. But at the end, she 

reconciles to the purdah system. Geeta becomes the mistress of the Haveli and decides to help Haveli 

to preserve its dignity and honour. 

 

Areas of Conflict Between Traditional And Modern Culture 

                There are three ways regarding culture: as that of the individual, of a group or class and of 

whole society. The truest is the culture of the whole society. To understand the culture of any 

particular society, we must study the culture of the society as a whole. In India, we must look at the 

culture of India as a whole. There may be slight differences or variations in certain customs and 

rituals of a particular group but on the whole, the culture of the country has some common 

characteristics. Traditions form a very important base for a culture. Tradition involves all habitual 

actions, habits and customs. It is a way of feeling and acting which characterize a group throughout 

generations and it must largely unconscious. Tradition is a means by which the vitality of the past 

enriches the life of the present.

1] Old Values Vs New Values:

members in the haveli try to oppose her. Geeta stands for new values and other members such as

2] Purdah System: 

              Geeta has to live with old traditions in Rajasthan. She finds herself trapped into repressive 

forces of traditions. She has to live in „purdah‟ in the haveli and labelled as outsider, who knows 

nothing about the traditions and values of the haveli. The women of the haveli proclaim: “She will 

never adjust, she is not one of us.” She was frank, talkative and spontaneous. 

                The women of the haveli had to keep purdah and Geeta, as an educated woman, does not 

like it. Their activities were confined to their apartments. Only close male relatives could enter the 

women‟s apartment. Being an educated woman, Geeta, feels trapped in haveli. 

3] Good Vs Evil Nature: 

                   Lakshmi is the maid servant in the haveli. Though she is married and has a daughter 

named Sita; Heeralal, the driver tries to tempt her with various gifts. He offers her a bundle of saree 

and blouse as well as a packet of halwa. Her husband, Gangaram accuses her being a loose woman. 

She leaves the haveli one night and never returns. Here we feel the struggle between good and evil 

forces of life. 

4] Modern Woman Vs Traditional Women: 

                   When Geeta comes to the haveli as a new bride, other women try to find fault with her. 

She is an educated woman. She thinks that education is a necessary part  life and decides to send Sita 

to school. She is a daughter of Lakshmi and Gangaram. Everybody protested that she was only 

daughter of a servant. Pari, a maid servant, tells her that education is useless for Sita. Dhapu suggests 

that she should seek Bhagwat Singhji‟s permission. Nandu Bua Sa, a sister of Bhagwat Singhji, also 

opposes Geeta for her decision and says that it is wrong to send Sita to school. 

5] Education and Learning: 

                  Geeta decides to teach the maid servants of the haveli to read and write. Actually, she 

wants to remove their ignorance and superstitions. She starts classes for the children from the 

neighbourhood. Nandu Bua Sa, a sister of Bhagwat Singhji and Manji Bua Sa, a cousin of Bhagwat 

Singhji, complain against it. They think that it makes girls defiant and disobedient. Geeta starts 

sewing classes for girls, also. In traditional India, women were not given rights of education. Their 

world was limited to the kitchen and inside the home. In modern India, every woman has given rights 

of education. Their world is not confined to the kitchen. They have given rights as men get. 

6] Literate Vs Illiterate women: 

                   We experience the conflict between literate and illiterate women. Women are against a 

woman. When Geeta takes bold decisions about Sita's education, starts classes for maid servants and 

their children, and begins sewing classes; other women in the haveli do not support her.They stand for 

traditional illiterate women whereas Geeta stands for modern literate woman. 

7] Child Marriage: 

      When Geeta‟s daughter,Vijay Bai Sa, is to be engaged to Vir Singh, she protests very 

boldly saying that she will not give permission to a child marriage. Even her father-in-law, Bhagwat 

Singhji, requests her to think over the proposal from Daulat Singhji‟s haveli. Vir Singh is handsome 

and educated. He wants to go to England for further studies. Geeta says that marriage will take place 

only after Vir Singh returns from England finishing his studies. Here, we experience the conflict 

between traditional Indian culture and modern Indian culture. Due to the lack of proper knowledge, 

illiteracy and ignorance, child marriages were popular customs among Indian communities in 

traditional India. But in modern India, such practice and custom is considered illegal by law. 

8] Culture of Bombay Vs Culture of Udaipur: 

                  The modern culture of Bombay, represented by Geeta, and the traditional culture of 

Udaipur, represented by haveli- Jeevan Nivas, stand contrary to each other and therefore, one strongly

                Rama Mehta's 'Inside the Haveli' leaves the impression of the conflict between traditional 

and modern Indian culture. This conflict is represented by the traditional values of the Haveli, Jeevan 

Nivas and modern ideas of Geeta. This conflict is observed through various contrary customs, habits, 

ideas, concepts, thoughts and behaviour of different concerned characters. The culture conflict is for 

purdah system, education and learning, maintaining new values, good habits, modern customs and 

thoughts.

Better balance and coordination means enhanced control over how 

I move my body, which in turn leads to better technique and form -- the brass ring every athlete 

spends a career refining, whether your focus is a swim stroke, golf swing, running stride, and jump 

shot or wrestling move. 

 iii. Flexibility:Yoga invariably improves joint and muscular flexibility, which is crucial to the 

body‟s overall structural soundness.

And although there is some dispute about the advisability of “over” 

stretching (for runners in particular), I remain a huge advocate, finding that the more I work to 

maintain my flexibility (something that wanes with age), the less likely I am to suffer an overuse 

injury.

India was isolated largely by the geographical features and different climatic zone, yet her 

vast dimensions, variety of racial elements, wide differences of climate, great diversities of soils and 
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different physical characteristics not only prevented her from being a stagnant pool but gave it a 

continental character. It enabled her to generate the forces of action and reaction which led to the 

development of rich civilization and culture India„s Discontinuity has never been complete, and 

theeffect of the mountain wall in developing her unique has often been over rated.The importance of 

the mountains to India is not much in the Discontinuity which they give her,as in the fact that they are 

the source of her two great rivers. The ancient Indians knew their subcontinent as Jambuidvipa or 

Bharatavarsa. With the Muslim invasion thePersian name returned in the form of Hindustan, and 

those of its inhabitants who followed the oldreligion became known as Hindu. Not only this, more 

than two thousand years before Christ thefertile plain of Punjab, the and of five rivers, watered by the 

five great tributaries of the Indus- suchas the Jhelum, Chenab, Ravi, Beas and Satlaj- had a high 

culture, which spread as far as the sea and along the western seaboard at least as far as Gujrat. The 

lower Indus, in the region of Pakistan known as Sind, passes through barren desert, though this was 

once a well watered and fertile land. The basin of the Indus is divided from that of the Ganga by the 

That, or desert of Rajasthan, and by low hills. The watershed, to the north-west of Delhi, has been the 

scene of many bitter battles since at least 1000 B.C. The western half of the Ganga plain, from the 

region around Delhi to Patna, and including the Doab, or the land between the Ganga and its great 

tributary river Yamuna, has always been the heart of India. Here , in the region once known as 

Aryabarta, the land of the Aryans, here classica culture was formed. Though generations of 

unscientific farming„s, deforestation, and other factors have now much reduced its fertility, this was 

once among the most productive lands in the world, and it has supported a very large population ever 

since it was brought under the plough. As its mouth in Bengal the Ganga forms a large delta, which 

even in historical times has gained appreciably on the sea, here the Ganga joins the Brahmaputra, 

which flows fromTibet by way of the valley of Assam, the easternmost outpost of Hindu 

culture.South of the great plain is a highland zone, rising to the chain of the Vindhyan mountains. 

These are by no means as impressive as the Himalayas, but have tended to form a barrier 

betweenthe North and the South. The south as called as Deccan, is a dry and hilly plateau, bordered 

on either side by long range of hills, the western and Eastern Ghats. Of these two ranges of hills, the 

western is the higher, and therefore most of the rivers of the Deccan, such as the Mahanadi, the 

Godavari, the Krisna and the Kaveri, flow eastwards. Two large rivers only, the Narmada and the 

Tapti, flow westwards; near their mouths the Deccan rivers pass through plains which are smaller than 

that of the Ganga but almost as populous. The south- eastern part of the Peninsula forms a larger 

plain, the Tamil country, the culture of which was once independent, and is not yetcompletely unified 

with that of the North. The Dravidian peoples of Southern India still speaklanguages in no way skin to 

those of the North, and are of a different ethnic character. Though there has been much intermixing 

between Northern and Southern types. Geographically Ceylon is continuation of India, the plain of the 

North resembling that of South India, and the mountains in the centre of the Island the Western Ghats. 

From Kashmir in the North to Cape Comorin in the South the Sub-continent is about 2,000miles long, 

and therefore its climate varies considerably. The Himalayan region has cold winters,with occasional 

frost and snow. In the northern plains the winter is cool, with wide variation of daysand night 

temperature, whereas the hot seasons are almost intolerable. The temperature of the Deccanvaries less 

with the season, though in the higher parts of the plateau nights are cool in winter. TheTamil Plains is 

continuously hot, but its temperature never rises to that of the northern plains insummer. 

The most important features of the Indian climate are the monsoon, or the rains. Exceptalong 

the west coast and in the parts of Ceylon little rains falls from October to May, when cultivation can 

only be carried on by carefully husbanding the water of rivers and stream, and raising a winter crop by 

irrigation.The Indian mind the coming of the monsoon corresponds to the coming of spring in Europe. 

For this reason thunder and lightning, in Europe generally looked on as inauspicious, have no terrors 

for the India, but are welcome signs of the goodness of heavens. 
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It has often said that the scales of natural phenomena in India, and her total dependence onthe 

monsoon, have helped to form the character of her peoples. Even today major disasters, such asfloods, 

famine and plague, are hard to check, and in old days their control was almost impossible.Many other 

ancient civilizations, such as those of Greeks, Romans and Chinese, had to contendwith hard winters, 

which encouraged sturdiness and resource. India, on the other hand, was blessedby a bounteous 

nature, who demanded little of man in return for sustenance, but in her terrible angercould not be 

appeased by any human effort. Hence, it has been suggested that Indian character hastended to 

fatalism and quietism, accepting fortune and misfortune alike without complaint. 

How far this judgment is a fair one is very dubious. Though an element of quietismcertainly 

existed in the ancient Indian attitude to life, as it does in India today, it was neverapproved by 

moralist. The great achievements of ancient India, their immense irrigation works andsplendid 

temples, and the long campaigns of their armies do not suggest a devitalized people. If theclimate had 

any effect on the Indian character it was, we believe, to develop a love of ease andcomfort, an 

addiction to the simple pleasure and luxuries so freely given by nature, a tendency towhich the 

impulse to self-denial and asceticism on the one hand, and occasional strenuous effort onthe other, 

were natural reactions.

1.1 Introduction: 

The Technology has an important, role in agriculture and economic development. However, 

in agriculture, the pattern of technology depends not only on the quality of available technology, but 

also-on a number of factors like infrastructure, weather conditions, socio-economic policy and 

environment. Any positive interaction of technology, with these variables determines the pattern of 

technology. Adoption of these factors in turn influences the agricultural growth. 

 

1.2 Agricultural Economy of Maharashtra: 

The agriculture, as elsewhere in India is an important economic activity in which nearly 55 

per cent of working population is engaged. Moreover, of the total state domestic products (SDP), 

agriculture sector contributes nearly 17 per cent in Maharashtra. It was observed that, during the last 

forty four years that, the relative share of agriculture to-the state economy has been continuously 

declining. Thus, it reflects the fact that other sectors i.e. industry and tertiary sectors are becoming 

leading sectors in contributing to state's GDP. On the contrary agricultural sector in the state though 

making progress, it's performance did not show much satisfactory. It is due to the fact that land 

productivity did not improve much. Moreover, the soil and climatic conditions in the state are such 

that it has both inferior cropping and relatively low yield in respect of most of the important crops. 

Major part of its tertiary sector fall on the plateau where the rainfall is low and highly unstable for the 

vast tracts. Moreover, the productive capacity of the soil has progressively deteriorated as a result of 

unchecked erosions. 

Land use statistics showed that, of the total geographical area (301.58 lakh hectares), nearly 

178.76 lakh hectares which accounts for 58 per cent of the total area was used for raising agricultural 

crops. Moreover, there is no further scope to bring additional land for increasing agricultural 

production in the state. In this situation, expansion of multiple cropped areas is the only solid and 

enduring way to increase agricultural production. In this regard, agriculture in the state did not 

achieve progress; because, the level of cropping intensity is about 121 indicating the fact that only 21 

per cent cultivated land is being used for multiple crops, which in turn depends on the irrigation 

facilities.Out of the total cultivated area, nearly 15 per cent area in agriculture is brought under 

irrigation.Therefore, the success and failure of agriculture in the state is carried out: under dry 

conditions.Moreover, climatic conditions in the state are such that, they contribute both an inferior 

cropping pattern and relative low yield of the crops. Cropping pattern in the state, in fact, is 

dominated by Jowar, Bajara and low valued crops. Moreover, due to low irrigation facilities, the 

application .of new agricultural technology remained restricted. In fact, the state has not been able to 

participate in the green revaluation at substantial level that occurred in some other states since mid-

sixties. Still majority of cultivators do not have much scientific knowledge of what, how much and 

how to use modem agricultural inputs especially in scanty rainfall areas. Thus, the lagging in the use 

of such improved technology resulted in stagnant agricultural productivity. As against this 

background of agriculture, therefore, it is essential to study the growth of prospect of such agriculture 

more intensively and find out of the in forces for future development agenda alongwith remedial 

measures. With this attention in mind the topic has been selected for review and observations. 
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1.3 Objectives of the Study: 

Keeping in view the importance of the agriculture technology in Maharashtra following 

objectives were set to examined. 

1.To overview agricultural economy of Maharashtra. 

2. To study the importance of technology in agriculture. 

1.4 Research Methodology: 

This study mainly based upon secondary data. In view to examine the objective of the study, 

secondary data on land use pattern, cropping pattern, production of different crops being produced in 

the state, modem agriculture inputs etc. were collected from the reports, documents published by 

Government of Maharashtra from time to time. 

 

1.5 Concept of Technology: 

Technology means the knowledge, the skill and all the available techniques applied in 

production to increase the output. It indicates the input mix, in the production of a unit of output. It 

helps to provide greater output from a given amount of input or it plays an important role in utilization 

of available resources. J. G. Panse and D. Shinge states that, "technological change in agriculture 

consists of adoption of farming techniques developed through research which in its wake is calculated 

to bring about diversification and increase of production and greater economic returns to the farmers." 

C. H. Hanumantha Rao defined, "Technological change in agriculture as the use of new or modem 

inputs suchas fertilizer, high yielding varieties of seeds, tractors, pump sets, threshers and harvest 

combine etc. Techniques refer to the actual mix of input factors and it is a function of both technology 

and relative prices of input factors. Thus technological change may lead to change in techniques." 

Madhusudan Ghosh states that, "when techniques of production is merely identified with a vector of 

inputs, any change in the techniques of production can be interpreted as a partial or complete 

replacement of the traditional variety of inputs by a better quality of technologically advanced inputs. 

New agrarian technology comprises; HYVP seeds, irrigation, tractors, threshers, insecticides and 

pesticides, fertilizer etc." 

From the analysis of the statements of the scholars regarding the agricultural technology it is 

realized that agricultural technology is nothing but all the techniques which are used in the field of 

agriculture to increase the per acre yield of agriculture. Agricultural technology consists of varieties of 

inputs and these inputs are essential to raise the agricultural production. 

 

1.6 Importance of Technology in Agriculture: 

Technology plays an important role in all production enterprises. It is most important factor in 

increasing the yield from any production efforts. Technology change in agriculture is still more 

important because the factor, land is inelastic in supply. If agriculture is followed on traditional lines 

production cannot be increased to meet the need of growing population in the nation. Application of 

modem technology in the form of improved inputs increased the farm productivity even if the land is 

less fertile. T.W. Schultz9 explains, "the man who forms as his forefathers did not produce much no 

matter how rich the land or how hard the works. The farmer who has access to and knows how to use 

what science knows about soils, plants, animals and machine can produce an abundance of food 

though land is poor. Need he work nearly so hard and long." Yet in most of the underdeveloped 

countries agriculture is followed on the traditional lines. Individual farmers as well as the society as a 

whole will be the recipients of immense benefits of technology progress. The farmers will get the 

benefit because new technology helps to produce more output with the same resources or the same 

output at low cost. Hence the profit of the farmer increases at least in the foreseeable future. 
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Technology increases the production of agricultural goods, thus in turn; increase the supply of 

essential goods. So, consumer will get food grains easily at reasonable prices. Subrata Ghatak and 

Ken Ingersent10 write," with some reservations, technological progress is beneficial both to 

individual and society as a whole. Producers adopting improved techniques of production benefit at 

least in the short run, consumers and nation stands to gain from increased aggregate supplies either 

through the relief of actual physical scarcity or lower price or both." Adoption of modern technology 

in agriculture helps the individual farmers as well as the nation as a whole to attain prosperity in the 

growth of agriculture. Which in turn tends to help overall economic development of the country. 

The adoption of new technology in agriculture has been offering a number of benefits to the 

individual farmers. Some of the benefits of technology are given below 

1. Promotes self— sufficiency in Food: 

The technology has played a significant role in increasing food production in the world, 

thereby has adequately met the food requirements of the population. Due to increase in the availability 

of food grains, availability of proteins and calories has also increased. Some of the HYVP have higher 

protein content. In less developed countries population is increasing at faster rate and as such food 

requirements are also growing. Modernization of agriculture's the only solution to meet this additional 

demand for food grains. E. O. Heady rightly pointed out that, “Technological progress in agriculture 

is relatively more important for densely populated and new independent countries of Asia, Africa and 

western Europe. It is the technology progress in agriculture alone, which has allowed the food 

production rate in western world to outpace the population growth rate. Increased food production in 

poor under developed countries will only provide food self-sufficiency but the super plus food 

production will be a source of earning foreign exchange for the nation." Thus the adoption of modem 

technology in agriculture will increase the food production and provide self-sufficiency and food 

security to the nation as a whole. 

2. Promotes Employment Opportunities: 

Most of the underdeveloped countries are facing the problem of unemployment. Hence, there 

is a great need to increase the employment opportunities in agriculture. The adoption of technology in 

agriculture increases the employment opportunities. This is due to the Use of fertilizer, weeding, 

irrigation, harvesting etc., which requires more labour. The use of 

HYVP increase the area under double crops, which increases the employment opportunities. 

V. T. Raju using the regression an employment 47 states that, "new agriculture technology has 

significant to an increase in the employment of labour, the application of fertilizer has significantly 

contributed to an increase in employment followed by irrigation, improved seeds and plant protection 

chemicals". Thus the application of new technology in production but also increase an employment 

opportunities which reduces the effects of unemployment and underemployment problems from the 

society. 

3. Increase Production and Productivity of Agriculture: 

The technology makes the production possible and technological change helps to production 

more with the some resources. The selection of appropriate technology helps to increase the pre-

hectare output in an economy. Further, the increase in agriculture productivity is the main cause of 

agricultural growth in any country. Agricultural productivity only depends upon natural factors like 

rainfall, soil, weather conditions etc. but also the technological factors like technological 

improvements. In the recent years new inputs like HYVP seeds, fertilizers, irrigation, pesticides and 

modem implements have increased the productivity. 

4. The level of income of the farmers: 

The adoption of technology increases the per hectare output. It also leads to greater 

marketable surplus and adds to the gross income of the farmers. Milton M. Shodgrass and Lather T. 

Wallace  points out that, "the effect of technology on the farmer's gross income is adopted, e.g. the 
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farmer who was an, "early adopter" and used hybrid seeds corn before the majority of his neighbours 

did, was able to increase his gross and net income considerably resulting in higher yields per acre 

harvested, his dullar return per acre was higher with relatively little additional cost. However, all 

commercial corn produces hybrid seed corn now; his low yields would lower his income. Thus, the 

adoption of technology increases the income of all types of farmers. 

But an increase in the income is not uniform. 

5. Promotes Marketable Surplus: 

Use of improved inputs in agriculture transformed agriculture from the subsistence level to 

profitable farm business level. The adoption of new technology increases not only the production but 

also the marketable surplus. 

And this is necessary for the growth of the economy. A. S. Kahlon states that, "the recent 

technological breakthrough in agricultural production through seed, fertilizer and revolution has 

accelerated the transformation of the Indian farm economy from subsistence level to a profitable agri-

business with rapid diffusion of new technology. The proportion of marketable surplus rapidly 

increased in these areas, where Wheat revolution was established. So that, the adoption of improved 

inputs in agriculture creates marketable surplus in the economy. 

6. Increase the consumption expenditure of the farmers: 

The adoption of technology in agriculture increases the farm output and farmer's income. The 

increase in the purchasing power of the farmers increases the consumption expenditure. D. R. Arora, 

V. K. Agrawal and A. K. 

Gupta after studying the benefits of "Green Revolution" and social change concluded that, 

"the benefits of Green Revolution were reaped by all sections of the society. Farmers have spent their 

increased income on improving their quality of life. Food habits and clothing pattern have also 

undergone changes in rural Punjab." People have become more conscious of balanced nutritious diet. 

7. Leads to changes in cropping pattern: 

The technological progress brings changes in the cropping pattern. The traditional varieties of 

crops have been substituted by HYVP seeds. The traditional crop cycle and farm practices change the 

farmers go in favour of high value crops rather than the low value crops. The technological change 

pre-supposes assured irrigation facilities. Thus the cropping intensity is increasing. 

8. Promotes the changes in rural economy: 

The technological progress in agriculture brings changes in the socioeconomic and cultural 

life of the rural people. Improvement in rural education, health, life style etc. is related to 

technological change. Further, the technological progress in agriculture can become a means for the 

development of the rural economy. 

 

Conclusion: 

There are number of factors affecting the process of adoption oftechnology. E.O Heady 

explains the causes for slow rate at which farmers adopt technology. They are; lack of knowledge, 

lack of capital, uncertainty regarding productivity, managerial requirements and price ratios and 

economic instability. Economic causes are the importance factors for the slow adoption of the 

technology.The important factors which are affecting the adoption of new technology in agriculture 

e.g. Poor Economic conditions of the farmers, Lack of Education and Extension facilities, 

Uncertainty, Managerial Requirements, Size of the Holdings, Nature of Society etc. 

In a society, where people are educated, intelligent and respective tonew ideas. Adoption of 

technology is very easy. But in a traditional society, where the people are conservative with narrow 

outlook traditions and superstitions the adoption of technology is very slow. C. Rajagopalan and 

Jaspal Singh8 point out that religious beliefs, superstitions, ignorance, expenses on marriages , 

poverty, administrative structure, non-availability of agricultural inputs on reasonable terms, the 
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remunerative and insecure nature of agriculture occupation and jobs, away from home, are same of 

the factors hindering the adoption of technology. The government as well as the NGOs and other 

agencies should make sincere efforts to eradicate these problems which have been existing in the path 

of adoption of technology in agriculture and facilitate individual farmers as well as the society as 

whole to reap the scenario of technological progress in agriculture. Then, it is possible to achieve 

prosperity in agriculture.

Dr. Hans Selye, one of the Leading authorities on the concept of stress described stress as the rate of 

all wear and tear caused by life."  

 The term stress has been derived from technical science where it indicates an excessive and 

detrimental overloading of objects. Selye believed that if sympathetic nervous system and endocrine 

system are activated in a certain way. 'Stress refers to physiological, behavioural, and cognitive 

responses to events appraised as threatening or exceeding one's coping responses and options' 

(Lazarus – 1966). 

 Stress can be positive or negative  (1) Stress is good when situations offers an opportunity to a 

person to gain something. It acts as a motivator for peak performance. (2) Stress is negative when a 

person faces social, physical organizational and emotional problems. 

 

Types of  Stress :- 

 Psychologists categorize stress into three different types. 
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a) Acute Stress :- 

 Acute stress is the most widely experienced one. Since it typically is caused by the daily 

demands and pressures encountered by each one of us.  Acute stress is what actually brings about 

excitement, joy and thrill in our lives. Acute stress occurs only at a very short period of times such as 

vomiting tension, headaches and other psychological or physiological symptoms occurs in this stress. 

b) Episodic Stress :- 

 This type of stress is usually seen in people who make self-inflicted, unrealistic a 

unreasonable demands which get all clamored up and bring too much stress in their attempt to 

accomplish these goals. Episodic stress is also typically observed in people with 'Type A' personality 

which involved being overly competitive, aggressive, demanding and sometimes tense and hostile. 

c) Chronic Stress :- 

 This  stress is dangerous and unhealthy chromic stress tears the life of a person apart his 

mind, body or spirit. This type of stress is brought about by long term exposure to stressors. Such as 

unhappy marriage, traumatic experiences unwanted career or job, stress of poverty relationship 

conflicts, political problems and dysfunctional families. Serious illnesses like stroke, heart attack, 

cancer and psychological problems can originate from chronic stress.  

 

Concept of stress in Ancient Indian culture :- 

 The concept of stress is explained in the traditional texts of Indian culture and condition. The 

body-mind relationship which is the hallmark of modern stress studies was emphasized in the 

Ayurvedic system of medicines. There are two Sanskrit word 'Klesha' and 'Dukha' which 

approximates modern concept of stress. The word  'Klesh'  means cause of pain and are not mental 

processes but are a set of hindering load and our mental process. Dukha  refers to the phenomenon of 

stress itself and 'Klesh' is the stressor aspect.  

 The samakhya system postdates that the keeling of dukha or stress is experienced by the 

individual  in the course of his interaction with the world around him. The samathya  - Yoga system 

mentions three types of stresses namely personal (adhyatmik), situational (adhibhotik) and 

Environmental (adhidevik). 

 The Patanjalis Yogasutra emphasizes the sale of balance, union with endless ultimate and 

freedom from conflict. The concept of homeostasis is complex in the ancient Indian tradition and 

includes the integrated body-mind interacting system. Besides this Gita, charakasamhita  and 

Ayurveda provides an excellent illustration of stress and how it is to be reduced.  

 Budha emphasizes 'abhidhama' a psychological theory which emphasizes that if act is 

motivated by evil mental states. It inevitably leads to stress and pain and if please motive are purse 

happiness follows the actions. 

 

Relationship Between Stress and Health :- 

 In psychology, stress is a feeling of strain and pressure. Small amounts of stress may be 

desired beneficial and even healthy. Positive stress helps improve athletic performance. It also plays a 

factor in motivation, adaptation and reaction to the environment. Excessive amounts of stress, 

however may lead to bodily harm. Stress can increase the risk of strokes, heart attacks, ulcers, 

dwarfism and mental illnesses such as depression. 

 There is likely a connection between stress and health. Theories of the stress health link 

suggest that both cute and chronic stress can cause illness and several studies found such a link. 

 Hans Selye (1930) study the body's response to stress using his experiment on rats; he finds 

repetitive exposure to stressor reduces the body's ability to fight illness. The body response to stress in 

two ways; an enstress scenario will Lead to the release of hormones the 'fight or flight'. Hans Selye 
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(1956) published 'The Stress of Life' Summarizing his research on the physiological consequences of 

stress. 

Stress related diseases can be broadly divided into four categories:- 

1) Gastrointestinal Disorder :- 

 It includes gastrointestinal physiology, peptic ulcer, ulcerative colitis's, irritable bowl 

syndrome etc.  Brady's (1958) studied the relationship between high level stress and high level of 

hormone production that eventually leads to stomach ulcer. 

2) Cardio Vascular Disorder :- 

 It includes cardiovascular physiology, essential hypertension and vasospatic phenomenon. 

Cardiovascular system increase in blood pressure, heart rate, blood fats, increase in blood sugar level 

and appetite. Cobb and Rose (1973) produce evidence to link stress and hypertension. There is also a 

strong link between stress and cardiovascular disorder, such as coronary heart disease (CHB). 

3) Respiratory Disorder :- 

 It includes allergy – bronchial asthma, hyper ventilation. 

4) Musculosketal Disorder :- 

 It includes skin disorders the immune system and psychological manifestation of stress 

response. Glaser and Kie Colt – Glaser (2005) argued that stress can affect the human immune 

system. 

 Williams and co (2003) reported on a study linking personality and stress related diseases. 

Study found type 'A' personality are more restless, impatience and hostile behavior. Type 'B' 

personality are generally more relaxed. Wills (1985) argued that adolescent who experience high level 

of stress are more likely to start smoking  than  their Counterpart whose lives are not so stressful. 

These are some conclusive evidence to support the relationship between stress and health. 

 

Stress Management Through Yoga :- 

 Various techniques in yoga have been documented to help in stress management. These 

techniques work at and individual as well as collective level. Yoga is most recognized from of 

exercise, stretching, aerobic exercise and meditation. The definition of yoga is "to yoke or joint 

together" it integrates the mind and body focusing on balance posture, deep breathing, stretching and 

relation. Yoga evolved from of the Hindu, Jaina and Buddhist religions traditions in India. Yoga alters 

stress response and persons attitude, towards stress along with improving self confidence, increasing 

ones sense of well being and creating a feeling of relaxation and calmness.  

 Patanjali is father of yoga around the sixth century B.C. appeared in the massive epic. The 

Mahabharata written by Sage Vyasa and containing. The Bhagavad Gita Krishna explaining to Arjuna 

about the essence of yoga as practiced in daily lives, use the terms yoga' extensively in a variety of 

ways. In addition to an entire chapter dedicated to traditional yoga practice, including meditation, it 

introduces tress prominent types of yoga.  

i) Karma Yoga :- The yoga of action. 

ii) Bhakti Yoga :- The yoga of devotion 

iii) Jnana Yoga :- The yoga of knowledge. 

 Patanjali introduced Ashtanga a more demanding workout where you constantly move from 

one posture to another. The dimensions of Yoga are :- 

 1) Pranayama  :- (breathing) 

 2) Asana :- (Postures) 

 3) Yama :- (Restraint) 

 4) Niyama :- (healthy observances)  

 5) Pratyahara :- (Sensory withdrawal) 

 6) Dharana :- (Concentration) 
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 7) Dhyana :- (Meditation) 

 8) Samadhi :- (Higher consciousness)  

 

 Yoga can have a positive effect on the parasympathetic nervous system and aid in lowering 

heartbeat and blood pressure. This reduces the demand of the body for oxygen. Yoga can also 

improve digestion. Strengthen immunity, help in effective elimination of toxic wastes and also 

increase lung capacity. Effective use of this practice can also reduce the chances of stress culminating 

in anxiety and depression. 

 So back to stress management, yoga provides a unique way of managing stress through 

pranayama (A birthing technique), in this technique an individual do slow and steady breathing steady 

like inhaling through his one nostril and exhaling through others.

Imagine yourself in successful situation. Continue for five or six breaths. It is calming and the extra 

dose of oxygen increases the brains thinking ability. 

 Finally, Yoga has and is proving itself as 'Stress Management Tool' and now a day it is being 

used in western world too as a major alternative to the offensive allopathic drugs.

So the terms like identity, substance, essence, object, truth are become 

only illusions in contemporary society Technology, especially computers and internet is a strong & powerful 

tool served to eradicate the fixed boundaries of identity and  Nationality.

Critics Say his “ A house for Mr. Biswas  (1961) got 

Noble  Prize for „Suppressed histories‟  He consistently talks about the migrated people and their 

anxiety to establish themselves. He has published over 30 books. Salman Rushdie is a British Indian 

novelist & essayist. He won booker prize in 1981. His works  especially „Midnight‟s Children‟ (1981) 

chiefly concerned with migration & disruption in East-west civilization. Jhumpa Lahiri is a prominent 

Diaspora novelist. Her real name is Nilanjana sudeshana. She wrote a popular novel‟ „The Namesake 

(2003) Her writing is characterized by her” plain language and her character often Indian immigrant 

to America, who must navigate between the cultural values of homeland and their adopted home.

Migration, Nostalgia & Diaspora :

 Century post colonial literature has undergone rapid changes due to emergence of new 

concepts, ideologies, technical and scientific development and many other equally significant issues 

that accelerated the mutual interaction and opened new avenue. Migration is one of the prominent 

factors that has increased the momentum of getting diversified exposure. 

 Diaspora category comes under the broader realm of postcolonial literature, The production 

from previously colonized countries such as Indian Diaspora as a root cause of cultural clash. A 

Diaspora is Greek for “scattering, dispersion” is a scattered population on whose origin lies within a 

smaller geographic locale. It can also refer to the movement of the population from its original home 

land.  

 Nostalgia is associated with a wistful yearning for the past, its personalities, and events, 

especially the “ good old days” or a “warm Childhood” The Scientific literature usually refers to 

nostalgia regarding the past life. This word is formed from two Greek roots Nostos ( returnhome) and 

algia ( Pain) the oxford English Dictionary  defines nostalgia as “ a form of melancholia caused by 

prolonged absence from one‟s home or country. Severe home sickness” we usually find such nostalgic 

condition caused by pain & suffering in writing of Diaspora writers. Their confusion about different 

culture, their fight to establish themselves in different culture is often the main theme of writing in 

Diaspora writer‟s  novel. 

 V.S. Naipaul‟s „A House for Mr. Biswas‟ (1961) is constructed around the facts of his 

father‟s life. It Focuses on the protagonist‟s desperate fight to have  a house of his own to develop an 

authentic identity of Mohan Biswas. He represents the post colonial dilemma. In this novel the whole 

family tries to create “a home away from home” in Trinidad by preserving Indian traditions and 

customs, their attempts turns in to a fiasco. This narrative has been classified to construct on 

imaginary Indian home land of East Indian cultural milieu.  

 The novel opens with the prologue – How terrible it would have been…. To have lived 

without even attempting to lay claim to one‟s portion of the earth, to have lived and died as one has 

been born, unnecessary and unaccommodated. It shows that protagonist‟s struggle to establish himself 

as an authentic persona in an alien land He seems to be alienated, and anxious. So for so that he never 

establishes himself in the course of the incidents in the novel and this the real conflict in multicultural 

post colonial world. It is very heartedly and vividly portrayed by the author. 

 The themes of family, writing & food are also dominant in this novel. They are closely 

interlinked with each other. Mohun Biswas feels alien with his sons at one level but equally enough 

the writing keeps him being touched with them. Food plays an important role over which family 

quarrels with each other and finds their unprotected self every time.   

 Like V.S. Naipaul Salman Rushdie also presents conflicts of inner world of Diaspora and 

Nostalgia. His novel Midnight‟s children‟(1981) depicts the political turmoil through his protagonist 

saleem Sinai. Saleem presents the magic realism and an immigrant out look. He is perhaps most 
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important writer of the present time. His significant and controversial literary interventions in debates 

of postcolonial culture and contemporary south Asian Islamic are matched by the contribution he has 

made to postmodern literature in the west. He has written transnational, inter-lingual, Cross-cultural 

novels. Salman Rushdie has described cultural clash in his each & every novel. Saleem Sinai 

protagonist of midnight‟s children” said to have possessed “Magical Power” since he was born at 

midnight of Indian Independence Day. He fights between East and west. This novel has been argued 

that the „body‟ of difference or other is central to the European countries. He is highly self-conscious, 

and aggressive. His literally  „disintegrated and fissured‟ body from which history pours out is an 

illusion to the underlying political fragmentation and fissiparous  tendencies of India‟s political past 

and present which have continued to the making of its history. In fact fragmentation is a bone of 

Indian society. Saleem is linked to history by different modes of connection, through the manifold 

relations. The sensibility is the new dynamism of power relation in which politics and selfhood, 

empire and psychology prove to be profoundly interrelated.  

 Rusdie‟s statement „ Commonwealth literature does not exist‟ in his critical essay Imaginary 

homelands (1992) clearly shows that „beginning of new age‟  which literature is an avoidable 

interconnected and avoids oversimplification. Midnight‟s children is a self reflexive novel He 

employs nation as a family allegory with diverse children with multitude of languages, culture, 

regions & religions to show there is no imaginary homeland or Utopian  land can exist. Every person 

must have to live with surrounding and environment in which he exist. His identity is provisional and 

open to multitude signification.  

Jhumpa lahiri‟s debut short story collection „Interpreter of Maladies‟ ( 1999) won the 2000 

Pulitzer prize for fiction, and her first novel, „The Namesake‟ (2003) was adopted into the popular 

film of the same name. She is an American author. She in her short stories depicts the dilemmas in the 

lives of Indians or Indian immigrants with themes such as marital difficulties, the bereavement over a 

stillborn child and the disconnection between first and second generation United States immigrants. 

In The Namesake (2003) the story spans over 30 years in the life of the Ganguli family. The 

Calcutta born parents immigrated as young adults to United States, where their children Gogol and 

Sonia, grow up experiencing the constant generational and cultural gap with their parents. „Gogol‟ is 

the main character of novel. His real name is Nikhil but due to difficulties occurs regarding this Indian 

name in the context of American Society, Gogol is the best choice considered by his family. Actually 

Gogol represents the anxiety disorder since he has to fill the gap between Indian tradition especially 

the Bengalian tradition and ever sustaining modern American Socio-cultural world. Loss of identity, 

self and other, hybridity, linguistic as well as non linguistic differences are the main issues in The 

Namesake.  

At the starting of the novel the Ganguli family immigrates to America. Ashoke & Ashima 

gave birth to baby boy at Massachussette hospital from there to the end the reader find the Gogol‟s 

unsuccessful attempts to find his identity and his anxiety and disorder to cope with American and 

Indian cultural clashes. Diaspora & Nostalgia  often lead to the hoping of imaginary world that is 

Utopia or Imaginary home lands in words of salman Rushdie. 

It was „Orientalism‟ (1978) by Edward said and Frantz Fanon‟s „Black skin White Mask‟ 

(1952) opened the canon of literature. Jacques Derrida French Philosopher coned the term 

„deconstruction‟ and said „there is nothing out side the text‟ since then culture of literature is held as 

signifier „literary culture‟ which slides endlessly in search of a signified among innumerable 

alternatives. The terms like „Cyborg‟ and „mestiza‟ be come dominant. They have no identity, no 

essence and nationality. 
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Conclusion – 

Studies in post colonial and postmodern literature showed that there are no clear cut 

boundaries defining fixed entities. So identity crisis though a big problem seems to become soluble in 

technological cybernetic world.  Each and every identity in the world become a global identity. This 

global identity has only provisional meaning among innumerable alternatives & disseminated 

signifiers.

Introduction:   

                      India is a country known for unity in diversity. It is a country with racial, religious, 

ethnic, and linguistic variety. Our country‟s union government is formed by 28 states and 7 union 

territories. Though all the states and union territories are unified and governed by the central 

government they are different from each other in socio cultural set up. Out of 28 states Maharashtra   

is peculiar state where we also find socio-cultural variety like our country. Basically diversity is an 

important characteristic of our country. Since past thousands of years, caste systems is existing in our 

country. This caste   system divides people from one another and creates its own existence.  

 

Origin of Caste System in ‗Varna‘ System: 

There are four varnas known as Brahmin, Kshatriya, Vaishya and Shudras. It is said that these 

four varnas turned into approximately four thousands castes and subcastes. Out of these four varnas 

Shudra is known as the lowest of the varnas and again in Shudras there are two types of classes of 

Shudras categorized as   Shudras and Atishudras. According to our great reformer Mahatma Phule, 

other   backward classes are included in the category of Shudras and the category, specified as 

untouchable are included in the category of  Atishudras. 

 

Chhatrapati Shahu Maharj: The Originator of Reservation Policy 

Since past thousands of year the class of Shudras and Atishudras are deprived   of their right 

to education, property and religion. They were bound by various socio- cultural restrictions. 

Chhatrapati Shahu Maharaj of Kolhapur for the first time has tried to set these classes free from all 

social, economic and religious restrictions.  

For the first time in India in 1902 in his princely state Kolhapur, he has declared 50% 

reservation as a policy to the backward classes and sown the seeds of reservation. Due to his great 

contribution regarding reservation policy, Chhatrapati Shahu Maharj is known as the Originator of 

Reservation Policy.     

 

Other Backward Classes: 

Other Backward Classes is known as one of the important and large backward class. Like SC 

and STs the OBC class is also deprived of right to education, religion and property and is bound by 

social religious and economic restrictions. This OBC class is spread throughout the country. While 

studying the OBC class Mandal Commission has found 3473 sub OBC castes in India whereas, there 

are 346 OBC castes are found in Maharashtra 

 

Formation of Mandal Commission  :   

The Prime Minister Shri. Morarji Desai of Janta party on 1st January 1979 appointed 

Backward Classes Commission under the chairmanship of Bindeshwari Prasad Mandal to give 

reservation to other backward classes as per the basis of Sc, St Castes .And this Commission is known 

as The “Mandal Commission”

This commission prepared the report by using social, economic as well as 11 other criteria. 

The population of 1931 is used as the basis to form the report. In Dec. 1980 with number of 

recommendations the Commission submitted the report to the government of India. But it was not 

implemented by the central government. During the regime of the Prime Minister V.P. Singh in 1990 

the government has implemented the report of the Commission.  And thus backward classes have got 

their due right of reservation. 

But at the time of implementation of this commission‟s reservation policy of backward 

classes, it has created lot of controversies. But fortunately the Supreme Court considering the natural 

right to the backward classes and equality has passed orders to apply 27% reservation to OBCs in 

public sectors. From that date Mandal Commission is implemented in its real sense. 

 

Research Methodology   

             In this research paper researcher have handled secondary data methodology. He has referred 

many government‟s documents, public papers, and publications related to subjects.  

Review of Literature: 

             Before stating relevance of the research work a brief review of published and unpublished 

research on the related subject is essential. University researchers in Sociology, History and Political 

Science have produced remarkable contribution on the Mandal Commission and its political economic 

and social implications. 

1.Adhav, Baba A wel-known social reformer and social thinker, in 1991 at pune has produced his 

strong feelings about obc reservation. In his article „Mandal Ayogachya Shifarashiche Bhavitavya‟ 

he expresses fear about the implementation of commission for OBC category. He has drawn 

conclusion that these recommendations shall have good effect on the progress of society. It is 

published in „Samaj Prabodhan‟ journal. He used secondary data and analyzed it.  Its editor is 

Shantaram Garud. 

2.Gupta,Asha. In 2013 in  her article published in Man In India ISSN no 0025-1569 which title is 

„Why need of reservation policy in India‟ .She focused on the need of mandal  commission for 

poor and needy OBc People and also clarified that how the commission solved many problem of 

poor people. It‟s Editor is Prof. Vijay Jha (Delhi). 

 

Objectives of The Study:  

A.To Study the impact of provisions of Mandal Commission on the Other Backward Classes in 

India. 

B.To focus in detail of recommendations of mandal commission for Other Backward Classes. 

C.To study the OBCs Social and Economical Condition. 

 

Recommendations of Mandal Commission  

1. Reservations 

           One such change in the attitude of the ruling elite pertains to the provision of reservation in 

Government service and educational institutions for the candidates of Other Backward Classes. It is 

generally argued that looking to the large population of OBCs (52%), recruitment of a few thousand 

OBCs every year against reserved vacancies is not going to produce any perceptible impact on their 

general condition. On the other hand, the induction of a large proportion of employees against 

reserved vacancies will considerably impair the quality and efficiency of the Government services. It 

is also stated that the benefits of such reservations will be skimmed off by those sections of OBCs 

which are already well off and the really backward sections will be left high and dry. Another 

argument advanced against this approach is that the policy of large scale reservations will cause great 
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heart burning to those meritorious candidates whose entry into services will be barred as a result 

thereof. 

All the above arguments are based on fairly sound reasoning. But these are also arguments 

advanced by the ruling elite which is keen on preserving its privileges. Therefore, like all such 

reasoning, it is based on partisan approach. By the same token, while illuminating some immediate 

areas of concern it tends to ignore much larger issues of national importance, the population of OBCs, 

both Hindu and non-Hindu, is around 52% of the total population of India. Accordingly, 52% of all 

posts under the Central Government should be reserved for them. But this provision may go against 

the law laid down in a number of Supreme Court judgements wherein it has been held that the total 

quantum of reservation under Articles 15(4) and 16(4) of the Constitution should be below 50%. In 

view of this, the proposed reservation for OBCs would have to be pegged at a figure which when 

added to 22 5% for SCs and STs, remains below 50%. In view of this legal constraint, the 

Commission is obliged to recommend a reservation of 27% only, even though their population is 

almost twice this figure 

States which have already introduced reservations for OBCs exceeding 27% will remain unaffected 

by this recommendation. With the above general recommendation regarding the quantum of 

reservation, the Commission proposes the following over-all scheme of reservation for OBCs. 

2.Educational Concessions: 

Various State governments are giving a number of educational concessions to Other 

Backward Class students like the exemption of tuition fees, free supply of books and clothes, mid-dav 

meals, special hostel facilities, stipends, etc. These concessions arc all right as far as they go But they 

do not go far enough. What is required is, perhaps, not so much the provision of additional funds as 

the framing of integrated schemes for creating the proper environment ami incentives for serious and 

purposeful studies. 

It is well known that most backward class children are irregular and indifferent students and 

their drop-out rate is very high. There are two main reasons for this. First, these children are brought 

up in the climate of extreme social and cultural deprivation and, consequently, a proper motivation for 

schooling is generally lacking. Secondly, most of these children come from very poor homes and their 

parents are forced to press them into doing small chores from a very young age. 

             While implementing the provision for reservation it should also be ensured that the 

Candidates who are admitted against the reserved quota are enabled to derive full benefit of higher 

studies. It has been generally noticed that these OBC students coming from an impoverished cultural 

background, are not able to keep abreast with other students. It is, therefore, very essential that special 

coaching facilities are arranged for all such students in our technical and professional instituations. 

The concerned authorities should clearly appreciated that their job is not finished once candidates 

against reserved quota have been admitted to various institutions. . 

3.Financial Assistance 

Vocational communities following hereditary occupations have suffered heavily as result of 

industrialization. Mechanical production and introduction of synthetic materials has robbed the 

Village potter, oil-crusher, black smith, carpenter, etc. of their traditional means of livelihood and the 

pauperization of these classes is a well known phenomenon in the countryside. It has, therefore, 

become very necessary that suitable institutional finance and technical assistance is made available to 

such members of village vocational communities who want to set up small scale industries on their 

own. Similar assistance should be provided to those promising OBC candidates who have obtained 

special vocational training of course, most State Governments have created various financial and 

technical agencies for the promotion of small and medium scale industries. But it is well known that 

only the more influential members of the community are able to derive benefits from these agencies. 

In view of this it is very essential that separate financial institutions for providing financial and 
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technical assistance are established for the backward classes. Some state Governments like Karnataka 

and Andhra Pradesh have already set up separate financial corporations, etc. for OBCs. 

             Cooperative societies of occupational groups will also help a lot. But due care should be taken 

that all the office-bearers and members of such societies belong to the concerned hereditary 

occupational groups and outsiders are not allowed to exploit them by infiltrating into such 

cooperatives. The share of OBCs in the industrial and business life of the country is negligible and 

this partly explains their extremely low income levels. As a part of its overall strategy to uplift the 

backward classes, it is imperative that all State Governments are suitably advised and encouraged to 

create a separate network of financial and technical institutions to foster business and industrial 

enterprise among OBCs. 

4.Structural  Changes 

             Reservations in government employment institutions, as also all possible financial assistance 

will remain mere palliatives unless the problem of backwardness is tackled at its root Bulk of the 

small land-holders, tenants, agricultural labor, impoverished village artisans, unskilled workers, etc. 

belong to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes "Apart from social 

traditions, the dominance by the top peasantry is exercised through recourse to informal bondage 

which arises mainly through money-lending, leasing out of small bits of land and providing house 

sites and dwelling space to poor peasants. 

             The Commission, therefore, strongly recommends that all the State governments should be 

directed to enact and implement progressive land legislation so as to effect basic structural changes in 

the existing production relations in the countryside. At present, surplus land is being allotted to SCs 

and STs. A part of the surplus land becoming available in future as a result of the operation of land 

ceiling laws, etc, should also be allotted to the OBC landless labor. 

5. Miscellaneous 

(1)Certain sections of some occupational communities like fishermen, Banjaras, Bansforas. Khatwes. 

etc, still suffer from the stigma of untouchability in some parts of the country, They have been listed 

as OBCs by the Commission, but their inclusion in the lists of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes 

may be considered by the Government. 

(2)Backward Classes Development Corporation should be set up both at the Central and State levels 

to implement various socio-educational and economic measures for their Advancement. 

(3) A separate Ministry/Department for OBCs at the Center and the States should be created to 

safeguard their interests. 

(4)With a view to giving better representation to certain very backward sections of OBCs like the 

Gaddis in Himacal Pradesh, Fishermen in the coastal areas. Gujjars in J&K, it is recommended that 

areas of their concentration may be carved out into separate constituencies at the time of delimitation.  

 

Conclusion:  

             In this way at present, no Central Assistance is available to any State government for 

implementing any welfare measures for Other Backward Classes. The 28 States and Union Territories 

which have undertaken such measures have to provide funds from their own resources. During the 

commission's tour, practically every State Government pointed out that unless the Center is prepared 

to liberally finance all special schemes for the upliftment of OBCs, it will be beyond the available 

resources of the States to undertake any worthwhile program for the benefit of Other Backward 

Classes. 

             The Commission  fully shares the views  of the  State  governments  in this  matter and 

strongly recommends  that  all  development  programs for OBCs. 
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Culture Conflict in African English Poetry

Introduction: 

 The fourth edition of „The Penguin Book of Modern African Poetry‟ assures that „poetry has 

always been foremost of the arts in traditional Africa. It has continued to compete for primacy against 

the newer forms of prose fiction and theatre drama. Even the African novelists (unlike their Western 

equivalents) often fill their narratives with songs, myths and dreams. There are some of the poems 

that come straight from the front line, like those of Mvulawa Nangolo, Makuzayi Massaki or the late 

Christopher Okigbo, who was killed in action soon after his horn pawed goodbye in „Elegy for Alto‟. 

Other voices sing of the pains of exile or the anguish of imprisonment. But there is much here that 

celebrates human love, the abundance of African nature, the surprises of life, the ironies of folly or 

self-delusion. Laughter resounds as well as tears. No anthology can hope to do more than stimulate 

the hunger to read and discover more. It must point rather than define, and trust that it has pointed 

aright‟. This article throws light on the select poetry of those black poets who reflect cultural conflict 

through their poems. As a writer of this article I am sure, it will definitely be a source of information 

for the upcoming aspirants studying the field of cultural conflict. 

 

 Oswald Mtshali (b. 1940): The Africans who were actually dependents on their masters, 

struggled hard for their own houses to build and live in. Their wishes to be equal as others is 

reflected through Mtshali‟s poem – „Inside My Zulu Hut‟. The poet says the Zulu hut is full of 

possessions, stylish customisations, and transformations that follow naturally from being lived. It 

speaks of its occupant‟s daily duties, sense of aesthetics, influence from traditional culture, and 

practical solutions. The poem shows the various ways the human interacts with his surroundings 

as well as how nature provides for his self-preserving, intellectual, and creative impulses. Thus 

his poem attests to both the simplicity and the complexity that help to create any person‟s feeling 

of homeliness. It shows the attachment of African people to their houses. His „Ride upon the 

Death Chariot‟ and „The Birth of Shaka‟are other famous poems. 

 

 Don Mattera (b. 1935): The poet who has real life experience of exploitation, suppression and 

depression, expresses his feelings through his poem – „The Poet Must Die‟. His poetry is an attack 

on the apartheid system in the society. In his biography entitled „Memory is the Weapon‟, he says 

„Sophiatown also had its beauty; picturesque and intimate like most ghettos… Mansions and 

quaint cottages… stood side by side with rusty wood-and-iron shacks, locked in a poor, the 

exploiters and the exploited, all knitted together in a colourful fabric that ignored race or class 

structures.‟ Thus „multiracial fabric‟ did not conform to the separatist policies of apartheid and so 

the suburb was destroyed and the people forcibly removed. He expresses this in following words 

thus:  

„The poet must die 

 His murmuring threatens their survival 

 His breath could start the revolution; 

 He must be destroyed.‟ 

„Departure‟, „Sobukwe‟ and „I Have Been Here Before‟ are his other famous creations. 
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 Mazisi Kunene (b.1932): This South Africa born poet wrote and published his poetry from very 

early of his age. His works are famous in his native language i.e. Zulu. Later they are translated 

into English. His poetry was banned in 1966 as it is full of attacking features on contemporary 

apartheid system. He is the first poet laureate of South Africa. He is a popular twentieth century 

African poet and even other European languages. His four collections are still considered as 

classics and major imaginative creations in African literature.Through the poems such as „The 

Echoes‟ and „Elegy‟he explores the cosmology and mythology of his Zulu heritage from a 

universal perspective. Much of his poetry is imbued with themes that touch on history, family, 

legacy, and the importance of the ancestors, worded in innovative language and steeped in vision 

that make his writing unique. 

 Syl Cheney-Coker (b.1945): Exile, a common form of exploitation, is one of the themes in 

African poetry.  Coker‟s poetry is tinged with the anxiety of his perennially uncertain status, 

dealing both with exile and with the precariousness of living as an intellectual in Sierra Leone, 

one of the regions in Africa. The poet himself has spent the majority of his adulthood outside of 

his country. He has composed poems like „The Brotherhood of Man‟, „The Philosopher‟ and „The 

Tin Gods‟. He is concerned always with how he will be read, his poems are radical and ardent, but 

also erudite and allusive, which can distract a reader from his ideological project. He has been 

called as one of the more western-influenced African poets by his critics. His anthology entitled, 

„The Graveyard Also Has Teeth‟ (1980) is very famous. 

 Leopold Sedar Senghor (b.1906): He was born in Senegal. He is a devoted poet to the Negritude 

movement. He started by the French-speaking black intellecutals that looked at accepting the fact 

that one was black and that the fact came with its own history, values and culture and sought to 

acquaint all people of African descent with freedom and dignity. In his poem, „Night of Sine‟ he 

looks at the subtleties of his culture and embodies them in the image of womanhood, with soft 

hands, singing a song, not quite lullaby. Throughout the poem, he emphasizes on the darkness 

around, in blood, the night that caresses him in the smoke-filled hut and in the great depths of 

sleep, but he speaks of these in honour of what is heritage is, what Africa in his articulation of the 

magnificence of Negritude.„Prayer to Masks‟, „I Will Pronounce Your Name‟, „Blues‟, „What 

Dark Tempestuous Night‟, „You Held the Black Face‟ and „Be Not Amazed‟ are his other famous 

poems. 

 Ben Okri (b. 1959): Elegies means the poems written to express lamentation on someone‟s death. 

Okri‟s„An African Elegy‟ is but a figurative one. The poet is lamenting the death of a part of 

himself. The opening stanza of the poem creates a symbolic landscape full of exotic African 

creatures such wildebeests, zebras, elephants, and okapi, a giraffe-like animal found in the Congo. 

Swahili are part of the Bantu peoples of Eastern and Central Africa. Duncan makes an explicit 

connection between the „marvelous‟ jungle in which the animals live and the „mind‟s/ natural 

jungle‟. „Marvelous‟ primarily has a positive meaning here, but it picks up less benign 

associations as the poem develops. The preparation and hunting rituals engaged in by the 

Congolese men and women create a strange and ominous atmosphere in which death is 

omnipresent. Thus Ben Okri has perfectly describes the cultural atmosphere in the regions in the 

African outskirts. The poet has contributed with his few more famous poems such as „The 

Incandescence of the Wind‟, „On Edge of Time Future‟, and „And If You Should Leave Me‟. 

 Wole Soyinka (b.1934): Nigerian poet, who produced a wonderful poem – „Death in the Dawn‟ 

is a free-verse poem in seven stanzas having thirty-five lines. But we find various lyrical qualities 

in his poems such as a sense of monologue, an address to the reader as a „traveller‟, a narrative 

account of life as a journey, its introspective conclusion about the self.  The title is a paradoxical 

one. Death might be expected to take place in the evening. It announces the contradictory 

concepts the poem will explore. Any concept implies its opposite, but in fact two deaths do occur 
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during this dawn. Soyinka provides a prose headnote describing the occasion that apparently gave 

rise to the composition, the actual setting on a road into Lagos, Nigeria, and a summary of the two 

accidents causing the deaths of a white cockerel and a human being. Thus Soyinka tries to show 

African culture, its customs and other features to the reader.  

„Massacre, October „66‟ exemplifies poets views on religion in many ways. Although he 

identifies as an Atheist, he was raised as a Christian and was surrounded by the Yoruba religion 

while he was growing up. Wole Soyinka reflects a fine African culture by giving his opinion on 

religion. He says, „All these religions are just metaphors for the strategy of man coping with the 

vast unknown.‟ Thus, it makes sense that he would incorporate multiple – as many as possible – 

religions into his poetry, showing respect and understanding for each one. 

 Christopher Okigbo (1932-67): The style, tone and techniques used in his „Come Thunder‟ are 

much like modernist poets. But the rhythm in it is non-English. His abundant use of plosive 

sounds, in words and lines give a pattern to the poem. The poem has an onomatopoeic effect 

which is in tune with the main motif of the poem. In his poem, „Sacrifice‟the poet tries to express 

his feelings and attitudes towards his religious and metaphysical experience in his life. The 

persona in the poem is trying to appease the gods and the metaphysical or spiritual emotions of 

his African tradition. „Heavensgate‟ (1961), „Limits‟ (1962), „Lament of the Drums‟ (1964), 

„Distances‟ (1964), and „Path of Thunder‟ are Okigbo‟s most famous anthologies. There is much 

tenderness in evocation of the poet‟s physical environment, family relations and the religious 

denomination. These are the three factors that dominate in his „Heavensgate‟. 

 Ouologuem Yambo (1940): „When Negro Teeth Speak‟ is the only poem produced by Yambo. 

He uses vivid imagery and criticism to send message to the reader about how awful we can treat 

each other based on something that one person has that stands out from others. Sarcasm is often 

used throughout the poem not because Ouologuem is trying to create a joke-full situation but to 

help the reader understand how ridiculous it is put down people for certain characteristics that 

most of us also have in common. He uses repetition of the phrase „Hoorah for tomatoes‟ to show 

to the reader how much the speaker, after tortured for so long, does not care about what abuse is 

to come next. The poet‟s agitation is expressed through the speaker when he says „People see I 

have red gums… But who has white ones‟ to explain to the reader just how ignorant the 

accusations of African culture are. The speaker uses sarcasm in „say I gobble up tourists… Boiled 

or grilled… So I said which is it grilled or boiled‟ to show that these rumours are so ridiculous 

that it‟s becoming a joke to say for the speaker.  

The poet claims there that his culture is great and no one insults tourists visiting their 

country. The tourists visiting Africa see the red gums and the big bellies of fact we all have red 

gums and the African people have their bellies swollen due to not enough food to eat. These 

tourists tell stories of how scary of how the African culture is cannibalistic and scary.  The poet 

thus is not ready to accept false charges upon him or his country. The story of an African man 

getting blamed for his looks tell the reader what kind of uncaring society we live in. The tourists 

are a representation for the African people constantly being taken over by foreign governments 

and treated less than humans.  

 

Conclusion:  

The African poetry has its roots deep into the history from Spartacus to the present day.  Each 

poet drills the same thing from this or that way i.e. their exploitation, relation between blacks and 

whites, oppressor and oppressed, colonizers and colonized. The modern poets still write on the theme 

which simply means their wounds are not yet healed but are afresh in their hearts. Dennis Brutus in 

his „Nightsong: City‟ still pines for the same. Gabriel Okara‟s„Once Upon A Time‟ indicates the fake 

faces of the whites and emasculation of the blacks who are pure at their hearts and know very well 
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how to treat others. African poetry is a best source for the study of cultural conflict. It is a way to 

learn humanity and treat everyone as a human being.

 Abstract 

 All over the world human being is facing various conflicts. It is with religion, terrorism, corruption, 

environment. It is for survival, for rights and freedom, for equality and there is conflict with self also. Literature 

reflects these conflicts in various forms. Writers present it in its original forms with all colours of human life. 

Globalization has produced new patterns of migration and provoked divergent responses worldwide. The 

relationship between place and identity has become global phenomenon in literature. For livelihood migration 

become iron law of life. It uproots man from his native land and it becomes difficult to become one with new 

soil. There starts conflict of adjustment, struggle to survive and fight with new environment to settle 

The Namesake, Lahiri‟s first novel, was published in 2003. She was praised for her deft portrayal of 

the immigrant experience and her characters again deal with complex issues of cultural and generational gaps. 

Gogol Ganguli, the novel‟s main character, is a young man negotiating the divide between his parents‟ 

traditional Indian roots and his own American identity. The Namesake introduces many of the themes that will 

go on to shape the narrative: immigration, naming, literature, train travel, and re-birth. Lahiri‟s narrator, 

writing in the third-person, describes the inner thoughts of Ashima and Ashoke, two recent immigrants to the 

United States, whose child will be born an American, separated from ancestral and linguistic ties to Calcutta, 

and to Bengali culture in India 

 

Introduction 

             The Namesake concerns the immigrant experience of a Bengali Hindu couple, the Gangulis, 

who move to the U.S. from Kolkata in the Indian state of West Bengal, and their two American-born 

children son Gogol, the protagonist of the story, and daughter Sonali. The Namesake is the first novel 

by Indian born author Jhumpa Lahiri. This novel focuses on immigrant experience, the clash of 

cultures, problems of immigrants. Ganguli family of Calcutta goes America and settles in Cambridge, 

Massachusetts. Though they live in America, they follow Indian customs and traditions. Same they 

expect from their children. But they follow American culture. Ashima and Ashoke send their children 

to Bengali language and culture classes. They love Bengali language. They feel stranger, insecure in 

foreign land. They are worried about future of child Gogol also feel alienated due to his typical name. 

That alienation brings loneliness. Jhumpa Lahiri presented the universal human conflict for existence, 

conflict in multi-faced cultures, social inequality, violent, political situations. Loneliness, foreignness 

is predicament of human being.  

 

Being Foreigner 

             At one important juncture Ashima herself confesses that “For being foreigner is as sort of 

lifelong pregnancy- a perpetual wait, a constant burden, a continuous feeling out of sort” [49]. Within 

some days body learns adaptation but there is constant struggle in mind. There is big psychological 

conflict. Ashima remembers her family when she in hospital for delivery. It would have been different 

picture in India. She would have been surrounded by family members to welcome new baby. After 

birth of baby there is naming ceremony. Clash between Indian and American culture is reflected. In 

India there is custom of giving pet name for informal use and another name for formal use. Ashima 

and Ashok are waiting for name from grandmother but they could not wait as they have to provide a 

name on birth certificate. The struggle the parents  with the name symbolizes disconnect and distance 

Ashima and Ashoke feel with the rest of the world. They feel close to neither new home nor the one 

they left behind. When Gogol starts Kindergarten he wants to continue his same name but his parents 
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give him new name for school which he doesn‟t want to use. When he becomes of 14 he likes new 

name „Nikhil‟ and he confidently tells his name and kisses his girlfriend. 

 

Language Barrier 

             Language is part and parcel of culture. It becomes barrier of communication and source of 

struggle . When Ashima and Ashok arrive at hospital for Gogol‟s birth she has been given a bed 

Ashima looks for her husband but he has stepped behind the curtain around her bed. He says, “I‟ll be 

back,” in Bengali, a language nobody speaks. The words the American husbands at the hospital speak 

to their wives demonstrates the culture barrier between India and the United States. They say that they 

love their wives and comfort them with intimate words, while Ashima knows that she and Ashoke 

will not exchange those types of words since “this is not how they are.” It reflects difference in culture 

of India and America. Ashima feels alienated  and alone after party. She feels lonely suddenly 

horribly, permanently alone.  She sobs for her husband. She does not feel happy to be in America. She 

feels emptiness in her life as her husband was not with her. 

Due to language barrier Ashima and Ashoke could not become one with foreign environment 

its tradition and culture. They feel stranger, alienated. Ashima does not want her child to raise in “a 

country where she is related to no one, where she knows so little” she want to go back to her country. 

Ashima feels alieneated. it is compared to “ a sort of lifelong pregnancy because it is a perpetual wait, 

a constant burden, a continuous feeling out of sorts … something that elicits the same curiosity from 

strangers, the same combination of pity and respect.” Alienation gives birth to loneliness. Even Gogol 

feels lonely because of his name. 

             Time continues to pass, and Ashima and Ashoke realize they have been living in America for 

ten years. They begin following more and more American customs, like buying a barbeque and 

celebrating secular versions of Christian holidays. The Gangulis begin to eat American food, wear 

ready-made American clothes, and buy other American products, like disposable razors and pens 

 

Pattern of Customs 

            Gogol notices that children in school occasionally make fun of his name, and he starts to feel 

self-conscious of its “strangeness.” His father, one night in the house, tells Gogol that their last name, 

Ganguli, is itself a shortened version, supplied by the occupying British, of their full Bengali name, 

Gangopadhyay. In sixth grade, Gogol goes on a school field trip to rural New England; they make a 

detour in an old cemetery, and do “rubbings” with charcoal of the names on gravestones, as a lesson 

in local history. Some students find names resembling their own; Gogol is aware that his name will 

not be present. When he brings home his rubbing from the gravestones, Gogol is surprised that his 

mother is upset, since she believes that, according to Bengali custom, it is morbid and sacrilegious to 

make art among the dead. Indeed, in Calcutta it is custom to burn, not bury, bodies. Ashima gives 

Gogol back the rubbing, refusing to hang it in the kitchen. Gogol keeps it upstairs, hidden. There is 

difference between thinking of son and of parents. There is modern and forward pattern of customs in 

the mind of Gogol. It is very much different from his parents whose thinking is emotional and soft. 

 

Approach towards Marriage 

             Gogol celebrates his fourteenth birthday twice. His first is an “American” celebration: 

watching a basketball game with school friends (of different backgrounds) at home, eating pizza and 

ice cream. The second is a large, formal, Bengali affair, for which his mother prepares lamb curry and 

Dozens of Bengali friends from the greater Boston area arrive at the home, including one 

girl Moushumi, whose family has come to the region from England, where they lived 

previously. Moushumi rejects all Indian suitors with whom her parents tried to match her up. It is 

difficult and horrible for to marry someone who doesn‟t love her. Gogol loves her but their marriage 
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doesn‟t last long. They decide to divorce. There is difference between Bengali and American 

approach towards marriage. Ashima thinks “Fortunately they have not considered it their duty to stay 

married as the Bengalis do.” Americans look for individual freedom and happiness. They don‟t have 

values as patience, commitment in married life. Ashima is devoted traditional woman who gives 

priority to happiness of her family and easily does sacrifice of her own needs.  

             Ashima and Ashoke attempt to cling onto Indian culture and try to shun American. Their 

feeling of isolation exacerbates when there is death of relatives in India. A country, like person, can 

have a great personality, be part of many meaningful memories. It plays a large role in one‟s life. 

Gradually they learn and follow American culture. They celebrate Chrismas, Thanksgiving. Gogol‟ 

life journey reflects distance from his origin. His parents tried to bridge gap. It is said” He had spent 

years maintaining distance from his origins: his parents, in bridging that distance as best they could. 

Unlike his parents Gogol goes out his way to avoid his Indian culture. It was wish of his parents that 

he should settle down with Indian Woman. He always remains away from parents and their 

expectations. He never embraces culture of parents.    

 

Conflict between Cultures 

             It is to be noted that their serious conflict between two cultures. One culture is American 

which is followed by Gogol‟s generation. Second culture is in the mind of Ashoke and Ashima which 

is Indian. In fact Gogol likes his name but he pretends to be Nikhil and goes to make identity with 

new name. in his mind he cherishes his old name. He realizes that it is futile to run away from his 

roots.” Without people in the world to call him Gogol, no matter how long he himself lives, Gogol 

Ganguli will, once and for all, vanish from the lips of loved ones, and so, cease to exit. Yet the 

thought of this eventual demise provides no sense of victory, no solace. It provides no solace at all.” It 

shows that Gogol as hard as tried to run away from his family and Indian culture, was bound by an 

invisible thread to India and its customs. Despite the influence of pop culture, white girlfriends and a 

name change, Gogol couldn‟t escape. In his mind there remains memory of his past. Though tries to 

separate himself from his Indian origin it comes in front of him again and again. There is constant 

struggle for identity. Name brings burden and creates dilemma in his mind. 

 

Issues of Diaspora 

             It has been rightly said that one can take person out of his country but not the country out of 

his mind. A good writer is one who assimilates both cultures- of his native and land of his present 

living- and makes a multi-cultural commitment to transcend the individual consciousness and thereby 

achieves universality. Jhumpa Lahiri born in London, England, to mother Tapati and father Amar, a 

Bengali couple who immigrated to the United Kingdom from Calcutta, India. Lahiri's father, a 

university librarian, opted to relocate to the United States for work, eventually settling in South 

Kingstown, Rhode Island, when she was still a small child. Lahiri has traveled extensively to India 

and has experienced the effects of colonialism there as well as experienced the issues of the diaspora 

as it exists. She feels strong ties to her parents' homeland as well as the United States and England. 

Growing up with ties to all three countries created in Lahiri a sense of homelessness and an inability 

to feel accepted. Lahiri explains this as an inheritance of her parents' ties to India, "It's hard to have 

parents who consider another place "home"-even after living abroad for 30 years, India is home for 

them. At first, it appears that The Namesake is a novel “about” the Bengali-American experience. Of 

course, Ashima and Ashoke feel out of place when they move to Cambridge. And Ashima feels again 

out of place when the family relocates to the suburbs of Boston, just as Ashima was becoming 

accustomed to her Cambridge neighborhood. But, by the end of the novel, it becomes clear that 

Lahiri‟s point is much larger. It is not that Bengalis experience a feeling of “outsider-ness” when they

The purpose of present study is to explore the impact of modernization and changing nature of 

traditional rural society of Kolhapur district. Modernization is considered a transition from traditional towards 

modern society. Thus it affects the socio – cultural patterns of the society. The universe of the present study was 

Kolhapur district and a convenient sampling technique was used to extract a sample of 45 respondents from the 

whole population.

The Study Area: The empirical area for the research paper study is Kolhapur district of Maharashtra 

state. 

 

Materials And Methods:

The present paper attempts to study mother-daughter conflict in Alice Munro‟s three short stories from 

her anthology Run Away (2004). Nobel laureate Alice Munro is a Canadian short story writer who has always 

portrayed complexities of human nature and conflicts in relationships. The three stories selected for the study 

are known as Juliet trilogy and reflect on the journey of the protagonist Juliet from a daughter, wife and 

mother. The stories particularly focus on the estranged relationship of Juliet with her mother and daughter. 

Munro presents psychological conflict among three generations. The present paper studies how Juliet, her 

mother, and her daughter have the emotional conflict and react differently in the similar situation.  

Key Words: Complexities of Human relationship,  estranged relationship, psychological conflict.  

 

Alice Munro, the most celebrated short story writer of Canada, is the recipient of innumerable 

prestigious prizes and honours such as Nobel Prize for literature of 2013 and Man Booker Prize of 

2009. Munro has a long writing career of more than 60 years and has been writing since 1950. So far 

she has published 14 original short story anthologies and a few compilations. She has exclusively 

written short stories and is hailed as the finest living short story writer of the world.   

 Conflict could be defined as a strong disagreement or lack of harmony. In literature it is 

inherent incompatibility between two characters. Conflict could be external or internal. It could be 

situational or psychological. Alice Munro is a superb master who always focused on the complexities 

of human relationships and her stories depict internal and psychological conflict which is always 

pertinent in human relationships. The most prominent relationship that recurs in Alice Munro‟s stories 

is mother-daughter relationship. The present paper studies the conflict in the mother-daughter 

relationship in the Juliet Trilogy in Alice Munro‟s 11
th
 Short Story collection Run Away (2004). It is 

an anthology of 8 stories and was awarded Gillar Prize of the year. Three stories in this anthology viz. 

Chance, Soon and Silence are called as Juliet trilogy as they are about a single character named Juliet 

Henderson.  In this trilogy Munro depicts the conflicting relationship between Juliet and her mother 

Sara and Juliet and her daughter Penelope.   

 Juliet  in Chance is a girl of twenty years who has completed M.A. in Classics. She is 

working on her Ph. D thesis and teaching Latin in a private school in Vancouver.  Her father is a 

school teacher and mother Sara is a house wife. One day Juliet receives a letter from an unknown 

person. He has written that he was father of her student and he always thinks of her.  He was a 

fisherman named Eric Porteous who lives far away in the wilderness of west coast. After receiving 

this letter Juliet leaves everything behind and sets for the remote place where he lives. When she 

reaches there she hears about death of Eric‟s sick wife and his relationship with his ex-wife.  But 

nothing deters Juliet from taking a chance. Eventhough Eric‟s world is totally different from her 

world, Juliet leaves her career and  lives with Eric without marrying him. She prefers a different sort 

of life in wilderness, against the wish of her parents and far away from them.. 

 Her mother Sara is very much disappointed over Juliet‟s decision.  Sara is a demanding 

mother.  She had many aspirations for Juliet. She wanted Juliet “to be popular, and to that end had 

urged her to learn to skate and to play the piano” (RA. 53).  But Juliet has never taken her mother 

seriously. She has some bondage with her father but is quite detached from her mother though there is 

not open conflict between them. 
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 In the next story Soon Juliet is a mother of 13 months daughter named Penelope.  Her father 

has retired from his school master‟s job, mother Sara is suffering from heart trouble and  live a sort of 

isolated life on their farm. They are cut off from the rest of the world mainly because of Juliet‟s 

relationship with Eric.  

 Juliet visits her parents with 13 months Penelope.  Sara is sick and too weak and fragile due to 

her long heart trouble. She is almost invalid.  Sara‟s sickness does not demand any extra work from 

Juliet, neither for Sara nor for household. She only wants her daughter‟s love but even though Sara‟s 

demands from Juliet are so less, Juliet fails to come up to the expectations of her mother.   

 One day a local minister comes to see Sara. He is Sara‟s friend. This visit and the argument 

between him and Juliet focus on the relationship between Juliet and her mother.  The conversation 

drifts on the topic of Faith and both of them had a hot argument over it. Juliet is totally against any 

faith and the local minister is an advocate of faith. Sick Sara listens to them without a word and then 

talks about her faith as: 

My faith is not so simple ... But it is all I can say – it is something. 

It‟s a wonderful something when it gets really bad for me… I think – 

Soon.  Soon I will see Juliet. (RA, 124) 

 For the sick mother, her daughter is her faith, her world, her life. Sara expects some positive 

reply from Juliet.  But instead of comforting her mother Juliet finds it difficult to reply. Instead she 

prefers to remain silent. Munro writes: 

She had turned away, she had carried the tray to the kitchen, and 

there she washed and dried the cups and also the glasses of … she 

had put everything away. (125)   

 The above statement shows Juliet‟s detachment from Sara for whom Juliet was her world.  

Later on Juliet wonders: 

Why it should be so difficult to say simply „yes‟.  It would have 

troubled nothing to Juliet but it would have meant a lot to Sara.  

(126) 

But Juliet denies this much comfort to her sick and dying mother. 

 Though Juliet stayed with her parents for a few days she is not happy there and she writes to 

Eric about it.  She does not want to stay with her parents.  Munro writes that Juliet has forgotten 

where her name was “not at Whale Bay with Eric.  But back where it had been before, all her life 

before” (126). Later on Juliet once again comes back to her house, but it was for Sara‟s funeral.  She 

ponders over her act of not saying „yes‟ to Sara at that time and now feels guilty that: 

Could it not have been managed? Why should it have been so 

difficult? Just to say yes. (125) 

But for Munrovian daughters it is always difficult to say „yes‟ to their mothers. 

 In Silence, the last story in the trilogy, the same pattern of rejection of a mother by daughter 

repeats.  Here it is rejection of Juliet by her daughter Penelope who is now in her youth.  In Soon 

mother-daughter conflict comes from daughter‟s point of view, in Silence it is from mother‟s point of 

view. 

  Eric is dead in an accident. Juliet has raised her daughter without introducing her to any 

religious faith. Penelope, just before the 21
st
 birthday, enrolls herself in a Spiritual Balance Center for 

six months, without any consultation with her mother.  She has not even informed Juliet about it. She 

just goes away. Meanwhile she writes a letter to Juliet and invites her there but goes away from the 

center without meeting Juliet. 
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 The story focuses on the silence on the part of Penelope and Juliet‟s frantic efforts to find her 

out.  Now Juliet compares her own behavior with her parents.  She does not understand the cause of 

Penelope‟s behavior.  She tries hard to find out Penelope. Even she does not dare to change her house 

because she thinks, if Penelope wants to return, how she will get the new address.  She is afraid that 

“then there would be no place where her daughter could find her” (187). 

 Juliet keeps on worrying about why Penelope joined the religious group when she (Juliet) 

tried to keep her away from any sort of church of faith.  Now she repents that she neglected 

Penelope‟s spiritual training.  She should have sent her to Sunday Schools and taught her to say 

prayers. But now she had to just keep on waiting hopelessly for Penelope or her letter.  For five years 

she received unnamed birthday cards and later on they stopped coming.  Rather they were there just to 

tell Juliet that Penelope was alive.  Later on Juliet also moves on in her life.  She gets a job on T.V. 

and becomes famous as an interviewer. She leaves her house and moves to a small flat.   One day she 

knows from Penelope‟s friend that Penelope has married a doctor living in mountains, had children 

and comes to the town occasionally.  Juliet used to think that Penelope might have become a mystic 

and spends her life in contemplation.  But in fact Penelope is living a prosperous life but had never 

tried to contact Juliet.  

 Now Juliet realizes that there is nothing to worry about Juliet or hold her own life in wait. “It 

is clear that Penelope has detached herself from Juliet and very likely from the memory of Juliet and 

Juliet could not do better than to detach herself in turn” (RA, 157). She accepts that “Penelope did not 

exist.  The Penelope Juliet sought was gone” (167). She leaves her T.V. job and returns back to her 

classical studies, leaves her flat and moves to a bachelor‟s apartment.  She no more pines for Penelope 

and is ready to tell her new boyfriend: 

My daughter went away without telling good-bye. In fact she 

probably did not know then that she was going … Then gradually, I 

believe, it dawned on her how much she wanted to stay away.  … I 

think the reason may be something not so easily dug out … Penelope 

does not have a use for me.  May be she can‟t stand me. It‟s possible. 

( 157-158) 

 Juliet keeps on living her life. “She keeps on hoping for a word from Penelope, but not in any 

strenuous way” (158). The life goes on without Penelope.  

 In this trilogy, in the first two stories Juliet is a daughter who rejects her mother.  In the last 

story she is a mother who is rejected by her daughter.  In Juliet‟s mind as a daughter, there is guilt for 

being so callous to her mother. The pattern of a daughter rejecting her mother repeats in Munro‟s 

fiction. All other stories where Alice Munro has presented the mother-daughter conflict themes are 

from the point of view of daughter.  But in Silence Munro has not written a word about what Penelope 

feels and neither given any logical reason of her extreme silence.  In words of Deborah Heller: 

The trilogy deliberately refuses to provide a context for 

understanding Penelope‟s silence as an act of cosmic justice, instead, 

the three stories demonstrate a carefully constructed, ineluctable 

poetic justice, in which daughter‟s rejection of her mother is no 

longer explained, justified, rationalized even condemned, as it has 

been in earlier stories, but it is simply pushed as by some iron law of 

retribution. (Daughters and Mothers, 42) 

 It is worth noting that for Sara, her daughter Juliet is her world. She tries to fulfill her 

aspirations through her daughter and daughter‟s detachment pains her. In Silence mother (Juliet) does 

not severely pine for her daughter. She is living her life. She keeps on hoping for a word from 
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Penelope, but not in any strenuous way. “She hopes as people who know better hope for underserved 

blessings, spontaneous remissions, things of that sort” (158). Juliet detaches herself from her mother 

Sara but somewhere feels guilty about it and for Sara Juliet is her life. When Penelope detaches 

herself from her mother, she does not feel guilty nor her mother pines for her. For both of them the 

life goes on without one another. This is the conflict arising due to generation gap as well as the 

estranged relationships.  Thus the trilogy focuses on the complexities of human relationships.

Introduction-  

             The research paper present on R.K.Narayan‟s novel “ The Guide” in cultural conflicts about 

Tradition and modernity Rashipuram Krishnaswami Laynger Narayan is popularely known as 

R.K.Narayan east west conflict is major theme in R.K.Narayans novels.He received the Sahitya 

Akademi Award for his experimental novel The Guide. He presents the Indian social concerns from 

the universal point of view.All his novels known as „Malgudi Novels‟ Narayan‟s little dreams of 

middle class life are enacted in an imaginary small town Malgudi in south India.The central theme of 

the novel culture conflict between tradition and modernity. 

Raju (the hero of the novel) himself tells us about his childhood days. We read about his 

mother narrating a bed time story of Devaka to him his father‟s town shop and the childs trip to the 

taluka market with him. After the death of his father,Raju minds the railway station shop. 

Raju helps the tourists giving them information about the historical places in the outside 

Malgudi. Soon he comes to be known as a tourist guide and later Railway Raju.One day Raju 

approached by a scholar an antiquarion called Marco.When Rosie Marcos wife arrives.Raju fall in 

love with her.Raju succeeds in attracting the beautiful wife to him because he comes to know about 

the disharmony in their marital relationship. Soon enough the frustrated and unhappy Rosie finds 

herself deeply involved with Raju and eventually betrays her husband. When Marco realizes the truth 

he is shocked and despite Rosie‟s entreaties to be forgiven abandons her and leaves alone for Madras. 

Rosie has no other way but to go to Raju. Raju‟s mother advises her erring son to send Rosie 

back to her husband.When Raju refuses, She leaves her home with her brother.Raju and Rosie 

continue to stay at Rajus place. Raju helps her with her dancing and succeeds in attaining her dream 

of becoming an accomplished Bharatnatyam  dancer.Raju seems to be the psychological projection of 

the typical individual in Indian social set up.In the social behavioural pattern. Raju is critical of the 

age-old institutional values,albeit he himself is deeply rooted in the family tradition. Rosie‟s caste 

affiliation is attacked by the general people as „public women‟ it‟s a traditional cultural impact on 

Indians people but Raju negates the prevalent mode of thinking and asserts that Rosie‟s caste is „the 

noblest caste on earth.‟ To quote Gajendra Kumar from his essay “R.K.Narayan‟s “The Guide”The 

Vision of Indian values.”Time is changed and continuously changing. Now,there exists no caste,class 

or creed. Marco too demonstrates his modesty and embraces Rosie as his wife.” 

             As Rosie soars in her carrer, wealth comes to Raju. But you will also note that Rosie,soon 

becomes tired and disappointed due to the mechanical schedule of the dancing toures.Then comes a 

letter from Marcos lawyer for Rosie requesting her to send it back duly signed this obtain a box of 

jewellery. Raju suspects Marcos evil intension behind the letter and forges Rosies signature. Needless 

to say,he is arrested on the charge of forgery and sentenced to two years imprisonment. 

             After  his release from the jail. Raju accidentally takes shelter in an ancient shrine of a village 

called Mangela. Velan,the headman of the village,takes him to be a wandering sadhu.And soon 

enough the entire village community too follows Velan. And Raju becomes Swami for them. Then 

comes the drought .Raju sends a message through  a semimoron (stupid) cousin of Velan to the 

quarlling groups, The cousin twists the message and ultimately. Raju is obliged to undergo a twelve 

day fast. On the eleventh day, during his ritual. He whispers to Velen that he feels the incoming rains 

and he sags down. 
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             While studying “The Guide” we should concentrate on the social setting because it is the most 

significant one social setting in fact is what we commonly understanding by the term social 

organization of a culture and as the name suggests the defining factor of any social organization of 

culture. The factor shared together are religion ,language, customs, festivals, codes of conduct thought 

and many more. 

             The Guide will tell us that its plot operates on two dimensions of time and against two 

locales:Mangala and Malgudi.We shall come to the time factor later.As regards the locale from our 

respective Mangela and not Malgudi is of prime importantce.Malgudi undergoes the western 

influence and there of gives a fragmented picture of India.Mangala on the other hand comes as clear 

and distinct social organization.Which still operates through a unique Indian Cultural thus 

understanding cultural practices is necessary to understand in the novel.Malgudi is the symbol of 

modern India caught in the throes of change under the impact of western civilization.The coming of 

the Railway to Malgudi is symbolically the impact of an industrial and urban society on a 

predominantly simple, agriculture community. 

             Rosie,Velan,Raju‟s mother and Uncle Gaffur the driver, Joseph the steward of the bungalow 

where Marco stayed are all characters exhibiting the traditional Indian culture and ethos.Raju and 

Marco on the contrary bear features of western modern culture and manner. Thus the conflict between 

tradition and modernity or influence of one over the other is evident in the behavior and conversation 

of these characters throughout the novel. 

             The Guide one finds a clash between castes, classes, and their old values on the other hand 

and the modern social and moral structure on the other hand Marco only paid lip service to castless 

conventionless society that was slowly taking shape before him by advertising for a good looking 

educated young lady regardless of caste. Old prejudices die hard and Macro for all his erudition 

looked upon dancing as just street and he killed Rosie instinct for life and love of art by denying her 

both of them. When the Raju married Rosie and come with her in his house. This time Raju‟s mother 

against to Raju and Rosie‟s marriage cause Raju‟s mother is a tradition Hindu women. Who is denied 

public expose she was prohibited and hence afraid to go out alone.wheres Rosie is modern women. 

The western influence is evident in her attitude, behavior, temperament she is not all afraid to go out 

alone. 

             Narayan‟s treatment of the English language in the novel is Indian in its restraint, particularly 

where sex is concerned. Sex though pervasive in the novel is implicit always. Even when Raju 

decides to enter Rosie‟s room and stay alone with her for night how characteristically Indian and 

different he is from his western counterpart. He „stepped in and locked the door on the world‟ 

             From the social Point of view The Guide not only depicts Indian society its customs, 

traditions, culture, superstitious ,religious, faith but also presents a conflict between the traditional and 

modern values which are symbolized by Raju‟s mother and his maternal uncle on the other. In such 

conflict old values and thus Raju‟s mother leaves her home for Raju and Rosie.The novel also 

presents a conflict between the eastern and western culture and synthesis‟s the two through their 

assimilation which has been symbolized by Rosie‟s transformation in to Nalins.

Balchandra Rajan, a well known critic, scholar and novelist covers a life span from 1920 to 2009 has 

to his credit many standard critical books on Milton, Yeats and Eliot. Rajan‟s scholarly work covers a wide a 

range of his critical work on poetry who has written novels also. The Dark Dancer is Rajan‟s first novel which 

is so bright and sensitive that appeals to all the readers for its tragic touch. The tragedy which takes place in the 

novel is because of the East-West culture conflict and Hindu-Muslim conflict. It is true that after Kipling and 

E.M.Forster the pioneering writers dramatises with the greatest intrepidity the East-West conflict. The Dark 

Dancer is a sobering study of the conflicts of the partition which was a cultural conflict between Hindu and 

Muslim. Though Indian freedom was the happy moment, it was darkened by the partition which was not only the 

partition of the subcontinent but was the partition of two minds from the same land. This black history has been 

depicted and described beautifully by Rajan in his novel The Dark Dancer. 

Keywords: East-West culture conflict, partition, communal riot, history, search of identity. 

             The present paper focuses the East-West conflict along with the Hindu-Muslim conflict which 

was a consequence of the darkest episode in the history of Indian subcontinent reflected in the novel 

The Dark Dancer by B.Rajan. The Dark Dancer is a novel that portrays the experiences of an Indian, 

educated in abroad who returns to face the horror of the partition. Thus, from the very beginning of 

the novel the protagonist Krishnan is confronted with the East-West culture conflict who further sees 

Hindu-Muslim conflict.      

             The partition of India and the associated bloody riots inspired many creative minds in India 

and Pakistan to create literary and cinematic depictions of this events. Some creations depicted the 

massacres during the refugee migration and others concentrated on the aftermath of the partition in 

terms of difficulties faced by the refugees in both sides of the border. This partition novel highlights 

two main things.  One is that the Englishman who is ruler observes the tragedy of poor Muslims and 

Hindus who took part in communal riots of partition on the eve of freedom. Second is that the 

hostilities grow even among the poor labourers- Hindus and Muslims- who have been living together 

for centuries. And finally the novelist Balchandra Rajan tries to find a tentative solution to the 

unfortunate partition tragedy. His solution is fictional solution. Balchndra Rajan's The Dark Dancer is 

such novel which deals the personal and the national level conflicts. 

             The central concern of the novel is the predicament in which the protagonist finds himself on 

his return to India after having for ten years in a foreign country. Krishnan is in a state of dilemma. 

The problem that confronts him is that of identity, the choice between two loyalities, the East and the 

West. He contents to the constructions of an arranged marriage with the hope that it would lead him to 

the precipice of belonging, the point of no return and no escape. Cambridge is pursuing him to the 

seductive form of Cynthia. Krishnan temporarily forgets his desire for belonging and starts living with 

Cynthia when his Hindu wife Kamala is away from the scene. Here Krishnan remains failure to 

distinguish between East and West. He embraces the West and not the East, who found himself in a 

big dilemma. Kamala is always true to her nature, consistent even in crisis. Her role is straight and 

clear, gently and assertion of her own self.  
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            The partition fever is at its height when Cynthia, Krishnan's college friend of Cambridge, 

comes to Delhi. He is attracted towards Kamala. He becomes her lover. As a result, being betrayed by 

him, Kamala withdraws from the triangle and goes to attend upon her ill mother in a South Indian 

village. 

            Then the disappointed Kamala goes to Shantipur to work as a nurse in order to serve the 

partition affected people. In the course of time, Krishnan realizes his mistake and goes to Kamala and 

like a traditional Indian wife, she accepts him. Then she is stabbed to death while attempting to save 

the womanhood of a Muslim girl from the Hindus and Sikhs. Now Krishnan is left alone. Thus the 

personal tragedy of Krishnan and the national tragedy of the partition are interwoven very skilfully. 

             The title of the novel is symbolical. Once the dark dancer of anarchy starts dancing, it loses in 

the national and personal life. The dark dancer destroys even a saviour like Kamala who scarifies her 

life to save another's life. The novelist thus presents the foul plays of the dancer in a very heart- 

rendering manner 

             At that time, the social unrest had reached to the high top. The whole Indian subcontinent was 

torned socially. The two main communities, the Hindus and Muslims had become enemies of each 

other. A large number of individuals had come on street with sword from both the societies to murder 

each other in the name of politics and religion. A great Indian English literary scholar M.K.Nike has 

observed in a „Foreword‟ to N.S. Gundur‟s „Partition and English Fiction‟ as: 

             „Then there were the murderous, murdering and murdered millions on both sides of the 

border. They now suddenly found themselves, to be aliens in a land in which they had been born and 

brought up, and where several generations of their ancestors had tilled the soil, to beneath it when the 

end came. And now they were to be expelled only because they worshipped one version of God and 

not another‟. 

             The social condition of the Indian subcontinent was bloody and tragic on the eve of the 

partition of India and after partition also. As a result there is the sensitive depiction of the communal 

riots of partition in the Partition fictions. The present novel „The Dark Dancer‟ is considered one of 

the most powerful and passionate fictional account of the human tragedy that marked the period. 

There were the selfishness and in the upper class of both the societies. In general the whole Indian 

society was turned by greedy nature. The Hindu and the Muslim communities were divided into 

several sects. The ill fated common folks were the real victims of the sectarian violence. The values of 

universal humanism were crushed in the Indian society at that time. The partition had caused a large 

migration and barbaric violence among the Hindu and Muslim societies. N.S. Gundur observes: 

             „The division of the country which led to an unprecedented mass migration and barbaric 

violence has been a horrendous chapter in south Asian history‟. 

             Both the Hindu and Muslim societies were charged against each other. In particular, the 

Muslim society was very sharply charged against the Hindus by the Muslim leaders. Muhammad 

Iqbal was one of the most influential less political and great poet, who did the great job in the respect 

to stand up the Muslim society against the Hindu society to achieve the goal of separate nation 

„Pakistan‟ for Muslims. K. K. Aziz observes: 

             „This is what Iqbal did, and by he should be judged in history by no means was this an 

ordinary achievement. To awaken a fallen people to the sense of their fall, to move them to action, to 

revive their faith in themselves, to make them feel the impact of and the need for Islam, to force them 

to grow up in to thinking adults, to rekindle the torch of self respect which burned so low in their 

breast to create a thinking community out of a sapless, sluggish mass of half living creatures- few in 

human history are given to achieve this and fewer achieve it so well as he did‟. 

             The communal hatred among the Hindu and Muslim societies was rooted in deep bottom. 

This torned social condition is the social background of the post Independence Indian English fictions, 
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particularly, of the fifties and sixties. Our present novel „The Dark Dancer‟ of Dr. Balachandra Rajan 

has also the same disturbed social background of the partition of India 1947. 

            The historical background of „The Dark Dancer‟ is very important. It has the bloody smell of 

the partition of India 1947. „The Nationalist Movement in India‟ against the British rule for 

Independence of the motherland was in full force since 1885 under the leadership of All India 

National Congress with Muslim society and the Muslim leader in the beginning. But the British rulers 

used „Divide and Rule‟ policy successfully and separated the Hindu and the Muslim communities. It 

resulted in the Partition of India. The great historian V. D. Mahajan observes: 

            „Lord Mountbatten‟s plan of June 3, 1947 provided for the establishment of two separate 

dominions of India and Pakistan and the British Government was to withdraw from India on 15 

August, 1947. The provinces of Bengal and Punjab were to be partitioned. The Indian Independence 

Act was passed by the British Parliament July 1947 and on 14 August M.A. Jinnah was declared the 

Governor-General of Pakistan and thus Pakistan became a reality‟. 

            Actually the historical background of the partition Indian English fiction is the background of 

the communal riots between the Hindus and Muslims before Independence and the partition. This is 

one thing. The second thing is that the killings of the ill fated common folks of the both the 

communities when they were being migrated. For example the political party, The Muslim League 

has observed „The Direct Action Day‟, before Independence. It infused the fire of killings and 

destruction in the whole nation. On the eve of „The Direct Action Day‟ the whole Bengal Province 

was brining in the Hindu Muslim riots. The Noakhali riots of 10th October 1946 was the most tragic. 

Ian Talbot and Gurharpal Singh observes: 

            „At least 2,000 shops and houses were destroyed in the two districts with many large bazaars 

gutted. Violence was not only provoked by economic grievance against the wealthier Hindu 

population, but by rumours of Muslim casualties in Calcutta. Despite Gandhi‟s well published efforts 

at peacemaking, the restoration of normal life was difficult. Like other episodes of end of empire 

violence, population dislocation was the outcome. Around 50,000 people took refuge in relief camps. 

They were settled as far away as Assam where a „Noakhali colony‟ was set up in the Silpukhari area 

of Gauthai. Noakhali‟s other shared features with the cycle of violence was the dishonouring of 

women, the ineffectiveness of the police and the organized attacks on minorities‟. 

             The historical events, before the partition had developed the senses of the differentness and 

separateness among the Hindu and the Muslims. It developed the enemy ship between them. It was 

the truth that there were deep rooted basic differences between the Hindus and Muslims. The first 

president of Independent India Dr. Rajendra Prasad observes: 

            „The Hindus and Muslims belong to two different religious philosophies, social customs, 

literatures. They neither intermarry nor inter dine together, and, indeed, they belong to two different 

civilizations which are based mainly on conflicting ideas and conceptions. Their aspects on life and of 

life are different. It is quite clear that Hindus and Muslims derive their inspiration from different 

sources of history. They have different epics, different heroes, and different episodes‟. 

Conclusion:  

             The Dark Dancer is a big success of B.Rajan to focus the ill effects of partition, the partition 

was purely a political objective but it is a truth that everybody has to accept that Indian freedom was 

the happiest episode, but that happiest episode was eclipsed by the partition and it resulted into a 

communal riots, hundreds and thousands of Hindus and Muslims were slaughtered. India is a land 

were Ganga , Yamuna and Bramhaputra like sacred rivers flow, there flowed the rivers of blood of 

Hindus and Muslims in 1947. The Dark Dancer has this historical background at the national or social 

level while the novel has individual tragic touch also. The protagonist Krishnan was caught in 

dilemma due to his inability to distinguish East and West culture. Thus, the novel beautifully presents 
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the gloomy and depressing situation of the country at the time of partition. The communal spirit made 

its dance for a long time with full force. In particular, the two important communities divided. The 

Dark Dancer underlines this tragic effect of the narrow and self conscious nature of the religion. 

Indeed India experienced the dance of death after its independence which is reflected in The Dark 

Dancer. The novel attempts to combine the theme of partition with the theme East-West culture 

conflict.    
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Search For Identity In Mahesh Dattani‘s ‗Tara‘ 
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Abstract: 

 Mahesh Dattani, the topmost playwright in Indian English drama and the winner of „Sahitya Academy 

Award‟ in 1998, has enriched the tradition of Indian theatre with the living realization of the spectacle of 

human relationship; specific to Indian cultural sensibility and native to his own experience. Theatre for him 

became a medium of the realization of the moments of intense emotional crisis in everyday life and subsequently 

family and familial relationship became the pivot of his dramatic experience. Dattani tries to discover the world 

of the real human experience in his plays like Tara, On a Muggy Night in Mumbai, Where there is a Will, Dance 

like Man, Bravely Fought the Queen and Final Solutions. The plays of Dattani deal with contemporary issues in 

a complex manner and the anxieties affecting modern India. The issues that his play addresses are universal in 

their appeal search for individual identity. The need for love, happiness and sexual fulfillment, disintegrating 

relations, cultural tensions, gender discrimination, communalism, child abuse, the difference between 

appearance and reality, the emptiness and loneliness of the modern civilized man- are some of the themes that 

Dattani depicted in his plays.

Introduction: 

Recently Indian English drama has produced two brilliant playwrights like Manjula 

Padmanabhan and Mahesh Dattani who elevate Indian English drama at its summit of success. Both 

of them raise English drama not only in Indian theatre but also in the world theatre in rich quality and 

thematic presentation. Manjula Padmanabhan is the first Indian to earn international fame with her 

play, „Harvest‟ that deals with an impoverished family living in a single room in a crawl of Bombay, 

fading up by extreme hunger and unemployment , protagonist decided to sell his organs of body. The 

plays of Padmanabhan are intellectual but not suited for stage whereas Mahesh Dattani has been quite 

successful on the stage. Mahesh Dattani, the creator of “ Tara” the play that I am discussing in this 

paper, is a prolific theatre artist, dramatist, director, and a popular dancer. The plays of Mahesh 

Dattani emerged as „fresh arrival‟ in the domain of Indian English drama in the last decade of 

twentieth century. He is the only English language playwright who won the Sahitya Akademi award 

for his play „Final Solution‟ in 1998. His plays have been staged to critical acclaim all over the 

country and abroad. Alyque Padamsee says regarding him, “At last we have playwright who gives 

sixty million English speaking Indians an identity.” Mahesh Dattani used the contemporary 

sensational issues as a theme for his plays such as – Gender discrimination in „Tara‟, Gay community 

in „On muggy night in Mumbai‟, Status of eunuch in „Seven steps around the fire‟, and Communalism 

in „Final Solution‟. “The most significant contribution of Dattani is perhaps his use of language. 

Dattani uses in his plays the kind of English spoken by people in India” 

 

Staging of Tara 

Tara was Dattani‟s third play staged in Bangalore the year it was written, and directed by 

Dattani himself. It was staged as Twinkle Tara. When it was staged next year in Mumbai, it was 

called Tara, and was directed by Alyque Padamasee. The play is a comment on the predicament of 

women in the past, reflects the status of women in the present and dramatizes the complexities of the 

social setup. His play Tara is an exhortation to the society to shed the age old prejudices against 

women and have a progressive outlook. Mahesh Dattani is a name that guided a faltering Indian

English Drama on the path of reliability, steadfastness and distinct identity. Besides prolific and 

prominent Indian playwright writing in English, Mahesh Dattani is also well known as a stage 

director, screen writer and film maker with numerous scripts and productions to his credit. His plays 

have been anthologized in single volume called Collected Plays by Penguin. Most of his plays have 

been translated and performed in other regional languages of India and have been incorporated in the 

syllabus of several Indian and foreign universities and schools. His film “Morning Raga” remained 

cynosure of the Cairo Film Festival in December 2004 and it registered the award for best artistic 

contribution. More importantly its script has been archived by The Academy of Motion Pictures, USA 

and it was accepted by Oscar Academy for nomination of the award. He has worked in partnership 

with various international theatre companies and his recent achievements are stage adaptation of 

Paulo Coelho„s bestseller classic, The Alchemist and composing of the script of Brief Candle, directed 

by Lillete Dubey. In an attempt to bridge the gap between the East and the West he was recently also 

engaged in a multicultural project, called Reorientations, a workshop that lasted for a three week 

period at the Shanghai Dramatic Arts Centre in China. This occupied an English director Michael 

Walling along with English actors, one Indian dancer, two actors from Sweden and four Chinese 

actors. Mahesh Dattani‟s Tara comes across as a play that deals with twin aspects that are two sides of 

the same coin. It also presents the conflict between illusion and reality as echoed by the multi-level 

set. The house of the Patels is kept as if in memory. The only realistic level is the part of the wall 

covered with faded wall paper that has the writer writing the play in which he appears to the audience 

.In this sense, the playwright presents met theatrical aspects as he talks of distancing oneself from the 

experience and writing about it. The Doctor as portrayed in the set, stands in contrast as the 

omnipotent Author. It thereby underlines the clash between the subjective and objective author. 

Chandan discovers that even distancing himself physically “in a seedy suburb of London thousands of 

miles away from home” hasn‟t done the trick. He attempts as much as possible to alienate himself 

from the script, but suffers from a writer‟s block and everything remains stagnant on his paper just as 

his life is. Just as in his life, nothing changes but the dates. And the greatest irony is that Indo- 

Anglian literature isn‟t worth toilet paper in his country. He neglects his own personal history to get 

over his guilt with what happened to Tara. Just as the lowest portion occupies a major portion of the 

stage, the memory of guilt haunts and dominates Chandan‟s personality. It is to deny this that he 

creates his alter-ego Dan. His being a Diaspora, this causes another divide in his self: the identity of 

the Diaspora caught between his native culture and foreign culture as signified by Chandan and Dan. 

Our culture is so rich with tradition, and that‟s a great advantage and disadvantage a swell..(321) The 

mysterious brown with the phony accent, the last being the hardest to drop having spent two whole 

years in acquiring it. And what remains is what I intend making capital of. (324) 

Mahesh Dattani, the topmost playwright in Indian English drama and the winner of „Sahitya 

Academy Award‟ in 1998, has enriched the tradition of Indian theatre with the living realization of the 

spectacle of human relationship; specific to Indian cultural sensibility and native to his own 

experience.

The play „Do the Needful‟ is a 

dramatization of the issue of generation gap where parents fail to cope up with the expectations of 
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their children and endeavors to curve out the sketch of their picture with their own perception of the 

ideals of life. The play „On a Muggy Night in Mumbai‟ deals with the issue of gay relationship and 

their need to assert their true identity in society. The play „Bravely Fought the Queen‟ is a play about 

violence against women about the exploitation of the weaker male and female. These are the only 

sexual categories which have secured social recognition and social approbation. Dattani brings the 

psychological pressures and fears, the real and imaginary gays have to live within. He analyses the 

relationship between father and son, mother and children, husband and wife in the family in a comic 

mode. The play „Final Solutions‟ is a serious drama on a theme of partition.  

Dattani‟s play „Tara‟ was first performed as „Twinkle Tara‟ on 23
rd
 Oct. 1990, by Playpen 

Performing Arts Group at Chowdiah Memorial Hall, Bengluru. The play is not an expression of 

Dattani‟s dramatic art alone but it is a realization of the complexity of human relationship in a society 

where life controlled by gender bias takes its own course. It is basically a dramatization of the misery 

of the life of a girl and a boy, who joined together at hip and has to separate surgically, an operation 

which meant the death of the two. Dattani exposes the relationships not according to the canons of 

romantic idealism but the living life experiences. The relationships can be illustrated through the 

relationship of Mr. and Mrs. Patel, mother and daughter relationship is represented through Tara and 

Bharati and brother and sister relationship is represented by Tara and her brother Chandan. As a 

mother and as a woman, Bharati‟s inner self is divided for her different commitments. Her maternal 

affection and love for Tara is subordinated to her own subjugation to the expectations of society in 

which she had no freewill to assert her own choices. Her compassion for Tara proves weak in her 

preference for her son Chandan. She plans for the surgery for the separation of the children and 

determines to offer her kidney to give a new lease of life to Tara but after operation when the fact was 

revealed that Tara has unnecessarily lost a leg, Bharati suffers a nervous breakdown. In order to make 

her happy she calls neighboring girl to talk to Tara. When Chandan asks her whether she has any plan 

for Tara, Bhrati says,” Yes, I plan for her happiness, I mean to give her all love and affection which I 

can give her.”(349) 

Bharati takes the extreme step to trust her daughter in the danger of operation, but the 

subsequent realization of the horrors involved in this extreme stumbles her motherhood. Her anxiety 

about the future of Tara is governed by the realization of the apathy of society for a girl who is 

handicapped. Bharati, all through her life, tries to o make up for the damage done to her but it was too 

late. Dattani establishes that mother and daughter relationship is ultimately subordinated to the 

directives of patriarchy. The helplessness of Bharati and the calm stoicism of Tara, are suggestive of 

the fact that the happiness of women‟s lives consists in the positive acceptance. The marital life of Mr. 

and Mrs. Patel expostulate the arguments for and against the prejudices of male and female 

relationship. In the later part of the play Mr. Patel turns to be a caring husband in his looking after 

Bharati during her bouts of depression, he imposes his own decisions but simultaneously shares the 

suffering of Bharati. He tries to restrain Bharati from giving one of her kidney to Tara who needs a 

kidney to be transplanted. Bharati wants to get satisfaction from the sin that she committed for Tara. 

Bharati is a victim of patriarchy. 

 

Conclusion: 

Mahesh Dattani treads the ground that familial relationships are not guided by social norms 

only, their pattern is governed and guided by independent male and female psyche and subsequently 

modifies the perceptions of relations. The relationship between Chandan and Tara is a breaking of the 

myth that the play Tara is a protest for the subalterns of females. The relationship between Tara and 

Chandan is sister-brother, which is a relationship of the identity of distinctive selves working in union 

in the comprehensive scheme of things. The psycho pathetic trauma of Chandan after the death of 

Tara and his escape to London is a justification to the argument that male and female are not separate 
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entities representing domination and subordination in social order. It was the irony of fate that 

Chandan and Tara were entwined in such a way that their separation was impossible. The effort to 

separate them through surgery left Tara crippled for life. Tara‟s handicap becomes an unbearable 

anguish in the life of Chandan. The suffering of Tara and Chandan is a symbolic justification to the 

perception that the grace of the relationships exist not in their separateness but in their moving in a co-

ordination or independence. Even after her surgery, Tara feels a sort of aversion from the outside 

world and confides to her parents and brother. In spite of a partial and deliberate injustice done to her, 

she maintains her attachment to her brother. The physical separation of Chandan and Tara was 

manipulated in such a manner that even during surgery; a special favor was shown to Chandan. After 

surgery Chandan had two legs while Tara was left with only by one. Finally Tara dies due to the 

complications develop in her body. A sense of guilt grips Chandan‟s conscience and to escape the 

shadows of deadly images, Chandan left India and went to London. The intensity of his emotional 

turmoil can be estimated from his desperate decision to adopt another name. It was his unconscious 

attempt to escape from the guilty conscience. The loss of the life of Tara was more than the loss of a 

sister. It was extinction of his own self that rendered his life weak, intolerable and crippled in the real 

sense. Chandan, in spite of his identity as Dan, fails to get rid of the evil that lying buried in his 

conscience. Whenever he tries to write his story, he inevitably writes the story of Tara. Dan begins to 

suffer from a deep and unfathomable sense of isolation after the death of Tara. He intended to escape 

his past for Tara, was an inevitable shadow of that effort. He recalls his childhood memories and 

simultaneously, the memories of Tara, start floating through his unconsciousness and he finds himself 

lost in the den of illusion, guilt, isolation and uncertainty. The pathetic confession of Dan by the end 

of the play, “forgive me Tara, and forgive me for making it my tragedy” is the manifestation of 

Dattani‟s own anguish at the exploitation of an innocent girl. The pattern of the relationships sketched 

out by Mahesh Dattani in the play Tara, enables us to draw the inference that the different mode of 

relations even within the periphery of family is not mode of social obligation only. They are rooted in 

the blood corresponding with the inner psyche of man and therefore their dynamics cannot be 

controlled with the canons of conventional taboos. The delineation of Bharati and Mr. Patel‟s 

relationship and subsequently Chandan and Tara‟s relationship is to establish the fact that the 

evaluation of different relations with the canons of male and female binary cannot be the absolute and 

ultimate end of the relations. The different relation projected in the extreme of the play Tara justifies 

the fact that the relations are associated with the question of identity and self existence. Tara can be 

taken as a play on seeking an identity of one‟s own in and outside the family.  
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Abstract 

 The present paper investigates the untouchability in Arundhati Roy‟s „The God of Small Things.‟ The 

objective of this study is to focus on the untouchability as reflected in the novel, “The God of Small Things.” 

The researcher has attempted to analyze the untouchability, the major issues of rigid caste system in Arundhati 

Roy‟s “The God of Small Things” in terms of its over happening effects on social system. 

 The study uses socio political criticism which emphasis its analysis on the socio-political context of the 

novel itself.  Arundhati Roy‟s “Man of Booker Prize” winning novel, “The God of Small Things” (1997) is 

amazing its capability to co-currently deals with so many array of thoughts that regards the personal family 

relationship, social conventions ethnicity, political beliefs and most worldwide human emotions and deeds.   

 The God of Small Things reflects the real condition of the political, situation, caste system, religion 

and family in Indian structure in twentieth century. This novel depicts the glimpse of the untouchability; 

minority and the Hindu code of untouchability, the orthodoxy‟s brutality, cast based politics, politics of 

transgression, aspiration of the lower caste men representation of communism, portrayal of gender description.

The word social realism is employed by Arundhati Roy in a very profound and vivid manner. 

In several incidents and things we have a tendency to feel in and of it things are simply happening 

before us. “The God of small Things” has it all: the echoes, calls and also the cries of the planet. This 

is often not simply an unprecedented novel, however an uncoiling spring of human foreboding and 

sure thing. In “The God of Small Things”, Roy creates a model that encompasses woman battling in 

fidelity, molestation, feeling insecurity, untouchability, pride and death among one family within the 

southern Indian state of Kerala. Class conflict, Gender discrimination, corrupt police administration, 

problems, & clashes of culture etc. are the simplest examples of social realism. 

In the democratic India, at the end of the twentieth century, still the untouchability is existing, 

this truth Arundhati Roy brought before the world. “The God of small Things”, the celebrated “A 

Man booker Prize awarded novel depicts the untouchability and therefore the cross class conflict. As 

a matter of reality cast and sub-caste based mostly social divisions we find within the Hindu society 

since long. Untouchables are only found within the Hindu spiritual works, not in Islam or in 

Christianity. Christianity is worldwide best-known for universal “brotherhood and humanism” 

however here, within the novel Arundhati Roy has represented the extreme cross class conflict, the 

conflict is not taking place between physical Hindus and Untouchables, it‟s between Syrian Christians 

and Untouchables.During this cross caste relationship, Ammu was not entrapped by Velutha 

volitionally she had submitted herself; however Hindu dominated Indian society would not permit the 

affair. Each of them had paid the very best value for that Velutha was killed and Ammu‟s family was 

scattered. Therefore untouchables are sandwiched between the Hindu majority and different religious 

minority. 

The Indian society, significantly Hindu orthodox, had obligatory bound laws “Whom to 

Love”. After we look within the ancient literature of India, there are lots evidences of that. Consistent 

with the ban the untouchables were /are not allowed to love or marry higher caste women, whereas 

alternative Varna‟s allowed to defile the untouchable women. Though the ban was preached in the 

past (The Matsya Puran) but even today is practiced strictly in rural India. The deeply rooted hate for 
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untouchable is still practiced. It is only orthodox Hindu religion community but other religious 

communities also accept it. The rest of other religious minority practices the Hindu social code of 

untouchability only to flatter the Hindu majority. 

But Ammu and Velutha both had overthrown the imposed law. Here in this novel lust kindled from 

both sides no one had trapped any one. And her seven years obilivision lifted off. An untouchable 

affair with touchable women is not granted in rural India in any community. Even untouchable would 

not dare to do so such things because they know the consequences. Veluth‟s father knew the 

consequences so he rushed to inform about his son‟s affair with view to punish him the lady of the 

house spat on his face.  

 In the god of Small Things, Arundhati Roy writes about the love laws, “The law that lay 

down who should be loved, and how. And how much. These love laws are in a way another word for 

social boundaries. In the novel, Roy writes about love laws as something that has always existed that 

probably will always be there. She claims it came before Marxism arrived to Kerala, before the 

British, the Duch and the Portuguese, and those they even existed there before Christianity came to 

Kerala.  

 Ammu and Velutha have already transgressed several boundaries on their own. The negative 

picture people now have of them is untouchable; they can do nothing to erase it. Several relationships 

are described in The God of Small Things,” but as Nirmala C. Prakash (1999) writes in her article 

“Man women relationship in The God of Small Things” this relationship between Ammu and Velutha 

is: 

“………The only one which germinate from the innermost care of two human hearts” which actual 

grows to……“The perfect kind of man-woman relationship and the only one which is illustrated with 

scenes resonant with love, sex and feelings of mutual fulfillment.”  

This couple does not let the rules about how men and women are supposed to be stop them; 

nor do they let the fact that they are from different castes be in a way for their love. They always 

seem to act according to what they themselves think is best. Both of them are rebels against the social 

norms, they do not cross a lot of individual boundaries, most of the time; they decide to transgress 

societal boundaries so that they will be spared from transgressing their individual boundaries. The 

social norms in the novel are called love laws.  

 The novelist has portrayed the social realism of democratic India, where still one community 

is becoming the victim of brutality of the majority and the flatters of the majority. “The God of Small 

Things” is a story about love and brutality (B. Urvashi, 1997), the brutality against the Dalits. On the 

other hand the Human Rights and values are globally, seriously considered on the other hand, and in 

rural India this sort of atrocity against Dalits are going on. The Ayemenem incident of killing Velutha 

is the microscopic vision of the orthodox‟s brutality against Dalits.  

 In India plenty legal protections are provided to remove the atrocity against Dalits but they 

are only on the papers. It would not change until the social attitude would change. If the Indian 

society would accept them, they would not remain untouchable, socially and culturally. They would 

merge in the main stream. Then more Veluthas would not die. 

 The hatred towards untouchable cannot be removed until the society would accept them as 

the fellow human beings. In Kerala, the communists were in power; still it is the powerful political 

party. They have accepted human Liberty, Equality and Fraternity. But in the case of untouchables 

they change their policy. Velutha was a card holder party member. When the Christian family knew 

his love affair, Velutha immediately rushed to the party leader Mr. Pillai to solve the issue. But Mr. 

Pillai had shrewd rejected his request by saying; “Party was not constituted to support workers” 

(287). 

The major means Ammu crosses boundaries is by acting against the gender roles in her 

society. The Indian Syrian Christian family she could be a part of does not settle for any behavior that

in their society is seen as “Morally Wrong” from girls. And Ammu‟s actions are the full opposite 

from alternative things. 

 One way to see the difference between women‟s and men‟s roles by comparing the way 

Ammu is treated by society, and especially her own family, with the way her brother Chacko is 

treated.  All in all, Ammu and Chacko act very similarity through their lives; however, because of 

their sexes, they get treated very differently for their actions.  

 Chacko marries a British women, has a child with her and latter gets divorced. When he 

returns to Ayemenem, without his family he is still welcomed with open arms and continues to be the 

rightful inheritor of the family fortune as well keeping an important place in the family. Ammu‟s life 

on the other hand is not as easy to live. The things she dose in her life are very similar to the actions 

of Chacko; she marries someone outside her community, has children with him, divorces him and 

returns to her parent‟s home. Although Chacko does the some, none of things Ammu does seem to be 

accepted by her society or her family. She married the wrong man. But Chacko, the man can make 

the some mistakes, ten times worse, and still get away with it. 

 The ruling British class shapes the society of India in Arundhati Roy‟s novel, “The God of 

Small Things”. Due to the strict confines of their society the main characters in the novel struggle to 

conform. Through the analysis of the four main characters, Ammu, Estha, Rahel, and Sophie Mol, the 

idea of belonging in Roy‟s novel is expressed with their expulsion from being a part of the group. 

Ammu is the mother of the two egg twins in the novel. She seems to make an effort through her entire 

life not to fit with her culture.  

 The novel is full of butt end jokes aimed at the Communist Government of Kerala. History 

and politics is dominant theme of the novel. Roy criticizes the reality of the caste based politics. One 

night Pillai is taking his supper when Velutha approaches him for some help regarding the allegation 

of rape and abduction. It was time of sexual enjoyment for Pillai therefore he like corrupt Politician 

remarks;  

“You should know that party was not constituted to support workers indiscipline in their private life” (287) 

Pillai a communist leader has no good character in private and political life. He has no right 

abuse a loyal party worker Velutha because he is a leading Dalit leader in his political party. Almost 

all characters in the novel except Velutha are guilty of cast prejudice. Despite being a convert from 

Hinduism to another religion which does not divide people on the basis of caste, Pillai, the communist 

who is a supporter of the rights of the working class and teaches them “Caste is class” (281) has not 

been able to free himself from untouchability. His attainment to party is only a show but in a real 

sense he is selfish and a follower of caste system. Thus, the major characters in the novel attempt to 

project themselves in ways which are quite different from their real life.  

 As an alternative to party politics, Arundhati Roy offers erotic transgression as a political 

Act, making her main feminine character (Ammu) fall in love with an untouchable Velutha. Falling 

for an untouchable lover like Velutha implies willingness to break with stern social codes, which 

determine, who can be loved (That is who fits one‟s cast and family) and how much. (Untouchables 

are not supposed to be desired or loved by high caste women). It is because of unquestionable status 

of these social codes that breaking any these laws amounts to more than a particular emotion, erotic 

issue.  

 Arundhati Roy‟s passionate disavowal of caste prejudice and untouchable status amounts to a 

strong argument in favor of desire, affection and greater respect between social groups. This sort of 

change of mentalities and behaviors does not rely on party politics but rather on political awareness 

and more individual freedom. This is the direction of change is suggested by the novel. 

Results of this study indicate that untouchables are not only suffering and torturing from 

Hindus but also from other religious communities in the democratic India. Roy reflects the 

convincing picture of the contemporary Dalit class and their community. She implies that in spite of 
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Education and opportunities Dalit are victims of domestic injustice and custom of our society. 

Arundhati Roy writes a nation by provoking liberation of individual identities which will cause 

indirectly a shift in the mentalities that organize such regression across classes in the Indian society.  
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V.S. Naipaul is one of the most controversial post- colonial writers, who had courted 

controversy for being the mouthpiece of a Eurocentric view. He is blamed and even hated for having 

no loyalty to his home country and his ethnicity. It is claimed that he doesn‟t seem to show sympathy 

for the oppressed, as he generally looks at them with contempt and criticize them in a severe 

language. He is regarded as a famous author of displacement and rootlessness by the critics and 

scholars of the field. Born in the West Indian Trinidad to a family descended from the East India, 

educated, worried, and mostly resided in England Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul is considered as an 

Indian in the West Indies, a West Indian in England, and a nomadic intellectual in a post-colonial 

world. His famous works include A House for Mr. Biswas (1961), The Mystic Masseur (1957), The 

Mimic Man (1967), Half a Life (2001), Magic Seeds (2004), A Flag on the Island (1967): collection of 

short - stories, Finding the Centre (1954), an autobiographical narrative, Miguel Street (1959): 

childhood experience, An Area of Darkness(1964), The Enigma of Arrival, and A Way in the World 

etc.  

The present article shows a grim reality of India in light of his separateness in An Area of 

Darkness which is a novel in which he describes the India as a darkness area. He thinks that Third 

World countries are such the place where people suffer from humiliation and tyranny; there is no 

human rights, no equality between men and women. His ironic view on India implies to the decay that 

society suffers from. The story abounds with descriptions of the extreme poverty of India. He says 

India as „ the poorest country in the world‟ The Indians defecate everywhere but fail to face up to this 

fact according to Naipaul. He analyzes in a very logical way the reasons why he thinks poverty exists 

in such a real way in India. He mentions at one stage how “divorce of the intellect from body of labor 

has made us the most resource less and the most exploited nation on earth.” The concluding section 

abounds in grim and rather depressing images of poverty. When Naipaul pays a trip to the village and 

meets the emaciated Ramchandra who is surrounded in dire poverty he is appalled and simply wants 

to leave the country at once.  

According to V.S. Naipaul, “India is the poorest country in the world”. As Naipaul highlights, 

beggary has its special position in India and can not be judged from a European perspectives. Beggars 

have a secure position within the society. It is an inseparable element of India. Beggary has its 

„function‟ because every act of „giving to the beggar‟ is seen as „the automatic act of charity, which is 

an automatic reverence to God. Poverty is seen as a self-defeating and destructive reality in this 

country. The most striking to the eye of Naipaul, before he could penetrate into the psyche of India, 

was its visual aspect. He sees the country full of dust, dirt, starved and sick people and poor beggars. 

Indian poverty, commented on throughout the travelogue, is for Naipaul and enormously painful 

experience. His vivid descriptions of people squatting in the streets and in dirt, decrepit beggars 

craving for aims create a typical picture of Indian environment. Beggary becomes almost ritual in 

India he says. People walk in the streets full of excrements they do not notice, or even see. Although 

latrines and toilets are still not commonplace in India, the only reason for this situation is that Indians 

prefer defecating in an open air. He has become their daily routine and habit. For the westerners it is 

altogether incomprehensible. He says ahead, Indians defecate everywhere. They defecate, mostly, 
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beside the railway tracks. But they also defecate on the beaches, they defecate on the hills; they 

defecate on the river banks, on the streets, they never look for cover. They are never written about, 

they are not mentioned in the novels or stories... they do not appear in feature films or 

documentaries... the truth is that Indians do not see these squatters and might even, with complete 

sincerity, deny that they exist. 

Naipaul gives the reader on vivid insight into the various sects and cultural systems 

dominating this country. Colonial India in the twentieth century forms the cultural context of this 

novel. In the second part of novel Naipaul analyzes the whole colonial process. There are copious 

references to Hinduism and Muslims and Buddhism and he paints some vivid pictures of various 

customs, which these people engage in. His impressions of his first visit to India as recorded in this 

novel are journalistic and lack depth in some areas of observation. Firstly, he aimed to discover his 

Indian identity. It has always been significant for a writer to establish a district identity, especially 

when he or she is an outsider or wants to be considered one. This leaves a mark on his writings. He 

first visited Bombay and found that it was not what he had expected. He hated being part of a crowd 

at Church gate station and craved for preferential treatment, something that he had always got in 

Trinidad and England. But here in India he found no special attention from Indians. He kept himself 

seeing the film poster that seemed to divine from a cooler and luscious world. His observation is 

based on his assessment of the Indian characters as romantic, emotional and exotic, which is a typical 

Western orient list bravura. His comments on most social-political were peripheral. Throughout the 

novel there is a sense of humiliation, of a personal frustration that the India of his secret imagination 

and longings, of his imagined origins, in another oriental Third world country despite its size and 

ancient history. He is angry at the dirt, decay, incompetence, corruption, passivity, the humiliation by 

the threatening Chinese army. Like many other nationalists, Naipaul wants a modern, Western 

efficient industrialized state, and he wants a revitalized native, traditional, authentic culture. For many 

Indian critics, Naipaul denies the optimistic side of India, despite making some strong valid points; 

Naipaul almost never touches optimistic side. He realizes that his image of India is not adequate and 

feels a certain separateness and distance from the country. This novel is not only about the failure of 

India, but also about the failure of the myth of Naipaul‟s childhood. His identity is strongly connected 

to his imaginary world. 

Naipaul has his opinions about railways. He speaks about how he befriended a Sikh while 

traveling by train in the south of India. For him India remains an area of darkness. He has learned over 

the years his separateness his contentment with being a colonial without a past and without ancestors. 

At the conclusion of the novel he tells us about his encounter with an emaciated man called 

Ramchandra who wants help to start litigation and get some land, which formerly belonged to 

Naipaul‟s grandfather. Naipaul is disgusted at this incident and leaves in a mood of self-reproach. He 

admits that the journey to India should not have been made as it broke life in two.  

The third part of the novel deals with how the British possessed the country completely. Their 

withdrawal was irrevocable. He speaks about English ray, how they swaggered and had mannerisms 

and spoke a jargon. 

In this way, he plays a crucial role in the trilogy. He remains detached from the country of his 

grandfather though he grew up in a Hindu community in Trinidad. The long distance induced the 

main difference between the Indians in Trinidad and the Indians in India. The real India is completely 

different from what the author dreamt of as being his homeland. He becomes shocked when he 

realized that the real India has nothing in common with the India of his imagination, is crucial for the 

overall mood of this book. 

At the end of the novel, the feeling of separateness and disillusion of Naipaul leads nearly to a 

complete negation of India.

Table No. 2 tells that of India‟s agriculture exports/imports in world exports/imports. The 

share of India‟s agriculture export was 1 percent in 1980 which decreased 0.80 percent in 1990. After 

liberalisation, share of India‟s export increased from 0.80 to 2.50 percent in 1990 to 2014. The share 

of India‟s import decreased from 0.50 to 0.40 in 1980 to 1990. After 1990, share of India import 

increased from 0.40 percent to 1.50 percent in 1990 to 2014. During the post liberalisation period, 

share of India‟s export in world export was more than share of India‟s imports in world but share of 

India‟s export in world exports increased by 3.12 fold and share of India‟s import in world imports 

increased by  3.75 percent.
